Application in practice of the International Vehicle Weight
Certificatein the Republic of Belarus

Submitted by the Ministry of Transport of Belarus

1. Article 5 of annex 8 to the International Convention on the Harmonization of
Frontier Controls of Goods (Geneva, 21 October 1982) makes provision for the acceptance
and mutual recognition of the International Vehicle Weight Certificate in order to
accelerate border crossings and avoid repetitive vehicle weighing procedures. Appendix 2
to annex 8 provides a model and sets procedures for issuing the Certificate. According to
paragraph 6 of appendix 2, the model of the Certificate may be reproduced in any of the
languages of the Contracting Parties provided that the layout of the Certificate and the
placing of the items therein are not modified.

2. To date, none of the Contracting Parties to the Harmonization Convention have
submitted to Belarus models of the International Vehicle Weight Certificate issued in any
country. Nor, in the course of their work, have the control authorities in Belarus ever been
presented by foreign carriers with certificates issued in accordance with annex 8 of the
Convention. As Contracting Party to the Convention, Belarus is willing to recognize such
certificates.

3. However, international vehicle weight certificates have been issued in Belarus since
1 October 2006 on the basis of a regional agreement on the introduction of an international
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vehicle weight certificate in the territories of the States members of the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS).

4, Currently, the following 13 weighing stations have received accreditation from the
vehicle weighing authority, a unit under the Transport Inspectorate of the Ministry of
Transport and Communications, as independent and technically competent to perform
weight measurements, with the right to issue international vehicle weight certificates:
Kazlovichi, Kamenny Log, Novaya Rudnya, Novaya Guta, Mokrany, Berestovitsa, Bruzgi,
Kotlovka, Benyakoni, Pershai, Polotsk, Privolny and Fedkovichi.

5. International vehicle weight certificates are issued to carriers for a fee on request to
the first authorized weighing station of the Transport Inspectorate located on the goods road
vehicle' s route. Drivers must present a registration certificate for the vehicle and trailer, or
semi-trailer, their passports, checklist and shipping documentation for a certificate to be
drawn up and issued. Inspectors at authorized Transport Inspectorate weighing stations
perform the weight measures to draw up the certificate. The certificate is issued within five
minutes after the vehicle is weighed and the service fees for the international certificate are
paid. The model of the international certificate is reproduced in annex 1.

6. These certificates are recognized and accepted in the territories of the States parties
to the CIS agreement (Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Republic of Moldova,
Russian Federation, Tgjikistan and Ukraine).

7. Carriers that have received international vehicle weight certificates significantly
reduce the time spent on weight measurement checks on traffic roads, as controls based on
the certificates help goods road vehicles to avoid repetitive weighing procedures in the
territory of the States partiesto the CIS agreement.

8. The Transport Inspectorate issued more than 137,000 international vehicle weight
certificates between October 2006 and September 2012 (annex 2).

9. The model of the certificate issued in accordance with the agreement on the
introduction of an international vehicle weight certificate currently in force in the territories
of the CIS member States is close to the model set out in appendix 2 to annex 8 of the
Harmonization Convention. The current CIS agreement would have to be amended to bring
it fully into conformity with the model of the International Vehicle Weight Certificate.
Belarus has raised the issue of amending the CIS agreement with the Council on Road
Transport of the Transport Coordination Conference of the Commonwealth of 1ndependent
States and the CIS Intergovernmental Council of Road Workers. Given the length of the
procedures and the lack of practical experience in issuing the Internationa Vehicle Weight
Certificate in the other Contracting Parties to the Harmonization Convention, there is ill
no support for amending the CIS agreement among other CIS member States.
