Denmark acknowledges the need for some improvas of the text in the present sub-section 5.3.2.2,
but is not entirely convinced of the need for dl the proposed amendments. Firg of dl, the firetest in
5.3.2.2.2 (c) seems very sringent and Denmark believes that the duration of the fire test should be
redtricted to 15 minutes asin the present text.

Secondly, the requirement in 5.3.2.2.2 (€) serves very little purpose, sinceiit is virtudly impossible to
provide the evidence for resstance againgt any chemica or mechanical efect that might occur. The
fact that the plate is made of sted (5.3.2.2.2 (d)) and that the numbers should dways be legible
(5.3.2.2.2 (a)) should suffice.

Furthermore, Denmark is not in favour of the introduction of a type agpprova procedure. The com
petent authority can aways make the request to see the documentation proving the properties of the
orange-coloured plate in question. A type approva procedure can aways be introduced later if the
WHP.15 finds it necessary based on obtained experience.

Findly, the trangtiona period should be prolonged in order to make it possible for the carriers to
spread the related costs over more than just one year.

Proposals:
Amend the proposals in TRANS/WP.15/2002/14 as follows:

- In5.3.2.2.2 (c) replace ” 30 minutes’ with " 15 minutes’.

- Delete 5.3.2.2.2 (e) and renumber (f) as (e).

In 5.3.2.2.2 del ete the sentence " For each type of orange-coloured plate...”

- In the new sub-section 1.6.1.5 replace ” 31 December 2005 with ”31 December 2009”.
