Proposal for amendments to ADN 

Chapter 8.1 

8.1.11  End, add: 

  “and cover at least the last three cargoes.” 

Chapter 8.3 

8.3.5  Replace the second sentence by: 

  “This requirement does not apply: 

− when dry cargo vessels are furnished with an authorization from the 

competent local authority or a certificate attesting to the totally gas-free 

condition of the protected area; 

− when tank vessels are furnished with an authorization from the competent 

local authority or a certificate attesting to the totally gas-free condition of the 

vessel; 

− to berthing operations.” 

Chapter 9.3 

9.3.1.24.1 (b) Beginning, read: 

 “a system ensuring safety in the event of the heating or increase in pressure of the 

cargo.” 
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
