A. Austria

As a member State of the European Union, Austria will apply the European Standard laying
down Technical Requirements for Inland Navigation Vessels (ES-TRIN) 2017.

C. Germany

Along with Directive (EU) 2016/1629 of 14 September 2016, a draft of new national
special prescriptions for passenger vessels is under preparation. They will differentiate
between the length of the vessel (up to 12 metres/up to 20 metres), the number of allowed
passengers on board (up to 12/up to 35 passengers) and the inland waterway they are
allowed to navigate..

Netherlands

In general, the Netherlands apply ES-TRIN to passenger vessels. As a national exception,
for tourist boats in Amsterdam the Rules for excursion boats of the Amsterdam canal type
(Regeling rondvaartboten van het Amsterdamse grachtentype) are applied. They are
available in Dutch at http://wetten.overheid.nl/BWBR0004942/2004-11-26.

Romania

In Romania there is no specific technical legislation concerning vessels not exceeding 24 m
in length and authorized to carry up to maximum of 150 passengers. This type of vessels is
subject to the general rules establishing the technical requirements for inland waterway
vessels.
