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Introduction

1.  The Conference of the Parties at each of its meetings reviews the implementation of the
Convention by considering an overal report prepared by the Working Group on Implementation. The
Working Group compilesits overall report on the basis of national implementation reports, submitted
by Parties to the Convention, in accordance with its article 23, and other UNECE member countries.

2. Following two rounds of reporting, the Working Group concluded that, in generd, the national
implementation reports could be more complete and of better quality. To this end, the Conference of
the Parties decided to organize atraining sesson on drawing up nationa implementation reports
(ECE/CP.TEIA/12, annex |, decision 2004/1 on strengthening the implementation of the Convention).
3. Thisdocument provides practica information on the training session.
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4.  Thetraining session will be held under the auspices of the United Nations Economic Commission
for Europe (UNECE) at the invitation of the Government of Poland. It will be organized within the
framework of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention by the Working Group on
Implementation and conducted by its members.

Objectives of thetraining session

5.  Thekey objective isto improve the completeness and overdl qudity of nationd implementation
reports. The training sesson will provide participants — persons mandated by competent authorities to
draw up such reports on their behdf — with the possihility to:

(@ Sharegood practices and experience in drawing up nationd reports;

(b) Enhance common understanding of some of the more complex questions in the reporting
format; and

(¢ Recave practica assstance from the members of the Working Group in completing parts
of the reporting format within the training sesson.

Dates and venue

6.  Thetraining sesson will take place from 12 to 13 September 2005 at the Main Schoal of the
Fire Service in Warsaw (Slowackiego Str. 52/54).

7. Paticipants of the training sesson should be well aware of the fact that the training sesson is
being organized back-to-back with the open-ended joint meeting of the Bureau of the Conference of
the Parties and the Working Group on Implementation (14 September), to which they areinvited. The
meeting is expected to reach agreement on the text of the final draft of the declaration to be adopted by
Heads of delegation of the East European, Caucasian and Central Asian and South- East European
countries a the high-level commitment meeting within the framework of the Conference of the Parties
to the Convention (Geneva, 14-15 December 2005).

Programme of the training session

8. A ddaled programme of the two-day training session is contained in annex |. Apart from an
introduction, the training session will be divided into five subgtantid sections following selected parts of
the reporting format to be used when reporting on the implementation of the Convention. A section
leader will introduce each section and present the main issues and explain the meaning of particular
questions contained in the reporting formeat. The presentation will be followed by aquestion and
answer session. Participants will then be expected to advance, asfar as possible, the completion of the
reporting format for their respective countries and establish alist of concrete tasks to carry out in order
to complete the report. To this end, participants are expected to prepare themsalves before the training
session and preferably have a draft of anationa implementation report with them. Members of the
Working Group will assst the participantsin this hands-on exercise.
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Participation
9. Thetraining session isdesigned for persons mandated by competent authorities to draw up
nationa implementation reports on their behdf. The Working Group on Implementation recommended

that representatives of countries of Eastern and South- Eastern Europe, Caucasus and Central Asia—
recipient countries in the assstance programme — should in particular atend the training session.

Working languages

10. Thetraining session will be conducted in English and Russian.

Financial support

11. Paticipants from countries with economiesin trangtion eigible for financia support (see
ECE/CP.TEIA/12, annex V, decision 2004/5, appendix 111) could receive such support to participate
in the training sesson. Requedts for financid support, together with the registration form (see annex 11),
should be submitted to the Convention secretariat as soon as possible but not later than 12 August
2005.

Registration of participants

12. Each participant should complete a regigtration form (see annex 1) and return it to the organizers
and the secretariat as soon as possible but not later than 22 August 2005.

Arrival of participants, trangport and hotd accommodation

13. Theorganizerswill meet participants at the airport or train station. Trangportation will also be
provided between the Hotdl and the venue of the training session.
