« Migration patterns are not static; they change according to global
events, policies and opportunities.

* Quality evidence needed In this area to make policy

« Unfeasible to use past behaviours and patterns of movement to
make the assumptions required to generate statistics.

* Will complement but be distinct from the other developments in
