(ECE) at the sixth meeting of its sixty-third sesson 1 April 2009.

2. At its sixth meeting, the Commission adoptedisien A (63) as contained in Chapter IV. That

decision inter alia recommitted the renewed suppbBECE member States to the work of the ECE and
confirmed that ECE facilitates greater economiegnation and cooperation among its fifty-six member
States and promotes sustainable development.

3. The decision also expressed appreciation forathibty of ECE to adjust its activities to the
geopolitical development and economic changesarregion and to respond to the evolving needssof it
member States, thereby contributing to the stghbaithin the region. It encouraged ECE to contitoie
exercise its catalytic role by bringing the sustbie development goals agreed to by the interraition
community down to the regional level and to suppbsir implementation. At the same time, it
encouraged ECE to continue to share best pradiegsnd its region, as appropriate.

4. Recognizing that the region includes 18 coustelgible for Official Development Assistance, the
decision also reaffirmed the strategic directiatopted by the ECE reform with due account of d$eci
needs of countries with economies in transition.

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ANNEX |
DISCUSSIONS HELD UNDER AGENDA ITEMS 2 AND 3
Item 2: Economic development in the ECE region

Discussions under this item comprised an opening segment on the general economic situation in
Europe, followed by three panel sessionson (i) economic integration in the wider Europe, (i) promoting
competitive knowl edge-based innovative economies, and (iii) enhancing economic cohesion. Thelist of
speakersisgiven in Chapter |11, paragraph 20 on page 4.

1. The keynote speakers, moderators and panelllstssknowledged the difficult economic situation
facing not only the wider-European region but thebgl economy. The fact that the situation waslyike

to deteriorate further was also widely recognizédl. of the subregions of the ECE region were
experiencing a significant economic downturn, andsome it was the most serious since the Great
Depression of the 1930s. Some expressed the vigvitta crisis would have significant effects ongon
term trends such as globalization and on the demighoperation of international or regional indigos.
There was basic agreement that any solution tauhent crisis was dependent on increased cooparati
and ECE'’s historic role in promoting intergoverntacooperation was emphasized. The need to avoid
protectionism and keep borders open to capital raigtants was also stressed. It was suggested that
certain measures being taken in the financial sesvarea were in fact a form of protectionism.

2. There was a general recognition that addresliegongoing challenges facing the region’s
economies in furthering their integration, creatimgpovative economies and ensuring an equitable
distribution of the benefits of growth, was impaitéor limiting the negative impact of the crisis aell

as for promoting long-term development. It was sisged that the contraction of the global econorngy du
to the financial crisis would shift the balanceviien global and regional trade in favour of theefaénd
this would have important implications for ECE aities, especially in the areas of trade, transpad
energy. It was stated that the economic model @Bbropean emerging countries would have to change
as these economies would no longer be able todné#meir development, as they had been doing, from
external capital. Also, there was less room forigyokrrors during difficult economic periods. Given
increased uncertainty and risk aversion due tocitss, the importance of creating transparent and
efficient economic environments and governmentitiuntgins was more important than ever. Countries
were encouraged to use the “opportunity” providgdtiie crisis to design their fiscal expansions to
further develop renewable energies and other greemnologies, and improve productivity-increasing
infrastructure; more generally there was a need atliress environmental sustainability and
macroeconomic objectives coherently instead obparate issues.

3. North America and most of the European Union &cldeved a high level of economic integration
where goods, services, capital, and people flowétively freely. However, east-west integrationhivi
Europe, although it had progressed significantlgrdahe last two decades, remained somewhat weak in
number of important areas:

* Trade barriers remain

* Progress in achieving WTO membership for all theoggan emerging economies has been poor

« Border crossing procedures can be time-consumimgredictable and require excessive amounts
of paper work

¢ Health and product standards are often incompatible

¢ Some transhoundary environmental issues are urssiife
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« Both rail and road transport networks are oftes than adequate

e Energy infrastructure is limited and characteribgdh number of important bottlenecks
« Financial restrictions still limit capital flows

« Migration remains restricted.

4. A number of speakers emphasized that the worE@E had been and would continue to be
important in addressing these factors that haveleéned integration in the wider-European area. Of
particular importance were the ECE activities thegmote the further development of pan-European
infrastructure in the areas of transport and enexggl the activities that improve trade facilitation
Intensification of the EU-Eastern partnership wé ancouraged as necessary for addressing these
issues.

5. As a way to better secure long-term sustainab&gy supplies, the importance of improving the
management of global energy resources was discubsedder to facilitate this, it was suggestedt tha
Governments adopt and apply the United Nations Eveork Classification for Fossil Energy and

Mineral Resources 2009 (UNFC-2009) (Economic andigbdCouncil Resolution 2004/233); as the

agency responsible for maintaining this FramewdKE could play an important role in assisting
member countries to implement it. This would digtp to establisk picture of the measures that might
be required to mitigate the environmental risk®eaisged with the production and use of fossil fuels

6. It was pointed out by several speakers thaptbblem of energy security remained an important
concern of ECE member States. Increasing the diyerssources as well as types of energy remamed
key challenge where ECE, because of its existinpgeise, could offer key support to its member &tat
Also emphasized was the importance of developingiacreasing regional cooperation on energy issues
between the European and Central Asian countrige. gossibility of including Afghanistan in the
cooperation was mentioned. The possibility of dithing some multilateral mechanism to manage
transboundary gas pipelines was also raised. Tiporiance of legal instruments regarding energy
matters was stressed, and ECE’s role in facilgatiimlogues between its members was viewed as
important. It was noted that there had been vepdgmoperation between the Energy Charter Seaetari
and ECE on energy efficiency projects and thereewegportunities for further developing this.

7. Transport infrastructure was perceived as orteefmportant obstacles limiting economic growth
in the region; integration of national networksoirmegional networks needed to be more regionally
coordinated and there was also a need to bettedioate budgetary resources. In view of the need to
further improve transport infrastructures and feadié the international movement of people and @arg
ECE transport legal instruments, technical nornt standards were providing an effective framework
for addressing some of these problems. ECE shdsddiatensify efforts to further advance its wonk o
implementation of innovative projects for transpootridors, transit facilitation, introduction ofadern
transport technologies, and assistance to its mer@taes in coordination of their national trangpor
policies.

8. Using ECE’s coordination instruments and plagmirechanisms, further efforts should be made to
accelerate work on setting priorities for transginks, providing guidance to member Governments in
weighing national versus international interests] eoordinating infrastructure development poliaes
programmes with their neighbours. ECE was well gdlato further promote and ensure technical, legal
and administrative interoperability as regards,eéample, railway networks, border crossing procesiu
and removal of administrative bottlenecks in in&¢ional transport. ECE should ensure development of
the necessary harmonized standards for Intellifeamsport Systems (ITS) in full cooperation with al
concerned stakeholders. It was also suggesteditibeg was a need to address ITS applications for
infrastructure in order to enhance the existingvoet and upgrade its performance by using already
available technology.
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9. Policies and measures to improve safety andrisg@lso needed to be pursued, but they should
not allow another form of protectionism to emergeick would restrict transport activities. ECE was
encouraged to work together with the World Custddnganization and other stakeholders to reduce
protectionism as well as the risk and costs of gldiosiness in all transport modes. The importarice o
new technology for improving the safety and efiicig of transport systems was discussed as welieas t
role ECE could play in establishing regional andbgl standards for these technologies. Along these
lines, it was noted that some ECE activities intthasport area extended far beyond the ECE regyidn
support for those global solutions was voiced.

10. It was noted that EurAsEC member countriesdeided to create a single transport market in the
region. Closer regional cooperation in transporfrastructure developments, implementation of

innovative transport technologies and coordinattbmational transport policies would strengthen the
capacity of the transport sector to provide adezjsrvices between Europe and Asia. ECE was
encouraged to continue its efforts to develop EAs@n transport links in partnership with other

international organizations and interested coustrie

11. Speakers highlighted the need for ECE to rewefdts work on reducing trade barriers, improving
trade facilitation and increasing the use of indtional standards in order to foster trade wittiia t
region, reduce risk, and limit any new protectiomi§ he importance of the Aid for Trade initiativasv
discussed as a process for helping the developidgtransition economies identify and address their
trade development needs and priorities. The tianséiconomies in the ECE region had, until nownbee
largely left out of this process but ECE could makeimportant contribution by working with other
agencies (including WTO, UNCTAD, UNDP) to ensure thll participation of all transition economies
in the Aid for Trade initiative. ECE could help @dop practical, results-oriented recommendations.evi
generally, it was suggested that WTO membershipinvpsertant for all of the ECE region because it was
an insurance policy against protectionism.

12. Trade facilitation was highlighted as an impotttool for reducing costs and, therefore, shdeld
one of the responses to the global economic cAsiextensive reliance on paper-based trade dodsmen
combined with unnecessarily complex trade procesjunereased the cost of trade and makes countries
less competitive. Given that ECE had an innovafigmework of standards, recommendations and tools
for addressing these problems, it was thoughtrtitae extrabudgetary support for further develoging
promoting these solutions could contribute to aprowmed trading environment. More generally, it was
noted that information and communication technaeg{ICT) had an important role in promoting
efficient government and ECE activities in the as€a-government/e-business standards were imgortan

13. The problem of efficiently and equitably mamagthe water resources in Central Asia was raised
as an important issue to which ECE could furthentigbute, given its expert knowledge and its
transboundary environmental conventions. The furthatification and implementation of these
conventions was encouraged. The possibility of daimg a major international or multilateral initiag
regarding transboundary water use that would ireching other regional organizations (i.e., OSCEaAsi
Development Bank, etc.) was raised; the desirghiiftincluding Afghanistan was also suggested. The
importance of further ratification of multilater@nvironmental agreements to solve environmental
problems was mentioned.

14. The ability of Governments and the private @etd assess economic and social developments
within a country and compare them to others is déeet on having high quality and internationally
comparative statistics. It was stated that the magpee of human capital as a source of growth would
increase after this crisis because internationalslof physical capital would become less importasta
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result the work being undertaken by ECE to betteasnre human capital as an important prerequiite f
sustainable development would be of increased aelea:

15. Speakers stressed that despite the curremicfalecrisis, which was likely to reduce progress i
achieving the Millennium Development Goals (MDGslforts towards achieving these targets in the
ECE region should be maintained. It was more ingrdrthan ever to know where the bottlenecks and
backtracking were so that policy initiatives coblel focused in these areas. In order to do thi tisea
need to strengthen the statistical capacity ofahmmuntries that produce MDG indicators so thay the
would be more timely, comprehensive and accuratedtition the crisis had highlighted the impor&anc
of having accurate migration data and the work @EEn improving the production and comparability of
migration statistics was noted. The importance ofendisaggregated gender statistics was also rased
a prerequisite for allowing a better assessmenhefsystematic differences between women and men
within the region. It was stressed that ECE noreatvork should reflect the gender perspective aatl t
ECE should further develop its gender databasecantinue to provide technical assistance to the CIS
and South-East European countries for producinggdi®gated gender statistics. Similarly, the
importance of age-related statistics and indicat@s mentioned.

16. It was noted that when the crisis was overntaoes would have an immense challenge in bringing
government budgets back into balance. Addressiregldhg-run pension problem due to Europe’s
demographic situation would be critical to restgrgdound finances. There was therefore a need f& EC
to strengthen its efforts in assisting member ademtin adapting their societies to the demographic
challenge of ageing. This would include the excleamf good practices; providing assistance in
developing ageing-related policies and programmedransition countries; and coordinating data-
collection efforts that led to an improved knowleedgpase for developing such policies and programmes.
Member States were encouraged to strengthen ti@itsein implementing the Regional Strategy foe th
Madrid International Plan of Action on Ageing. I also noted that the crisis was negatively affgct
marriage and child birth rates in the former traasieconomies and that this would further compound
their already serious demographic problems.

17. Given that the current crisis began with finahand regulatory issues in the real estate sector
creating guidelines for improved transparency insth markets was viewed as very important for
stabilizing financial markets. The role that theaREstate Market Advisory Group has played in this
regard was acknowledged and it was encouragedp@anelxits activities to further strengthen real testa
market institutions in the wider Europe.

18. Improving the innovative capacity of ECE mem®tates was central to increasing living standards
in the region. The contribution of the new ECE slien as a forum for policy dialogue and discussing
best practices regarding innovative activities waged. It was suggested that ECE should explore how
the crisis-induced fiscal retrenchments in the gmnegr economies were affecting innovation and the
creation of a knowledge-based economy. It was roeetl that due to the crisis the role of government
oversight of the economy would need to increasethisdwould open up new possibilities for Public-
Private Partnerships and thus the activities dfpghagramme would become increasingly important.

19. Given the severity of the current economic domm a large number of people were likely to be
negatively affected. Unemployment was expecteds® everywhere and with it poverty and numerous
social inequities. For the ECE region, extreme piyMead almost been eliminated by the end of 2047 b
with higher food prices, falling employment oppaiities, and strained safety nets, already anotBer 1
million people in the region had been pushed batk poverty. History has shown that it is usualig t
poorest and those socially marginalized that sufiermost during a crisis. More generally the néce
progress in achieving the Millennium Development{Savas likely to be unwound.
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20. It was noted that women were over-represemgubverty and the crisis would hit them especially
hard. Many of the micro-credit institutions whiclormren were dependent on were only now beginning to
be negatively impacted. More generally, the curaigis would have negative implications for gender
equality and there was, therefore, a need to fughengthen activities such as increasing theuabo
force participation of women. The important roleattithe ECE gender programme had played in
addressing these issues was acknowledged.

Iltem 3: Climate change mitigation and adaptation- the work of ECE: translating global
objectives and commitments into regional results

Discussions under this item comprised an opening segment on climate change in the ECE region,
followed by panel sessions on ECE acting on climate, covering (i) energy efficiency, air pollution and
greenhouse gas emissions, (ii) water, forestry and timber: natural systems must adapt, but can contribute
to mitigation, and (iii) societal change to address climate change. Thelist of speakersisgivenin
Chapter 111, paragraph 22 on page 5.

21. Climate change was perceived as one of humsmitgst pressing challenges. It was stressed that
there was a need to support the financing and pigrof climate change measures by a regional,ipalit
dimension, such as creating a political forum flanate change dialogue. The need for adequate rfigndi
resources and delivery mechanisms to implementébessary measures in the region was highlighted.

22. Speakers appreciated ECE’s climate change weonkhasizing that it benefited from an adequate
structure for mainstreaming climate change issui@ssectoral planning.

23. It was recommended that ECE develop its rola &sad agency for the integration of climate
change considerations into development plannirigerregion.

24. The work of ECE was considered to be necegsasypport implementation of the UNFCCC and
to play an important role in regional cooperatiom goutting in place strategies for combating clienat
change.

25.  Through overall ECE reform, as well as the Eorwinent for Europe (EfE) reform, the organization
was said to be well-placed to support the Unitetidda Climate Change Conference in Copenhagen
(COP15) negotiations in December 2009.

26. It was mentioned that our modes of consumpgied production were not sustainable, and that
environmental risks were not sufficiently takerpimiccount into decision-making. A change of panadig
was recommended.

27. States would have the unigue opportunity to enstkuctural changes. Technology was already
available, as were best practices and scientifis@&dge. There was, however, a need for politichltar
share the benefits across countries fairly. Withard to adaptation needs, financing and technology
transfers, a global tax on G@missions of US$1 per ton was proposed, the pdscekBwhich could be
transferred to developing countries.

28. Currently, there was a unique opportunity prese by the twin economic and environmental crises
for adopting a new paradigm of green growth. Stutied shown that the market for green technologies
up to 2020 would grow very significantly, creatijodps and providing additional investments. However,

the window of opportunity for adopting this paradigvas limited and did not stretch much beyond

March 2010. So far, fiscal stimulus packages ofdtder of US$2.8 trillion had been initiated gldipal
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parts of which were already dedicated to greenstments. Tackling climate change had important co-
benefits, such as creating jobs and boosting cativesiess by helping to reduce resource costsebiyer
still allowing employees to be paid solid wages.

29. The importance of succeeding at COP15 was lineerby keynote speakers, moderators and
panellists, especially as this meeting would goobelyclimate change and would be relevant to thadut

of multilateralism. Five elements were seen ad fataan agreement: (i) long-term mandatory tardets

all countries, encompassing at least 50 per ceficins against their benchmarks and 80-95 perigen
the case of industrialized countries, of which 4& pent was already attainable through existing
technologies; (ii) mid-term targets for countrigsthe range of 25-40 per cent by 2020, (iii) tkeed for
national action plans (reportable, verifiable measwas agreed in Bali), (iv) real solidarity folapthtion
and mitigation: developing countries could not kpeeted to make the prerequisite changes withaut th
help of developed countries. This would requireding in the order of the tens of billions, espdgi&br
adaptation. The emissions trading system, whosanrsipn to Japan and Australia and possibly the
United States was currently being considered, cbeldh possible financing mechanism for adaptation
and mitigation. Finally, (v) sectoral approachesevaeeded and, where level playing fields already
existed between developing and developed courf(gigs in steel), developing countries should also b
expected to take mandatory action.

30. Mitigation, it was noted, tended to be globadl aational-scale and was target-driven, whereas
adaptation measures often involved more local amneunity-based action. It was important that ECE
scale its efforts appropriately.

31. Discussion also focused on the future of tle@rcldevelopment mechanism (CDM) and how to
effect structural change. Une of its drawbacks DMCwas noted, namely that it provided a vehicle for
developed countries to achieve a considerable anuuheir emissions reductions targets while awgd

the need to make more emissions reductions wittéir bwn geographical areas. On the other hand, the
positive role of CDM in transferring technology wsisessed. It was proposed to have a combinatiaen of
CDM and a funding system that provided funding etiseto needy countries. In order to effect struatu
change, an “industrial environmental policy” stigy with the following elements could be considered
internalization of external costs; the use of stadd for products; market-introduction programnas f
renewables; a clear R&D strategy to incorporategnefficiency; and appropriate tax incentives.

32. The transport sector was perceived as a signifiand growing contributor to global climate
change as some 13 per cent of the total greenlyaissemissions stemmed from the use of road vehicles
On the other hand, climate change impacts on #resport sector affected transport infrastructuedfic
safety and the demand for transport, and requidegtation and mitigation strategies and measures.

33. Speakers highlighted the important role of E@&d the work of the World Forum for
Harmonization of Vehicle Regulations (WP.29) aseacellent regulatory framework and platform for
international cooperation. They should continueléwelop harmonized regulations for environmentally
friendly and energy-efficient (i.e. hybrid, electénd hydrogen powered) vehicles. It was repoted] t
following a new policy, the European Union hadiatiéd to replace its Directives on the construcbbn
vehicles by reference to ECE vehicle regulatiorepéet! by the World Forum.

34. Speakers emphasized the need for the car igdasigo green” if it was to remain competitivedan
urging the sector to transform the threat of thenemic crisis into an opportunity for change. The
economic crisis provided opportunities for the mgakof old vehicle fleets and for introducing more
energy efficient and cleaner technologies (switghfrom fossil fuels to hydrogen and electricity)
provided that the generation of electricity and tm®duction of hydrogen were sustainable and
affordable. For the achievement of these objeciiviesnational cooperation was considered essential
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35. It was proposed that ECE encourage and harmdézactions of its different bodies in respect of
climate change, as well as bring together publid private actors to help encourage the use of green
technologies. In this context, the links of ECE'sltilateral environmental agreements (MEAS) to
climate change were accentuated and it was therefecessary to ensure that adequate resources were
made available to service these instruments.

36. The future work of ECE should strengthen thepewation of energy security and efficiency.
Looking forward, while its climate change work wganing greater importance, ECE should ensure that
this work remained well-anchored within its prograeof work and its resources. At a later stage in
early 2010, the Executive Committee could review itiandate of ECE in this regard, especially taking
into account the results from the COP15.

37. Current science demonstrates significant cefitsn notably important cost savings, from
addressing air pollution (in particular ground-leweone and black carbon aerosols) and climategghan
in an integrated way. It was pointed out that thesbenefits should be brought to the urgent ateraf
policymakers encouraging them to take an integrajggioach. The ECE Convention on Long-range
Transboundary Air Pollution would have a key rabeptay in this respect. Initiatives had alreadyrbee
taken within the framework of the Convention toerate air pollution and climate change and these
should be pursued. Furthermore, a substantial anogre would be needed to enhance the capacity to
fully implement a co-benefits approach. A dedicgbedgramme would require significant resources but
such investment would be highly cost-effective.

38. The meeting stressed the importance of inergasublic awareness of climate change issues as
well as public participation in related decisionking. It also highlighted the potential of nuclgrwer

and carbon capture and sequestration technologiesrbating simultaneously air pollution, climate
change and threats to energy security.

39. Energy efficiency emerged as a key issue otk of ECE, in different sectors. The demand for
power, the need for climate change mitigation andrgy security were indeed three compelling and
interlinked needs of ECE member States. ECE wds patvider of policy advice in this area, but also
through the Energy Efficiency 21 project an impottaource of financing for projects. For instanae,
European Clean Energy Fund had been establishedtfiial of EUR 354 million, which made it one of
the largest funds. Post 2012 Carbon Credit FundEdR 125 millions, involving five European
development banks, demonstrated that money fofithecing of the projects was available and at this
stage it was rather important to create dialoguerayst parties and to facilitate access to thosdsuh
was also important that countries join efforts ire tdesign process whether as potential investor,
interested party or recipient country project depel as the process was open and participationawas
key to its success.

40. It was proposed to strengthen the Financingggnefficiency investments for climate change
mitigation' project by the endorsement of the Delan of the Sixth Ministerial Conference of

Environment for Europe held in Belgrade, Serbi®ttober 2007, concerning public sector participatio

as investors in the energy efficiency fund whichsvimeing created through the Energy Efficiency 21
Project.

41. In particular, the building sector held a langetential for emission reductions and energy
efficiency. It was noted that the International &amn Climate Change estimated a potential for ceuiu
approximately 29 per cent of the projected basaiméssions by 2020 in the residential and commiercia
sector. However, while in some countries energigieficy technologies and interventions were growing
other ECE countries still lagged behind becausegifficient technical or organizational know-how,
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administrative gaps, weak public sector, lack @ility management, outdated legislation. ECE had an
important role to play here, to develop policy agvio overcome current gaps and represented aainiqu
forum for exchange between Governments and pm@agits on the issue of energy efficiency in housing,
thus allowing exchange and transfer of knowledghis sector.

42. Discussants acknowledged the large potentitieobuilding sector to contribute to climate chang
mitigation and to the achievements of the Kyoto andt-Kyoto frameworks, in particular through the
undertaking of energy efficient refurbishment potge and proposed to develop an Action Plan on
Energy Efficiency in Housing for the ECE region.

43. Speakers stressed that climate change impacferests and water were already visible (more
forest fires, insect infestations, increased fregyeand intensity of floods, increased water stg@rcihe
potential future impacts were considered a seribtsat to economies, communities and security én th
region. This stressed the urgency of mitigation addptation policies and the fact that uncertaivag
not a reason not to act.

44. Panellists highlighted that forests both a#fdcand were affected by climate change. ECE region
forests were important as large carbon sinks ferrégion, in contrast to tropical forests which evére
source, through deforestation, of 18 per cent afirapogenic carbon emissions. Even if forests and
forestry could not solve the problem of fossil @arbemissions, they could greatly contribute to the
solution: as mentioned by the Stern Review, redusddrestation and increased afforestation coultemo
than offset global carbon emissions from the trartsion sector, at a relatively reasonable coksto fas
concerned mitigation, sustainable forest managewigeited a number of options that could increage th
resilience and adaptive capacity of communities.

45. It was therefore considered important that B@E Timber and Forestry sub-programme had
assigned the highest priority to climate changeidssfor the next 4 years and was developing a
supporting programme based on improved informatmolicy forums and analysis of the long-term
outlook.

46. It was also underlined that effects on a sisgletor — be it water or forest — greatly impaaitieer
sectors, through feedback loops; thus adaptatiategiies needed to be coordinated on an interséctor
basis. Moreover, there was a need for better cornuation and exchange between “communities” —
climate, forests, water and energy specialistsimpove mutual understanding and the knowledge bas
for action, as well as to avoid contradictions lestw sectoral policies and perverse incentives.

47. Given that most of the water resources in {8& Eegion were transboundary, panellists underlined
that climate change strongly reinforced the netessdi taking a transboundary approach as risks and
challenges were shared by riparian countries. faibfi one country to act upon the changes could as
consequence have additional negative effects oar abuntries. At the same time, increased tensions
between countries due to growing water scarcitylccargger conflicts and generate high costs that
seldom outweighed the benefits of cooperation. @catjpn between countries was for that reason @ruci
to enable successful adaptation strategies and talsmaximize the mutual benefits of adaptation
measures. The ECE Convention on the Protection @sel of Transboundary Watercourses and
International Lakes provided a solid legal basisriparian countries to share the water resounceamni
equitable and reasonable manner based on equaditseaiprocity between the countries and to codpera
on adaptation to climate change. The Guidance dpedlon water and adaptation to climate change was
considered an extremely timely product, and pastelktressed the importance of its implementation,
particular through pilot projects on transboundaryface and groundwater under the Convention
programme of work for 2010-2012 and beyond.

48. Panellists also welcomed the fact that ECEHesh able to create and maintain strong partnership
— in particular with OSCE, UNDP, UNEP, REC, and NAWwithin the Environment and Security
Initiative, which added to its competence and mae@ah action in the field. As climate change was
inherently multisectoral and thus well-suited tdemagency cooperation, such partnership should be
continued and reinforced.

49. Moderators, panellists and discussants providetier insight into how societal actors could be
mobilized to support and implement solutions todhallenges of climate change. The broad spectfum o
panellists and their perspectives emphasized thess#y of involving stakeholders from civil sogiet
educational and scientific institutions, and thesgie sector, reflecting the critical role eachyglan
raising awareness and changing social behaviours.

50. Public trust was seen as an essential ingrefiielgaining the acceptance of the public needed t
implement major climate adaptation measures. Nagonental organizations were often viewed by the
public as trusted sources of information, and cqu&y a critical role in informing and mobilizinge
public for change.

51. The discussion underscored that the involveroérihe public was necessary to achieve public
support for the measures required to meet the tilgsoof the climate change instruments. Involviing
public and civil society organizations in formutagiand implementing response to climate change was
not a choice but a necessity.

52. The Commission was urged to ensure that tramspg accountability and public engagement
were guaranteed in climate decision-making. It wated that for the credibility of a future post-Kgo
agreement, there was a need to demonstrate gteasparency, for example in the operation of the
Clean Development Mechanism.

53. Access to information was singled out as anontamt prerequisite for climate change mitigation
and adaptation, and in this context, the importasfcdarhus convention as the only legally binding
instrument to implement principle 10 of the Rio eation was underlined.

54. The collaboration of ECE with UNITAR in a projeo assess national capacity to implement the
Aarhus Convention was considered a useful modethwhbould provide a basis for assisting countries
with assessment of capacity to implement artiabé the UNFCCC.

55. The incorporation of provisions on access formation, public participation and access to juesti

in relation to climate change was urged in any{g&ito agreement. An agreement should build on the
broad consensus reflected in article 6 or the UNECd principle 10 of the Rio Declaration on

Environment and Development. Such provisions oresgdo information and public participation in

decision-making could draw upon elements of thehAar Convention and the experience of its
implementation in the region.

56. Strategic environmental assessment providegffantive tool for the integration of mitigation,of
and adaptation to, climate change into developm@abning: it was anticipatory, preventive and
integrative.

57. The scope of environment assessment should idened to encompass health, social and
ecosystem impacts, integrating different scalesdasaiplines. The collaborative work between ECH an
WHO on Transport, Health and Environment providédrther model of an integrative approach.

58. Parties were called upon to speedily ratifyPitstocol on Pollutant Release and Transfer Registe
so that it could still enter into force during 20@8 well as to ratify the Protocol of the Espoam@mtion

on Strategic Environment Assessment, consideredigue instrument for introducing climate change
issues into the early stage of development planning

59. It was discussed how addressing climate chamgeigh education for sustainable development
offered an essential way to shape knowledge anuaidds, while empowering decision-makers with
values to act in a sustainable manner. The ECHe§irafor Education for Sustainable Development
(ESD) had elicited strong political commitment grdvided a practical toolkit to implement ESD ireth
region. It was highlighted that ESD was a driviogee for peace building among countries.

60. Public understanding of the challenges of dénehange was essential. Sustainability should be
made attractive not only to certain social groups o society as a whole. Education should aim to
strengthen social solidarity and create globakeits who highly valued sustainable production and
consumption and were ready to make sacrifices tiesd values. Fighting climate change effectively
needed a revolution in consumption and protectatteps in the advanced industrial countries.

61. Examples drawn from the experience of Belaaigonal experience showed how climate change
might be integrated into formal educational systessvell as in non-formal and informal educatioheT
role of civil society organizations in deliveringmformal education for sustainable developmerdttgh
their programmatic activities was noted.

63. The meeting stressed the role of statisticproviding a basis for decision-making and action.
Official statisticians had a key role in contrilmgito the production and dissemination of relewdintate
change statistics. However, consistent and comfearafnual statistics were not yet available for a
sufficient number of countries. There was an urg@ad for authoritative, robust, timely and compbea
climate change statistics.

64. In particular, the panel recalled that obtainéncomprehensive picture of global greenhouse gas
(GHG) emissions and emission trends was a chalignigisk. Lack of relevant statistical data for inpu
into GHG emissions inventories had been identi@sdone of the most significant barriers for the
development of the quality of GHG inventories ie tleveloping countries.

65. GHG data reported to national Protocol on RafiuRelease and Transfer Registers under the ECE
Protocol on Pollutant Release and Transfer Regigtethe Aarhus Convention could contribute to the
development of relevant climate change statistics.

66. The improvement of climate change data to imfgolicymakers required a joint effort by
environmental agencies and statistical institugewell the research community at national, Eurozeah
global levels.

67. The national statistical offices in the ECEioeghad an important role to play in providing
statistical information for monitoring and analysik climate change. This could be done by making
better use of existing statistics and by identiyitata gaps and the ways to fill them.

68. The Conference on European Statisticians wagsaging work to improve measurement of
activities relevant to climate change in areas tiksport, energy, forestry and housing, jointlighw
other sectoral committees where appropriate. Irtiadgd ECE was planning to explore the degree to
which the national statistical offices were invalvia climate change related work and in compilihg t
GHG inventories. Any future work of the Conferemeauld be done in close cooperation with UNFCCC,
IPCC and other bodies dealing with climate charega.d
