TREATY

BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA AND THE
CABINET OF MINISTERS OF UKRAINE ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD
OF PROTECTION AND SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF THE DNIESTER

RIVER BASIN

The Government of the Republic of Moldova and trebi@et of Ministers of Ukraine,
hereinafter referred to as “the Contracting Pdities

Recognizing the importance of the Dniester Rivel gre natural resources associated with
it for the social and economic development of tiages of the Contracting Parties,

Striving towards rational use and adequate prateaif water and other natural resources
and ecosystems of the Dniester River basin,

Concerned over the status of water and other ratasaurces and ecosystems of the
Dniester River basin and resulting economic, soaral environmental impacts on the
states of the Contracting Parties,

Recognizing in this regard that the environmentabfems of the Dniester River basin are
caused, inter alia, by the alteration of hydrolagicegime, including the effects of
waterworks,

Realizing the necessity of specific actions towaetiuction of pollution in the Dniester
River basin and improvement of the related envirental conditions of the Black Sea,

Considering protection and conservation of the remvnent and sustainable use of natural
resources of the Dniester River basin to be argiatepart of the development process
aimed at meeting the needs of the present ancefgkmerations on an equitable basis,

Taking into consideration the level of intergoveemtal cooperation achieved by the states
of the Contracting Parties in this area,

Guided by the principle of reasonable and equitabl#ization of transboundary
watercourses,

Recognizing the necessity to comply with obligasi@mising from respective international
treaties, in particular, the Convention on the &ton and Use of Transboundary
Watercourses and International Lakes of 17 Mar@d21#hd its Protocols, the Convention
on Environmental Impact Assessment in a Transbayn@antext of 25 February 1991,
the Convention on Wetlands of International Impacta Especially as Waterfowl Habitat
of 2 February 1971 and taking into consideratioa piovisions of the United Nations
Convention on the Law of the Non-Navigational Uséinternational Watercourses of 21
May 1997 as well as the Directive 2000/60/EC of Eheopean Parliament and of the
Council establishing a framework for Community atin the field of water policy of 23

October 2000),

have agreed as follows:



|. General Provisions

Articlel
Objective of the Treaty

1. The objective of the present Treaty is to estabégial and institutional foundations for
cooperation towards achieving rational and envirentally sound use and protection
of water and other natural resources and ecosystétne Dniester River basin in the
interests of population and sustainable developmérihe states of the Contracting
Parties.

2. In particular, the Contracting Parties shall coapein implementation of the following
tasks:

a) development of sustainable water use based on timeigles of rational
utilization and protection of water and other natuesources and ecosystems of
the Dniester River basin;

b) considerable reduction of pollution of the Dnied®&rer basin and the Black Sea,
accordingly;

c) prevention of deterioration and rehabilitation o€ogystems as well as
conservation of biodiversity in the Dniester Ribasin;

d) prevention and mitigation of adverse water impacasised by natural and
anthropogenic factors.

Article 2
Scope of the Treaty

1. The present Treaty shall apply to the Dniester Rbasin, including surface waters and
related groundwaters within the territory of thates of the Contracting Parties.

2. The present Treaty shall apply to uses of waterghef Dniester River basin for
purposes other than navigation and to measuresrateqtion, preservation and
management of water and other natural resources@gystems of the Dniester River
basin related to those uses.

3. The uses of the Dniester River basin for navigasioall not be within the scope of the
present Treaty except insofar as other uses afiagigation or are affected by
navigation.

Article3
Definitions
For the purposes of the present Treaty:

“Dniester River basin” means the part of the drgelasin of the Dniester River located
within the territory of the states of the ContragtParties;

“Drainage basin of the Dniester River’” means theeluaent area of the Dniester River
system representing the body of surface waterselatkd groundwaters;



“Aguatic biological resources” means the totalityy aguatic organisms (hydrobionts)
whose life is constantly or on certain stages ektigpoment impossible without remaining
in water;

“Best available technology” (BAT) and “best envimental practices” (BEP) means the
technology and practices of environmental contsafl@fined according to Annex IV to the
present Treaty;

“Emissions” means any type of discharges and eamssieffluents or releases of
pollutants into water, air or soil;

“Emission controls” means controls requiring a sfieemission limitation, for instance
an emission limit value, or otherwise specifyingits or conditions on the effects, nature
or other characteristics of an emission or opegatonditions which affect emissions;

“Emission limit values” means the mass, expreseddrims of certain specific parameters,
concentration or level of an emission, which may lv® exceeded during any one or more
periods of time;

“Environmental quality standard” means the coneditn of a particular substance or
group of substances in certain components of th@@mment, such as water, sediment or
biota, which should not be exceeded in order téggtdhuman health and the environment;

“Transboundary impact” means any significant adv@fect on the environment resulting
from a change in the conditions of waters of theeBier River basin caused by a human
activity, the physical origin of which is situatedholly or in part within an area under the
jurisdiction of a Contracting Party, within an areader the jurisdiction of another

Contracting Party. Such effects on the environnmeciude effects on human health and
safety, flora, fauna, soil, air, water, climatenhdacape, ecosystems and historical
monuments or other physical structures or the acteon among these factors; they also
include effects on the cultural heritage or soaiatl economic conditions resulting from
alterations of those factors;

“Emergency” means conditions resulting from an denct, natural or other disaster which
have caused or likely to cause loss of humanihfary, damage to human welfare, as well
as significant material losses or significant héorthe environment.

Il. Principles and Areas of Cooperation

Article4
Principles of cooperation

1. The Contracting Parties shall cooperate on thesbakithe universally recognized
principles of international law.

2. The Contracting Parties shaltfer alia, undertake:

a) to utilize water resources of the Dniester Rivesiban an equitable and reasonable
manner with a view to attaining sustainable uttiathereof and benefits therefrom
consistent with adequate protection of waters ef@hiester River basin;



b) to strive to ensure the human right to a decenire@mment and access to clean
drinking water;

c) to apply the precautionary principle, by virtuevafiich where there are threats of
serious or irreversible damage to environment ondiuhealth, lack of full scientific
certainty shall not be used as a reason for postgorost-effective measures to
prevent such degradation;

d) to apply in their national legislation the polluteasys principle, by virtue of which
costs of pollution prevention, control and reductineasures shall be borne by the
polluter;

e) to protect, utilize and manage water and otherrahttesources and ecosystems
based on the integrated approach and in such aenémat the needs of the present
generation are met without compromising the abilifyfuture generations to meet
their own needs.

3. The Contracting Parties shall assume that no ussatér resources of the Dniester
River basin enjoys inherent priority over otherside the event of a conflict between
uses it shall be resolved with reference to alevaht geographic, hydrographic,
hydrologic, climatic, environmental and demograpfaictors together, as well as the
social and economic needs of the states of ther&uimtg Parties, with special regard
being given to the requirements of vital human seaad the needs of ecosystems in
ample water supply.

Article5
Areas of cooperation

In order to achieve the objective of the preseeaiy, the Contracting Parties shall:

a) develop and implement joint and coordinated Dnre&&er basin management
plans, projects and measures for utilization, mtoaa and rehabilitation of water
and other natural resources and ecosystems ofriester River basin;

b) cooperate in scientific research, development adligg principles, standards and
norms, methods of evaluation and classificationwatter quality and pollution
sources, in the development and implementationasfitoring programs, creation of
joint information systems, unified methods and ralibration of laboratory
analysis methods;

c) implement, where appropriate, joint water managenmemd water protection
measures;

d) cooperate in the development and implementatioth@foest water protection and
water preservation technologies, as well as irafff@ication of pollution prevention
practices and increasing effectiveness of wastewaatment installations;

e) cooperate in the protection and reproduction ofaiqubiological resources of the
Dniester River basin, in conservation and restonabf biodiversity, ecosystems,
landscapes and wildlife habitats;



f) engage in regular exchange of hydrologic, hydrocb&im hydrobiologic,
meteorological, environmental and sanitary-hygieshata and information, as well
as respective forecasts;

g) interact in the field of early warning and in prowig assistance in cases of
emergency;,

h) inform the public on the status of water and othaiural resources and ecosystems
of the Dniester River basin, measures taken omgldrno prevent, control or reduce
any transboundary impact, as well as involve thblipun resolving matters to
which the present Treaty relates;

1) encourage cooperation in the use and protectiovatér and other natural resources
and ecosystems of the Dniester River basin betwablic authorities and local self-
governance bodies, institutions, undertakings amdgovernmental organizations;

j) coordinate efforts to involve international orgaatians and third countries in
providing environmental, technical and economigségsce to achieve the objective
of the present Treaty.

Article6
M easures to implement the Treaty provisions

. To implement the present Treaty, the Contractingiézashall adopt national and/or
international Dniester River basin management plattion plans, schemes and
programs aimed at achieving sustainable water ueafrol of water pollution,
prevention of adverse impacts of water, prevendind elimination of consequences of
emergencies, protection of biodiversity, as wellcamservation and rational use of
aquatic biological resources.

. Each Contracting Party in accordance with the natidegislation and international
obligations of its state shall assist administexierritorial units and territorial

communities within its part of the Dniester Rivesisin in implementing measures
foreseen by the Dniester River basin managemenspks well as appropriate action
plans, schemes and programs, referred to in pgriagraf the present Article.

. Provisions of the present Treaty shall not afféet tight of each Contracting Party to
apply within its state territory more stringent meges than those provided for in the
present Treaty.

. In order to achieve the objective of the presemaly, the Contracting Parties shall
establish the Commission on Sustainable Use anted?ian of the Dniester River
basin, hereinafter referred to as “the Commission”.

. Each Contracting Party shall designate a natiormalyp authorized to coordinate
implementation of provisions of the present Treaiin its state territory or under its
jurisdiction and represent it in its relations withe other Contracting Party. The
Contracting Parties shall notify each other by ahphtic channels about the national
bodies authorized to implement provisions of thespnt Treaty.



Article7
Coordinated guidelines and standards

1. The Contracting Parties shall develop and steptéy snplement, where appropriate,
in cooperation with competent international orgatians and bodies, or on the basis of
recognized international standards, coordinatedlejmes and, as the case may be,
standards and criteria for protection, use and gemant of water and other natural
resources and ecosystems of the Dniester Riven.basi

2. The Contracting Parties shall establish and pesalyi revise coordinated environment
guality standards of the Dniester River basin, afl as plans of measures aimed at
prevention, control, reduction or elimination, e tase may be, of water pollution.

Article8
Prevention and control of water pollution

1. In order to achieve and maintain good status otwahd other natural resources and
ecosystems of the Dniester River basin and to ptet@nsboundary impact the
Contracting Parties shall:

a) individually and, where appropriate, jointly, takeeasures to prevent, control,
reduce or eliminate pollution of waters of the B¢z River basin;

b) refrain from actions likely to cause deterioratimhhydrologic and hydrochemical
regime, as well as hydrobiological status of watdrthe Dniester River basin and
the status of related ecosystems;

c) take measures to prevent or mitigate adverse wafgacts, including floods, flash
floods, ice conditions, siltation, erosion, as veslwater-related disease.

2. The Contracting Parties shall enter into conswleti with a view to coordinate
mutually agreeable measures and methods of prewentontrol, reduction and
elimination of pollution, such as:

a) adoption of water quality objectives and criteria;

b) identification of means and methods to addressupoil from point and diffuse
sources;

c) establishment of lists of substances the introdactf which into waters of the
Dniester River basin shall be prohibited, contali@vestigated or monitored.

3. The Contracting Parties shall take measures wiglarte to activities and pollutants
listed in Annex | to the present Treaty by meansao$tep-by-step development,
adoption and implementation of:

a) measures to control emissions, including introducof limit values for emissions
and environmental quality standards, establishrokptior licensing procedures for
emissions and management methods based on fatfrated in Annex | to the
present Treaty;

b) coordinated plans for achieving emission limit sy management methods and
measures.



. The Contracting Parties shall utilize or facilitat#lization and exchange of BAT and
BEP, including environmentally cleaner productidiaking into account social,
economic, and technological conditions and critésged in Annex IV to the present
Treaty.

. Emissions from point sources shall require pricetising and shall be regulated by
competent national authorities of the ContractiagiiEs taking into account provisions
of Annex lll to the present Treaty and relevantisieas and recommendations of the
Commission.

. Pollution control from diffuse sources, primarilpin agriculture and forestry, shall be
based on BEP taking into account provisions of AnHeto the present Treaty and
relevant decisions and recommendations of the Cemam.

Article9
Distribution of water resour ces

. Distribution of water resources of the Dniester dRibasin between the Contracting
Parties, where appropriate, shall be subject tcatireement between the Contracting
Parties under the Commission.

. The Contracting Parties shall ensure complianch vagime and conditions of water
distribution, with priority regard being given ta@aogical flow releases to meet the
requirements of ecosystem needs. The volume andgiof such releases shall be
agreed upon by the Contracting Parties under tmen@ssion.

Article 10
Water flow regulation

. The Contracting Parties shall cooperate in requdatvater flow in the Dniester River
basin and in implementing activities aimed at digant alteration, variation or other
management of the water flow of the Dniester Risin waters which are
transboundary in nature.

. The Contracting Parties shall participate on a mlytbeneficial basis in construction
and maintenance of installations required to reguhaater flow, which they may agree
to build.

Article11
Installations

. The Contracting Parties shall, within their respeciparts of Dniester River basin,
ensure protection and maintenance in appropriatenteal conditions of hydraulic,
water protection and flood control facilities artier installations.

. The Contracting Parties shall, at the request gf @nthem, enter into consultations
regarding:

a) safe operation and maintenance of facilities arerotnstallations related to the
Dniester River basin;

b) protection of facilities and other installation®rr intentional or negligent acts or
natural forces.

Article 12
Conservation and use of aquatic biological resources

The Contracting Parties shall develop, coordinatel amplement measures on
inventory, rational use, conservation and repradoatf aquatic biological resources of
the Dniester River basin in accordance with prowvisiof Annex V to the present
Treaty.

The Contracting Parties shall take every measur@réwent introduction of alien
species in the Dniester River basin likely to cads&imental effects on the ecosystem
of the Dniester River basin.

The Contracting Parties shall take measures toiredie artificial obstacles to natural
fish migration, mitigate adverse impact of housdhattivity on water and wetland
ecosystems.

Article 13
Protected areas

The Contracting Parties shall individually or, weappropriate, jointly establish a
network of protected natural areas within the DigieRiver basin, as well as maintain a
register of such areas.

The Contracting Parties shall designate areas wtoahply with criteria applicable to
wetlands of international importance, maintain giser of such areas and ensure their
protection and sustainable use, including on essbaundary basis.

Each Contracting Party shall implement within i@rtpof the Dniester River basin,
including in the framework of joint programs, sgecimeasures to improve the status
of the catchment area, including:

a) expansion of the area and quality of forest plaonatand protected areas;

b) implementation of erosion control measures;

c) establishment and enforcement of the utilizatiapme of water protection zones;

d) conservation of natural landscapes and ecosystems.

The Contracting Parties shall take every measupotect migratory species of birds

and mammals related to the Dniester River basiplement measures to develop and
establish elements of the pan-European ecologetalark in the Dniester River basin.



Article 14
Protection and conservation of the marine environment of the Black Sea

The Contracting Parties shall, where appropriatecaoperation with other states and
competent international organizations and bodiegividually or jointly take measures
required for protection and conservation of theineenvironment of the Black Sea from
pollution, taking into account applicable interoathl norms and standards.

Article 15
Emer gencies

1. The Contracting Parties shall cooperate in preganand elimination of effects of
emergencies, including by way of setting up earymng systems and implementation
of joint measures.

2. In the event of an emergency, likely to cause tvanadary impact, or a threat thereof,
the Contracting Parties shall:

a) notify each other without delay;

b) cooperate, where appropriate, in its prompt ansigsd development forecasts;

c) upon request of any Contracting Party concernedigeopracticable assistance in
prevention, mitigation and elimination of effecfssach an emergency.

Article 16
Monitoring and environmental performancereview

1. In order to obtain regular information on the ssatf the Dniester River basin, the
Contracting Parties shall carry out monitoring oordinated programs. The monitoring
data shall be made freely accessible to the CdmtgaParties, which shall exchange it
according to the coordinated procedure.

2. The Contracting Parties shall, at regular intervakrry out individual and, where
appropriate, joint assessments of the conditiorvgadér and other natural resources and
ecosystems of the Dniester River basin, as wethasffectiveness of measures taken
for the prevention, control and reduction of tramstdary impact. The results of these
assessments shall be made available to the paldi¢imely manner.

3. Each Contracting Party shall, on the basis of recip/, ensure access of specially
authorized persons to the coordinated joint watermsing stations.

Article 17
Environmental impact assessment in a transboundary context

The Contracting Parties shall carry out environmenimpact assessment in a

transboundary context on the grounds of and inrderce with the procedure established
by provisions of the Convention on Environmentapéot Assessment in a Transboundary
Context of 25 February 1991 (Espoo Convention).



Article 18
Exchange of data and infor mation

1. The Contracting Parties shall, on a regular basishange and provide the Commission
with the reasonably available data and informatoon the status of waters of the
Dniester River basin, in particular data and infation of hydrological, hydrochemical,
hydrobiological, meteorological, ecological and isay-hygienic nature, as well as
related forecasts.

2. If a Contracting Party is requested by the othentamting Party to provide data or
information that is not reasonably available, teenfer shall make every effort to
comply with the request but may condition its cammpte upon the payment, by the
requesting Contracting Party, of reasonable charfyes collecting and, where
appropriate, processing such data or information.

Article 19
Scientific and technical cooper ation

The Contracting Parties shall cooperate, includimg way of development and
implementation of joint scientific research progsa@nd projects involving specialists
from the states of both Contracting Parties anero#ixperts, exchange of experience and
technologies, regular exchange of scientific archnecal information and publications,
provision of information on the legislative and ethnormative acts, as well as other
measures in the field of management of water ahdratatural resources and ecosystems
of the Dniester River basin.

Article 20
Interregional transboundary cooperation

The Contracting Parties, in accordance with intgonal obligations of their states, shall
facilitate cooperation between bordering administeaterritorial units within the Dniester
River basin, including by way of establishing tdamsndary institutions of such
cooperation and establishing partnerships betweem tand similar institutions in other
transboundary river basins.

Article21
Public participation

1. Each Contracting Party shall, in accordance with nlational legislation of its state,
ensure public access to information on the statttiseoDniester River basin and public
participation in decision-making related to proi@ctand sustainable development of
the Dniester basin, as well as to projects likehave significant impact on the status
of water and other natural resources and ecosystguth access includes informing
the public and providing information on its request

2. Public participation in decision-making related farotection and sustainable
development of the Dniester River basin shall imipfgprming the public concerned in



an adequate, timely and effective manner of thegsed activity at the earliest stage of
the decision-making procedure, providing opporiesit to submit comments,
information, analysis or opinions on the proposetivily and ensuring due account of
the outcome of public participation in the relevdatision-making process.

3. The Contracting Parties shall facilitate public tggpation in activities related to
implementation of the present Treaty, includingwtoes of the Commission.

Article 22
Liability and compensation for damage

1. The Contracting Parties shall be responsible fondgéaith compliance with their
obligations under the present Treaty.

2. Each Contracting Party shall, in utilizing waterdaother natural resources and
ecosystems of the Dniester River basin on thetoeyrof its state, take all appropriate
measures to prevent the causing of harm to the statnother Contracting Party.

3. Where harm is caused to the state of a Contra&anty, the state of the Contracting
Party whose use causes such harm shall, in the@bsé agreement to such use, take
all appropriate measures, in consultation withdfiected Contracting Party and on the
basis of coordinated procedures for assessing desnag eliminate or mitigate such
harm and, where appropriate, to discuss the qurestioompensation.

Article 23
Non-discrimination

1. Where natural or juridical persons of the stateadfontracting Party have suffered
transboundary harm as a result of activities rdlapeutilizing water and other natural
resources and ecosystems of the Dniester Riven lasihe territory of the state of
another Contracting Party, the Contracting Pagfes| not discriminate on the basis of
nationality or residence or place where the inpegurred, in granting to such persons,
in accordance with their state national legislat@ccess to judicial or other procedures,
or a right to claim compensation or other reliefrespect of harm caused by such
activities carried on in its state territory.

2. Procedures and amount of compensation to naturalrilical persons for the harm
caused by transboundary impact under paragraph theofpresent article, shall be
established in accordance with applicable legmhatf the states of the Contracting
Parties.

Article 24
Financing

The Contracting Parties, taking into account tresonomic capacities, shall provide
financial resources required for the developmertk ianplementation of plans, programs,



and measures aimed at achieving the objective efptiesent Treaty. To that effect, the

Contracting Parties shall:

a) allocate, in accordance with their capacities,rivgéfinancial resources;

b) strive to attract resources from bilateral and fatéiral sources and financial vehicles,
including grants and loans;

c) use innovative methods and incentives for attrgctand channelling resources,
including those from funds, non-governmental ariftepbrganizations, as well as seek
additional funds or other forms of assistance.

Article 25
Settlement of collisonsand disputes

1. Collisions or disputes arising from the use andqmtion of water and other natural
resources and ecosystems of the Dniester Riven lmagy be brought by any of the
Contracting Parties before the Commission whichll skaudy relevant facts and
circumstances and seek a settlement. The Commiskalhsubmit to the Contracting
Parties its findings and recommendations.

2. The disputes not resolved under the Commission e ag those concerning the
interpretation of the present Treaty shall be esettby negotiation between the
Contracting Parties.

[11. Organizational M echanism

Article 26
Commission

1. The Commission, referred to in article 6 of theserdg Treaty, shall be a body of the
interstate cooperation of the Contracting Partreshe area of protection, sustainable
use and development of the Dniester River basin.

2. The Commission shall be chaired by two co-chaigessappointed by the Contracting
Parties and having equal powers. The ContractimgeBahall, within two months from
the date of entry into force of the present Treaiytify each other by diplomatic
channels of the appointment of co-chairpersons®fQommission and the composition
of their respective national parts of the Commissio

3. The Commission shall consist of representativescaipetent central executive
authorities of the Contracting Parties. Represemistof regional authorities, scientific
institutions and organizations, as well as relevamt-governmental organizations may
be included in the Commission.

4. The Plenipotentiaries of the Contracting Partiesifiaqplementation of the Agreement
between the Government of the Republic of Moldond the Government of Ukraine
on Joint Use and Protection of Frontier Waters ®fNbvember 1994 shall, by their
positions, be the first deputy co-chairpersonshef Commission and in the absence of
the latter perform their functions.



5. The Commission shall be assisted in its functionthke standing Secretariat, composed
of citizens of the states of both Contracting RartiThe structure, functions and
procedures of the Secretariat shall be establisiggde Commission.

6. The Commission shall establish working bodies aniistethe services of experts.
7. The Commission shall adopt its rules of procedagrilating its operation.

8. The Commission shall meet at least once a year fildtemeeting of the Commission
shall be held within six months after the ContragtParties notify each other of the
appointment of co-chairpersons. If the need begxdraordinary meeting shall be held
on request of any Contracting Party in the locatletermined by the co-chairpersons.

9. Meetings of the Commission, its working bodies anrgerts shall be held by turns on
the territory of the states of the Contracting ieartThe co-chairperson representing the
Contracting Party on whose state territory the mgeis held shall preside over the
meeting of the Commission.

10.The organizational expenses for meetings of the r@ission or its working bodies
shall be borne by the hosting Contracting Partypdfses related to participation of
representatives of each Contracting Party in thetimgs of the Commission or its
working bodies shall be borne by the respectivet@ating Party.

11.The working language of the Commission shall beskuns
12 Decisions of the Commission and its working bodiesll be adopted by consensus.

13.The Commission shall, within its competence, adigtisions and recommendations
which shall be to the utmost taken into accountdoynpetent authorities of the
Contracting Parties in making decisions on mattekghich the present Treaty relates.

14The Contracting Parties shall notify the Commisstbrough competent authorities
about measures taken to implement decisions ofGbemission, as well as any
activities affecting or likely to affect the stataswater and other natural resources and
ecosystems of the Dniester River basin.

Article 27
Competence of the Commission

In order to achieve the objective of the preseeaiy, the Commission shall:

a) review the effectiveness of measures taken on diemal and interstate level and the
appropriateness of additional measures, including rfheans of developing
recommendations and regulations;

b) organize the development of joint and/or coordidateanagement plans for the
Dniester River basin, action plans, schemes, pmogrand projects for the use,
restoration and protection of water and other @tresources and ecosystems of the
Dniester River basin, including measures to raisel$ needed to implement planned
activities;



c) establish principles for the distribution of watesources of the Dniester River basin
between the Contracting Parties;

d) facilitate scientific and technical cooperationcleange of information and experience
between the Contracting Parties;

DIFFUSE POLLUTION SOURCESFROM AGRICULTURE AND FORESTRY

1. “Diffuse pollution sources from agriculture” meatine dispersed pollution sources
related to crop and livestock farming, with the eption of intensive livestock
farming operations, which, on the contrary, belamgoint pollution sources.

2. “Diffuse pollution sources from forestry” means thespersed pollution sources
related to forestry.

3. “Best management practices” means achievable ambaucally feasible structural
and non-structural measures developed for the pagof prevention, reduction or
control of pollutant flows.

B. Plans for prevention, reduction, and control of diffuse pollution from agriculture
and forestry

Each Contracting Party shall, within three yeartgrathe present Treaty enters into
force, develop policy principles and plans, andllskatablish legal and economic

mechanisms for prevention, control and reductiorwater pollution in the Dniester

River basin from diffuse sources from agricultunel dorestry. Such policy principles,

plans and mechanisms shatiter alia, include the diffuse pollution sources containing
biogenic elements (nitrogen and phosphorus), pdstc sedimentary deposits, and
pathogens.

The plans shall, among others, contain the follgvalements:

1. Evaluation and analysis of diffuse pollution sogrdeom agriculture and forestry
which are likely to cause adverse effect on theustaf waters of the Dniester River
basin, including:

a) evaluation of stress levels which are likely to smwdverse effect on water
environment of the Dniester River basin;

b) identification of collateral environmental impactdapotential risks for human
health;

c) evaluation of the existing administrative systemnadnagement of diffuse
pollution sources from agriculture and forestry;

d) evaluation of available best management practioddlzeir effectiveness;

e) implementation of monitoring programs.

2. Political, legislative and economic measures, idiclg:

a) adequacy evaluation and analysis of plans, stedegnd legal mechanisms
used for the management of diffuse pollution sosirfrem agriculture and
forestry, and for the development of implementatmans to effect changes
required to achieve the best management pracaoes;



b) the development and promotion of economic and rmm@wic stimulation
programs to widen the application of the best manmamt practices for
prevention, control and reduction of water pollatif the Dniester River basin
from diffuse sources from agriculture and forestry.

C. Reporting

The Contracting Parties shall prepare and exchasgarts on their plans for prevention,
reduction, and control of diffuse source pollutfoom agriculture and forestry.

Annex IV

BEST AVAILABLE TECHNOLOGY AND BEST ENVIRONMENTAL
PRACTICES

Pursuant to respective provisions of the presee@afyr the Contracting Parties shall
employ the best available technology (BAT) andlibst environmental practices (BEP) or
promote implementation thereof.

A. Best available technology

1. The term “best available technology” means thestadgage of development (state of
the art) of processes, facilities or methods ofrajp@n which indicate the practical
suitability of a particular measure for limiting esions and waste. “Technology”
includes both the technology usedr se as well as the means and methods of
designing, constructing, maintaining, operating disthantling of an installation.

2. In utilizing the best available technology emphasiall be made on the use of non-
waste technology, if available.

3. In determining whether a set of processes, faslitand methods of operation
constitute the best available technology in generalindividual cases, special
consideration shall be given to:

a) comparable processes, facilities or methods of atjper which have recently
been successfully tried out;

b) technological advances and changes in scientibeviedge and understanding;

c) the economic feasibility of such technology;

d) time limits for installation in both new and exrsdi plants;

e) the nature and volume of the discharges and emssioncerned; as well as

f) the precautionary principle.

4. What is “best available technology” for a partieyt@ocess will change with time in
the light of technological advances, economic amtlas factors, as well as in the
light of changes in scientific knowledge and unterding.

5. If the reduction of discharges resulting from thse of the best available technology
does not lead to environmentally acceptable resadiditional measures have to be
applied.

B. Best environmental practices

1. The term “best environmental practices” means tpplieation of the most
appropriate combination of environmental controbswees and strategies.

2. In selecting for individual cases, at least théofwing graduated range of measures
should be considered:



a) provision of information and education to the pabdind to users about the
environmental consequences of the choice of péatiactivities and products,
their use and ultimate disposal;

b) the development and application of codes of goodremment practice which
cover all aspects of the product's life;

c) mandatory application of labels informing user&on¥ironmental risks related to
a product, its use and ultimate disposal;

d) saving resources, including energy;

e) collection and disposal systems available to tHaigu

f) avoiding the use of hazardous substances or pmdantd avoiding the
accumulation of hazardous waste;

g) recycling, recovery and re-use;

h) application of economic instruments to activitigsgducts or groups of products;

1) a system of licensing, which involves a range efrretions or a ban.

. In determining what combination of measures camstitbest environmental
practices, in general or in individual cases, patéir consideration should be given
to:

a) the environmental hazard of the product and itslpcaon, the product’s use and
ultimate disposal;

b) substitution by less polluting processes or sulosisn

c) scale of use;

d) potential environmental benefit or penalty of subst materials or activities;

e) advances and changes in scientific knowledge addratanding;

f) time limits for implementation;

g) social and economic implications; as well as

h) the precautionary principle.

. It follows that “best environmental practices” farparticular source will change
with time in the light of technological advancespeomic and social factors, as well
as in the light of changes in scientific knowledge understanding.

. If the reduction of inputs resulting from the ugéest environmental practices does
not lead to environmentally acceptable results,itaohdl measures have to be
applied and best environmental practices recoreider

OF FISHING IN THE DNIESTER RIVER BASIN

. arranging and holding joint seminars and sdiergvents;
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10. exchange of experience in the field of govemtiadecontrol over fishing by means of
internships of state inspectors of border teratofishing control departments in the
frontier areas;

f) recommend, if necessary, the commencement amnatidi shifting of the ban on
fishing;

g) prepare proposals for implementation of fishebiieg and ameliorative measures on
restoration, maintenance and protection of nagpalvning grounds, including clearing of
floodplain lakes and streams, removal of dams oodflplains, unused for agricultural
floodplains, as well as artificial reproduction wéluable fish species (in particular,
sturgeons);

h) make proposals to ensure that the regime of@emviental releases from reservoirs of
the Dniester River basin is optimal for aquatiddygical resources;

i)  carry out other functions assigned to it by @@mmission.

2. The Joint Working Group meets at least onceaat gad additionally in cases where
the Contracting Parties, by mutual consent, condideecessary. Meetings of the Joint
Working Group shall, as a rule, be held alternatty the national territory of each
Contracting Party.

3. Modus operandi of the Joint Working Group shallestablished by agreement with
the Commission.

4. Each Contracting Party shall bear the costsadigypation of its representatives in the
meetings of the Joint Working Group, unless thega@therwise.

E. Peculiarities of regulation of fishing in the Dniester River basin

1. Fishing in the Dniester River basin shall beriedr out in accordance with
requirements of the present Annex.

2. Given the specificity of the formation and exf@dton of fish stocks in various

isolated by waterworks areas of the Dniester Ritlex, Contracting Parties may develop
and implement separate fishing Regulations, cadiswith the requirements of the
present Annex, for the following sections of theeriwithin their jurisdiction:



- Upper Dniester - from its source to the dams oieBter HPP and HPP-2;
- Middle Dniester - from the dam of HPP-2 to thendaf Dubosari HPP;

- Lower Dniester - from the tail-water of Dubos&PP to the mouth of the Dniester
estuary.

F. Periods and areas prohibited for fishing

1. Fishing for fish and other aquatic biologicadoerces (except for specialized herring
fishing) in waters of the Dniester River basin sbhal prohibited annually from April 1 to
July 15 for a period of not less than 60 conseeutliays.

2. Commencement of the spawning ban and its durdbo certain segments of the
Dniester River shall be established by relevantigrons of the national legislation of the
states of the Contracting Parties and, where apiptep by agreement between them. On
the Dniester estuary the ban period may be extetodéaly 31.

3. Specialized herring fishing shall be permitteahf April 1 to June 5. During the mass
spawning of herring, the phased ban on fishingl sleaéstablished in the areas:

- from the mouth of the Dniester estuary to th&age of Palanca (28 km mark) and via the
Turunchiuc arm to the border of Odessa region afdeast 5 days;

- from the village of Palanca (28 km mark) to thendof Dubosari HPP and via the
Turunchiuc arm from the border of Odessa regiotnéovillage of Chobruchi — for at least
10 days.

4. Permanent and temporary areas prohibited fdrinfs for fish and other aquatic
biological resources, including those within theiteries and objects of the nature reserve
fund, shall be established by relevant requiremehtbe national legislation of the states
of the Contracting Parties.

5. The Contracting Parties, following the recomnagimhs of the Joint Working Group
and based on the results of scientific researcly, shdt the ban periods, as well as areas
prohibited for fishing in the waters of the DnigsRiver, falling within the scope of the
present Annex.

G. Protection of fish resources

1. The Contracting Parties, following the recomnagimhs of the Joint Working Group,
may establish permanent and temporary zones ofadg@otection regime marked with
distinctive signs.

2. Permanent and temporary ban zones with spesiarf conservation regime can be
established to protect:

a) spawning areas, producers of fish, caviar abhg Gahes in areas of development and
feeding;

b) species diversity of fish and other aquatic dmatal resources in the most valuable
parts of aquatic ecosystems;



Cc) wintering areas, permanent and temporary acaironl of fish and other aquatic
biological resources.

a) displace, damage or destroy signs marking bsmlethe areas with special protection
regime;

b) harvest reed, cane, bulrush and other aquadictplwithout consent of competent
public authorities of the states of the Contractagties;

c) bar by any constructions and fishing gear pahallow channels, deltas, arms, canals
connecting rivers and channels with wetland systedplain lakes, swamps and flooded
floodplain water bodies if this impedes free fisigration;

d) fish for migrating fish during spawning in flogldin water bodies (and from them);

e) deliberately change water discharge, if this aegérs fish and other aquatic
biological resources;

f)  destroy or impair the state of hydraulic facd# (dams, bridges, canals) (except for
taking measures to restore natural spawning) agdtatd slopes and banks along water
bodies, as well as to violate the economic acéigitegime of water protection zones;

g) extract sand and gravel from the Dniester Rwinout consent of competent public
authorities of the states of the Contracting Psirtie

h) undertake dredging and other types of constngctrepairing and maintenance
activities in water bodies, affecting the integmtfyexisting ecosystems without consent of
competent public authorities of the states of tbat@cting Parties.

H. Activitiesfor reproduction of aquatic biological resour ces

1. The Contracting Parties, following the recomnagimhs of the Joint Working Group,
shall take measures to implement programs on edgiarof populations of valuable or
threatened species of fish and other aquatic bicdbgesources.

2. If necessary, the Contracting Parties may tagasures to impose joint restrictions on
fishing for certain species of fish and to increasenmercial stocks of valuable fish
species through artificial reproduction.

|. Sport fishing and recreational fishing

Sport fishing and recreational fishing for fish awitier aquatic biological resources shall
be carried out in accordance with requirementshefrtational legislation of the states of
the Contracting Parties.



J. Prohibited fishing gear and methods
1. Prohibited fishing gear and methods:
a) it shall be prohibited to fish and capture othguatic biological resources:

- using explosives and toxic substances, electiceat, thrust objects, firearms and
airguns (except for spear guns for underwater hgnimn specially designated areas for
spearfishing), non-industrial fishing gear made neft-tackle materials (net-traps), by
harpooning and rut;

- by constructing dams, traps, guards, except wbhesseen by relevant requirements of
the national legislation of the states of the Cacting Parties;

b) when fishing and capturing other aquatic biatagjresources it shall be prohibited to
use nets of filaments (fishing line), except foogkl intended for commercial fishing, as
well as fishing gears with a mesh size below the sreseen by relevant requirements of
the national legislation of the states of the Caxting Parties;

c) it shall be prohibited to occupy with fishingageand other constructions for capturing
fish and other aquatic biological resources moaa t?/3 of the width of the river stream,
spring, path, shallow channel, delta, as well asetonets from opposite banks “into the
lock”;

d) it shall be prohibited to place shutter fishgear in a checkerboard pattern;

e) it shall be prohibited to use commercial fishipgars made of netting and other
materials of all types and names without permitioguments;

2. National legislation of the states of the Caortireg Parties may also provide for other
restrictions and bans on fishing gear and methods.

Commercial fish size shall be determined by meagute distance between the snout and
the base of the caudal fin, the commercial sizeraWfish — by the distance between the
middle of the eye to the tail end.

2. If relevant requirements of the national ledisla of the states of the Contracting

Parties provide for more stringent requirementsti@ minimum size of fish and other

aquatic biological resources than those specifiedaragraph 1, the requirements of the
national legislation shall apply.

3. lItis prohibited to fish for commercial and reational purposes for the sturgeon and
other fish species included into the Red Book$iefRepublic of Moldova and Ukraine, as
well as species of aquatic biological resourceschivhave special conservation status on
the territory of the states of the Contracting ieartCaptured fishes of these species should
be released into the water alive or dormant. Ie acddishing or loss of these fish species,
the perpetrators (natural and legal persons) dielheld liable in accordance with the
national legislation of the states of the Contragfarties.

4. It shall be prohibited to sell, process and estbsh and other aquatic biological
resources, whose commercial size is less thanfeggem paragraph 1.

5. The maximum permissible capture of species ofecmmmercial size in commercial
fishing and permissible mesh size in fishing gaasammercial fishing shall be established
by relevant requirements of the national legistanbthe states of the Contracting Parties.

L. Fishingin the control and resear ch purposes

Fishing and capturing other aquatic biological mses in the control and research
purposes can be carried out at any time of the yeauding the period of the ban, in any
place, using any method and gear, both in the dag- night time, pursuant to permits
issued by competent authorities of the stateseoCthntracting Parties.
