JOINT STATEMENT
IN SUPPORT OF THE EFFORTS ON REFORESTATION AND AFFORESTATION
IN THE ARAL SEA BASIN

One of the gravest global environmental disasters of modern times facing the
countries of Central Asia and their population of some 60 million is the tragedy of the
Aral Sea, which is on the verge of extinction.

The new sand desert "Aralkum" has appeared on the seabed and with the area
of more than 5.5 million hectares it is gradually extending to the entire Aral Sea
region, poisoning the atmosphere each year with about 100 million tons of dust and
toxic salts transported by sand storms and hurricanes. Dissemination of a large
amount of salt and dust from the bottom of a dried-up sea effect detrimental on the
health of the Aral Sea region population, becoming the reason for the expansion of a
number of diseases.

Unfortunately, today it became apparent that to restore the Aral Sea fully is no
longer possible. Currently, the most important task is to reduce the negative impact
of the Aral crisis on the environment and livelihood of millions of people living in the
Aral Sea region, including through the implementation of specific projects.

One of the main directions of improving the environmental situation in Aral Sea
region is to carry out afforestation of the dried bottom of the Aral Sea.

The regional project "Reforestation and afforestation in the Aral Sea Basin"
proposed for implementation in the Aral Sea region is part of the third Aral Sea Basin
Programme (ASBP-3).

The project aims at improving the environmental situation, prevention of salt
and dust transfer, consolidation of moving sand dunes, reducing wind erosion, which
will lead to the improvement of health, restoration of flora and fauna.

Taking this opportunity, we ask international organizations and donors to assist
in the implementation of this project and thus make a contribution to the elimination
of the consequences of environmental disaster associated with the Aral Sea drying.

We are convinced that joint concerted efforts will enable solving the
environmental problems of the region and, ultimately, lead to an improvement in the
living conditions of millions of people in the Aral Sea region.
