- The Youth programme of the OSCE Office in Yerevan supports participation in 

democratic processes by young people, encouraging them to be active citizens in line 

with OSCE principles and commitments. To achieve these goals, the Office has been 

co-operating with existing structures for youth governance, including regional youth 

centres, university student councils and non-formal student groups. 

 

- In order to nurture civic participation among young people, the OSCE supports 

activities at youth centres across Armenia.  After signing a Memorandum of 

Understanding with the Ministry of Sport and Youth Affairs in 2008, the Office opened 

“OSCE corners” in ten locations throughout Armenia; these corners provided up-to-date 

information on issues of comprehensive security, rule of law, human rights and 

democratization. Thereafter, in 2009, the Office financed 26 small projects at these 
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regional youth centres. In general, these projects promoted civic activism concerning 

specific problems faced by young people in their respective regions. During 2010, the 

Office focused on building the capacity of staff and volunteers at the centres. Based on 

needs assessments and tailored trainings, the regional youth centres both devised and 

embarked upon long-term development strategies. In accordance with other 

governmental reforms, currently Armenia’s regional youth centres are retrenching and 

redefining their activities. 

 

- In June 2008, the OSCE Office facilitated a visit by the European Students’ Union to 

Armenia. The purpose of this visit was to conduct an assessment of Armenian student 

movements. The European Students’ Union report provides an overview of student 

democracy in Armenia and makes recommendations on how to develop a 

representative, democratic and independent student movement in the country. Based on 

this report, the Office initiated activities to promote the development of Armenia’s 

student movement and strengthen ties between Armenian and European student 

representatives. 

 

- In October 2009, within a project on “Promoting Transparency and Integrity in the 

Universities of Armenia”, Serbian experts trained a group of students from Yerevan and 

Gyumri on conducting anti-corruption campaigns in higher education institutions. In 

November, the group visited Albania and Serbia in order to learn from the European 

experience of promoting students’ rights. In 2010, the group conducted research on the 

perception of corruption in higher education among students. In 2011, the survey 

findings were presented and discussed with the student communities in Yerevan and 

Gyumri; thereafter an anti-corruption campaign was initiated under the slogan “Buying 

your education you sell your future”. 

 

- Within the framework of the Memorandum of Understanding with the Ministry of 

Education and Science, a seminar on the implementation of anti-corruption action plans 

was organized in October 2011 for the top managers of the universities. Experts from 

Malta and Serbia discussed the modalities of the Bologna process and the standards of 

the European Higher Education Area, internal quality assurance and transparency, 

student participation, and designing and implementing assessments. Follow-up events 

will be organized in 2012 to further promote transparency and integrity in the higher 

education system of Armenia.

In November, 2010, the RoA Government issued the “2010-2020 sustainable development strategy for rural areas and agriculture in the 

RoA”, and the “Action Plan to ensure implementation of the 2010-2020 sustainable development strategy for rural areas and agriculture in 

the RoA”, which is a guiding document related to the main directions of the agriculture development policy for the upcoming decade. 

Ensuring the economic growth in the sphere of agriculture is one of the main directions of reducing rural poverty. Hence, the policy aimed 

at the solution of challenges outlined in the strategy directly relates to the agriculture development, which, in its turn, indirectly impacts the 

mitigation of the rural populations’ outflow from the villages. After the economic recession of 2009-2010 in the sphere of agriculture, due to 

the national policy applied and other factors, in 2011 a 14.1 % growth was observed in agriculture and the trend has also been visible in 

2012: according to the RoA National Statistical Service data, during January-August of 2012 the gross production increase as compared 

with the same period of the previous year grew by 10.8 %. These positive trends indirectly counter the expansion of urbanization.

Out of approximately AMD 35.5 billion spent in 2007-2011 for the drinking water system improvement about 33 billion were allotted 

to the marzes. Within the same period the AMD 66 billion spent on irrigation systems were in fact wholly invested in the marzes to 

promote the growth of agriculture productivity.  The 1577 km roads built in 2007-2011 have much importance for the community 

development. In the energy system 456 million US dollars were invested for the construction of Hrazdan TPP’s 5
th 

power block in 

Kotayk Marz. The majority of substations, the small HPPs and the majority of the electroenergy communication lines are found 

beyond Yerevan. 

Today the phone communications and the Internet have become quite important in the population’s everyday life. If a few years ago 

fibre optic Internet could only be found in 4 towns of the Republic, today already 30 towns can fully avail of this possibility, i.e.  The 

high speed Internet is satisfactorily represented in marzes as well. The greatest part of the Republic’s territory is covered by 3G 

connection; 2G covers practically the entire territory of the country. Resulting from the work carried out mobile connections in the 

marzes improved and expanded every year.  

Considering the signals received from marzes, steps are taken towards simplifying the process of electric grids by individuals, and 

SMEs. The maximal timeframes for switching the consumer systems to the electric grid as stipulated in the power supply and 

consumption regulations, and those for signing agreements have been shortened, also reduced are the number of switch operations (2 

at present), and the payments for switching.  

If formerly AMD 220 thousand  and 90 days were needed for starting a small business in a marz and ensuring its connection to the 

grid, today only  53 thousand and, depending on the connection line availability – 30-9- days will be needed for the same.

For the purpose of the rebuilding the earthquake-stricken zone and  solving the dwelling issues, the RoA Government has implemented a 

project on certificates of apartment procurement, under which about AMD 350 million were invested, and 61 families left homeless after 

the earthquake were provided with apartments. The construction activities started off quite actively in 2009 and with huge investments 

amounting to approximately 49.5 billion drams, apartments were built and made available to 1566 families in 2009-2010. About 26 

billion drams’ construction activities were carried out in 2011, as a result of which 3223 families were provided with apartments. In other 

words, in 2007-2011 the Government provided apartments to ca. 5332 families left homeless after the earthquake through an allocation of 

78.8 billion drams. The project has a continuous format and envisages to finally solve the issue of the families that lost their homes in the 

earthquake in 2012, by providing some 1720 apartments more.

Basing on clear-cut criteria, the Government identified the poorest 225 communities (mainly – bordering regions’ and high mountain 

communities). These communities were specifically focused on; as a result, privileges were provided to them through various projects. As 

the main type of activity in these communities is agriculture, the Government included in the agricultural programs outlined in the real 

sector the idea of defining additional privileges for the above communities. Thus, 

 Whereas in the remaining communities the farming loans are available at an interest rate of 10 percent, the targeted poor 

communities are offered loans with an 8 percent interest rate, 

 The barley seed cultivation and seed growing projects have been implemented by the Government with the purpose of 

distributing seeds to the beneficiaries of these 225 communities only. The local biofertilizers development project was 

implemented only in the above 225 communities.

- Proceeding from the urgent need for the socioeconomic and tourism development in the communities, an interconnected 

solution for the engineering and transportation infrastructures and environmental problems, protection of national, historic and 

cultural, urban development, landscaping and natural surrounding values, the RoA Government back in 2008 decided to specify 

objects of urban planning special regulation in Yerevan, Gyumri, Vanadzor, Dilijan, Jermuk, Etchmiadzin, Ashtarak, Goris, 

Tatev, Halidzor communities and in tourism centers as defined by the Government. This was aimed at carrying out urban 

development activities in these territories in a special way, with specific approaches in each case and thus producing impact on 

the general development of these towns. In line with this idea ropeways were built in Jermuk and Sevan towns, the Central 

Bank’s branch is under construction in Dilijan, etc. Here belong also the conceptual objectives of Jermuk town’s development 

project approved by the Government in 2008 and currently underway. The project envisages to turn the town of Jermuk in the 

upcoming years into a tourist attraction center corresponding to the international standards and operating round the year, 

boosting its development towards a health resort and winter tourism area, a location hosting international chess competitions, a 

Pan-Armenian, and international camping area for children, adolescents and the youth, a cultural tourism area. As a result of the 

RoA Government’s legislative amendment initiative, starting from 2013 casinos or lottery games can only be organized within 

the administrative boundaries of Jermuk, Dilijan and Sevan. 

- The Government has implemented  several cultural projects in the marzes, including the following: 

 Within the framework of the “Cultural marz” project,  about 80 guest performances of theaters and concert 

organizations were organized in marzes, films made in Armenia were shown, performances by regional artistic groups 

were organized in Yerevan, children’s cultural days in the capital city were held  - “We and our Marz” (from Tavush, 

Ararat marzes), 

 To provide library services to the disabled, the “Family Librarian” project was initiated (through Lori and Shirak marz 

libraries, 774.0 thous. drams allotted), and for vision impaired people – the information communication project named 

“Arev” was made available (Aragatsotn, Ararat, Armavir marz libraries, 1.2 million drams allotted). 

 The remote settlements’ cultural services were implemented by the “Traveling Library” (1.5 million drams allocated), 
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 Within the framework of the “Museum on Wheels” project 47 events were organized (5.9 million drams allotted). 

- By the initiative of the RoA Government, the RoA Law “On local self-governance in Yerevan City” and the by-laws were 

developed and enacted, based on which the City of Yerevan received a status of a community for the first time. 

- The process of transferring to the communities the state sector lands located beyond their administrative boundaries, which 

resulted in increased economic and resource possibilities for the communities.  

- The draft Law “On financial equalization” was developed and submitted to the National Assembly, which contains enhanced 

multifactor mechanisms for equalization of financial capacities. With the adoption of this Law several problems will be solved; 

the financial  equalization subsidies provided to the communities located far from the regional centers and the capital city, as 

well as those consisting of more than one settlements, will become more targeted and differentiated; the community’s revenue 

capacities and the communities’ expenditure needs to be met for implementing the mandatory responsibilities will be taken into 

consideration; the Republic’s high-elevation communities will be further developed; various age groups of the community 

population will  be focused on, and the  scarcely populated communities will not be neglected.  

- In 2011 the RoA Governmentallotted 20 billion drams from its reserve fund for addressing prioritized problems in the marzes 

and communiti es. This will be an on-going process aimed at the direct assistance to the community population of the marzes, in 

order to steeply eliminate the local factors hampering the normal functioning of the communities.  

- The volume of subsidies provided to communities in 2011 makes about 4.6 percent of the previous year’s consolidated budget 

actual revenues, thus exceeding the maximum threshold of 4 percent observed in the last decade.  

- In order to improve the mechanisms of various tax collections ensuring the community budget income line, and to collect new 

types of local taxes the Government initiated a number of legislative amendments according to which the entire local taxation 

administration is defined as the mandatory responsibility of the local self-governance bodies. As a result of this reform the 

continuous growth of community budgets will be ensured, and the process of improving the community budgets’ own revenues 

will be fostered.  

- In line with the need for increasing the land resources management efficiency and fostering the communities’ resource 

possibilities, the Government initiated introduction of amendments in the RoA Land Code: a six-month term was established 

for paying the differences in cadastre values in case of categories already amended, and a three-month term for those in process 

of amendment. The Government issued a new order of changing the special significance status of the lands , which has 

simplified the process. Short procedural deadlines have been clearly defined.  As a result, the communities budget revenues 

have grown; the profiteering motifs in relation to changing the  land categories  have been excluded. During 2007-2011, 352 

decisions were issued, by force of which the specific significance status of 6534 hectare land plots was changed, and 772 

million 245 thousand drams were transferred to the community budget.  

- At the Government’s initiative the authority of changing the categories of the soil targeted use is prescribed to local self-

governance bodies. 

Due to the implementation of the above activities the power and the scope of responsibility of the local self-governance bodies 

significantly increased, and the communities’ resource and financial possibilities expanded. As a result, as at January 1, 2011 the 

community budget incomes grew by AMD 6.4 billion, or about 37% as compared with 2007.

On December 7, 1988 a disastrous earthquake struck Armenia leaving more than 500 thousand people without shelterց facing problems of life security; more than 

another half million Armenians underwent forced displacement from Azerbaijan in 1988-1992, of whom ca. 360 thousand found refuge in Armenia. The complexity 

of these two groups’ problems pushed back the challenges faced by the internally displaced persons (hereinafter – IDPs) who had left their permanent residence 

locations in bordering regions of Armenia because of the war. Some studies of such problems were conducted; however, no comprehensive programme has been 

developed so far. Hence, such a national programme for addressing these problems is more than necessary today. The projects pursues the following objectives: 

1) provide assistance to the families of IDPs wishing to return to their permanent residence locations for going back to their native locations, 

2) assist in orientation of the IDP families that have not yet decided about their plans for returning to their permanent residence locations, and assist in doing so if 

families have taken a decision on returning.  

3) assist to the process of attaching the population to their bordering communities. 

The Project approved by the RoA Government in 2008 is aimed at returning about 2608 individuals (ca. 1005 families) to their original places of residence. The 

project objectives relate to rebuild all the apartments and houses in the bordering regions that were partially or wholly ruined because of bombings, taking into 

account the fact that some of the IDPs have independently (without the state assistance) returned to their locations during the past years. It is designed to create 

conditions within a 3-year period of time for returning more than 330 families per year to their areas of origin.

In order to support 

the integration of refugees ARCS organizes courses of 

Armenian language in the special shelters, as well as 

monthly informative sessions on the themes raised by the 

beneficiaries (e.g. the right to work).

-  Post arrival assistance to Armenian returnees from the Netherlands 

(2010 –2012):  In close cooperation and financial support of the 

Repatriation and Departure Service Ministry of Justice of the 

Netherlands, under the umbrella of the European Return Fund the 

ICHD implemented the Project “Post Arrival Assistance to Armenian 

Returnees from the Netherlands” aimed at: fostering social and 

economic re-integration to Armenian nationals without legal right to 

reside in the Netherlands and preventing their irregular re-migration to 

EU member-states, through providing comprehensive assistance and 

advice (sustainable return). Within the project four interlinked specific 

objectives were addressed: (i) assistance to employment and self-

employment of returnees; (ii) assistance to education and training of 

returnees (including education of children and vocational education and 

development of professional skills); (iii) medical assistance (including 

voluntary medical examination and health diagnosis, medical treatment 

upon the need, and social-psychological consultancy and aid); (iv) legal 

assistance (including consultancy and advices on legal, labour market, 

social welfare, assistance related to documents, etc.). At the impact 

level, by the implementation of the project, ICHD increased the 

opportunities for returnee migrants to integrate into Armenian economy 

and society and to exercise their fundamental human rights. At the 

outcome level, the project resulted in the following results for the 

beneficiaries (non-voluntary returnee migrants): The returnee migrants 

enabled to get access to quality health services and medical aid 

including medical diagnosis, treatment, medicaments, and exercised 

their rights for quality health services by receiving medical assistance 

upon return; The returnee migrants enabled to acquire the knowledge, 

skills and opportunities needed for exercising their rights and 

responsibilities of the citizens of the Republic of Armenia including the 

rights for education; The returnee migrants were enabled to acquire the 

knowledge, skills and better opportunities required for their productive 

employment, including entrepreneurial business activities of self-

employment and were given the possibility to obtain a sustainable 

source of income to ensure dignified life.  

 
- Support to Migration Policy Development and Relevant Capacity 

Building in Armenia (2006 -2009): The project aimed at stemming 

illegal migration and developing adequate policies and infrastructure 

for the management of migration issues in Armenia through (i) raising

Within the framework of the "The third world countries cooperation in 

the sphere of migration and asylum thematic project" the State 

Employment Service Agency cooperates with the Armenian 

Association of United Nations Organization and the Armenian branch 

of Czech People in Need organization on the basis of the Memorandum 

of Mutual Understanding signed within the RoA Ministry of Labour 

and Social Issues. Programs for migrants were implemented in 

Yerevan, Gegharkunik, Shirak, Lori and Kotayk regions during 2009. 

The program aims to provide migrants with the financial support, 

information on legal migration and employment possibilities in 

Armenia. In 2009-2011 PIN in cooperation with Hope and Help NGO 

and Armenian Relief Society implemented the “Mobilized and 

empowered system of prevention of child trafficking in Armenia 

through awareness raising, capacity building and networking” project. 

The project included three main components, which were the basis for 

the prevention of child trafficking, thereby insuring Armenia from the 

latter phenomenon. The overall objectives to which the action aims to 

contribute are the following: a) to fight against child trafficking and

center focused on the question of migration was built in Yerevan, the 

Armenian capital. The goal of this center is to inform Armenian society 

about the risks of illegal migration, human trafficking and the asylum 

policies of the Czech Republic and the European Union. The center 

includes a telephone information line used by 150 to two hundred 

clients per month. The public is also informed about this issue through 

newspaper articles and thematic inserts, debate programs on the radio 

and television and public debates. In the city of Charentsavan (Kotayk 

region), PIN built an activity center, whose main goal is to provide 

opportunities for young people who have a desire and will to actively 

make use of their free time. The center is the only free-time outlet for a 

city that was formally home to more than forty thousand. Language 

classes, computer classes, cultural events and other activities are 

organized, for children and young people. The center also provides 

legal consultation for socially disadvantaged residents. 
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- Development of Infrastructure in Charentsavan and Its Surroundings 

(2003-2007): From the second half of 2003, PIN has worked in 

Charentsavan and its immediate surroundings. The city, which was one 

of the industrial centers of Armenia during Soviet rule, has fallen into a 

sharp decline accompanied by a large outflow of a part of the 

population after the disintegration of the centralized economy. Only 

fifteen thousand people have remained in the city, out of the original 

population of forty thousand. PIN administers a project to prevent 

illegal migration and improve local infrastructure, financed by the 

Czech program of foreign development assistance. The project is 

designed to contribute to improving the basic infrastructure and 

stabilizing the economic situation of residents of the city and its 

immediate surroundings. In Charentsavan, PIN partially reconstructed a 

school, two day care centers, an irrigation system for the village of 

Fantan and supplied electricity and water to the village of Ozangar. 

Economic training and business advice was also provided as part of the 

project. In 2006, material support was also provided for the creation 

and expansion of twelve small firms, while seventy new employment 

opportunities were created.

organizations” project was launched to be implemented 

by the RoA Ministry of Labour and Social Issues since 

2003. The grounds for the project implementation were 

as follows: par. 4 of the preconditions in the 

Memorandum of Understanding signed in 2001 between 

the RoA Government and the Council of Europe Food 

security Programme;  Article 9 of the RoA Law “On 

social protection of children left without parental care” 

(24.09.2002, No. HO-421-N), and the project “State 

assistance to the alumni of the RoA children’s 

guardianship organizations” approved by the RoA 

Government’s Decision No.  1419-N dated October 30, 

2003. The Project was implemented in 2003-2005 by 

the "Armenian Democratic Forum” NGO (then, since 

2006 to date –the “Armenian Relief Society" NGO: 

Using these project resources provided since 2003 to 

date 356 orphanage alumni were screened, of whom 282 

(including those of 2008) became project beneficiaries. 

Forty screened alumni are on the wait-list and will 

become beneficiaries in the following years of the 

project implementation. The remaining 34 either do not 

meet the project eligibility criteria or have properties 

inherited from their parents, or are not within the 

boundaries of the country. The profiles of all of them 

are kept at the Ministry. 
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- “Unloading of the children’s guardianship 

organizations”: The Project was developed through the 

collaboration of the RoA Ministry of Labour and Social 

Issues, CoE Food Security Programme office and CoE 

TACIS experts. The Project was launched in 2006 in 

Lori marz. Lori marz was chosen for the following 

reasons: presence of 5 institutions eligible for inclusion 

in the project (1 orphanage and 4 specialized general 

education institutions); availability of the currently 

operative infrastructures for children’s protection  - 1 

daycare center in Vanadzor delivering social and 

psychological assistance to families, 1 psychological 

assistance center,  39 active and experienced non-

governmental organizations, state agencies.  

 

- "State assistance to 4 children’s daycare centers of the 

Bridge of Hope  NGO”: The Project was developed 

since 2001 and the "Bridge of Hope" NGO established 

child development centers providing community 

services in Dilijan, Ijevan, Berd and Noyemberyan. The 

centers’ services are made available to disabled children 

and adolescents, or those with other social and 

psychological problems. The main direction of the child 

development centers is the social inclusion of disabled 

children. The Project beneficiaries are represented by 

750 children with disabilities and other social special 

needs, or children without disabilities, from 4 

communities.

- In 2006-2007, the RoA Ministry of Labour and Social Issues, jointly with UNICEF 

implemented the "Foster family service” project under which 20 children were taken care 

of by 17 foster families in Gegharkunik and Lori marzes. During 2007 the foster families 

received from UNICEF 140 US dollars’ equivalent for each child cared for. Since 2008 

the Project is implemented at the expense of the resources made available from the RoA 

state budget. On May 8, 2008, the RoA Government issued Decision No. 459-N “The 

order of giving a child to the foster family, the procedure and size of monetary resources 

paid on a monthly basis to the foster family for taking care of each child, on the order and 

size of reimbursement to foster parents for the child’s care and upbringing, and on 

approving the template of the agreement on giving a child to a foster family for 

upbringing".  The signing of agreements with 20 foster parents has started in Kotayk, 

Lori and Gegharkunik marzes, based on which foster parents will receive on a monthly 

basis reimbursements amounting to the size of minimal salary for each child’s care, as 

well as for care after the child in the size of the amount defined for each child at 

orphanages. For 2 children they will receive these amounts in the size of 150%, and in 

case of 3 and more children - 200%.
