During 2009 and 2012, training events were held which 

were attended by 50 journalists on the topic "Appropriate media information in cases of 

sexual abuse of children and pedophilia". In 2010, the National Coordinating Body for 

the implementation of the 2009-2012 Action Plan for Prevention and Management of 

Child Sexual Abuse and Pedophilia developed a Procedure Protocol for the institutions 

in cases of reports of sexual abuse of children and pedophilia. In early 2012, the 

Ministry of Labour and Social Policy promoted its website www.stop-pedofilija.org.mk, 

for reporting cases of child sexual abuse and pedophilia in order to raise public 

awareness about the problem of sexual abuse of children and pedophilia as well as to 

motivate children who have already been exposed to sexual abuse and pedophilia to 

report it. Campaign -2011/12 - "With Education and Knowledge to the Prevention of 

Sexual Abuse and Pedophilia," carried out in all primary and secondary schools. The 

Law on Special Register of persons convicted of crimes of sexual abuse of minors and 

pedophilia has been passed (Official Gazette No 11/12).
