Paragraph 6.1.7.1., anmend to read:

"6.1.7.1. The mai n-beam headl anps may be switched on either sinultaneously or
in pairs. In case the extra two nai n-beam headl anps are installed
as pernmitted under paragaph 6.1.2. for vehicles of the category N;
only, no nore than two pairs may be simultaneously lit. For
changi ng over fromthe dipped to the main beam...."

B. JUSTI FI CATI ON

At its 47th session, GRE discussed document TRANS/ Wp. 29/ GRE/ 2001/ 38
tabl ed by the Netherlands, presenting an interpretation of paragraph 5.22. of
Regul ation No. 48. The mpjority of the experts identified with the view
presented by the expert fromthe Netherlands, but some objections were noted.
In conclusion, GRE supported the idea of allowi ng a choice of additional nain-
beam headl anps on heavy vehicles (N; category), when the total nunber of
simul taneously lit remained limted to four, and invited the expert fromthe
Net herl ands to propose for consideration at the next session amendnents to
Regul ation No. 48, elininating the current interpretation problem
