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A. PROPOSAL

Paragraph 3.2., footnote 3/, amend to read:

"3/ If either the lens cannot be detached from the main body of the headlamp or another
interchangeable lens of the same shape having different optical characteristics is not
available, a unique marking as per paragraph 4.2.5. shall be sufficient."

B. JUSTIFICATION

According to the current Regulation No. 112, the approval mark shall be indicated on both the
lens and the main body in the case that the lens can be detached from the main body of the
headlamp or fog lamp. The intention is to prevent the using of an inappropriate lens when it is
replaced. If the lamp has a construction of lens detachable from the main body just for the
purpose of recycling material, or if there is no possibility that the lens for replacement is used
inappropriately, marking on both the lens and the main body is unnecessary and costly.
Therefore, if either the lens is non-replaceable or another lens having the same shape and
different optical characteristics (change of lens flutings and/or transparency, etc.) is not
available, it is enough that the approval mark is indicated on either the lens or the main body.
