( TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 1998/ 13/ Add. 1) .
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2. The informal neeting on particulate em ssions was held on 2 June 1998,
morning only. In the absence of M. M Dunne (United Kingdom, the session

was chaired by M. T. Baines (United States of America). Experts fromthe
foll owi ng countries and organi zati ons participated in the work: Austria;
Bel gi um Czech Republic; Denmark; Finland; Germany; Iltaly; Japan; Netherl ands;
Peopl e' s Republic of China; Poland; Romania; Slovenia; Sweden; Switzerland;
United Kingdon United States of Anerica; European Conmm ssion (EC)
International Organization for Standardization (1SO; Internationa

Organi zati on of Mdtor Vehicle Manufacturers (O CA); The G| Conpanies

Eur opean Organi zation for Environment, Health and Safety (CONCAVE). A summary
of the proceedings of this informal neeting is given below (paras. 39 to 44).

3. The fourth informal neeting of the GRPE working group on the worl d-w de
heavy-duty certification procedure (WHDC) was held on 3 June 1998, under the
chairmanship of M. C Havenith (Netherlands). Experts fromthe follow ng
countries and organi zations participated in the work: Belgium Czech
Republ i c; Denmark; Finland; Germany; Hungary; Italy; Japan; Netherl ands;
Peopl e' s Republic of China; Poland; Romani a; Russian Federation; Slovenia,;
Sweden; Switzerland; United Kingdom United States of America; European

Commi ssion (EC); International Organization for Standardization (1SO;

I nternational Road Transport Union (IRU); International Organization of Motor
Vehi cl e Manufacturers (O CA); The G| Conpani es' European O ganization for
Environnment, Health and Safety (CONCAWE). A summary of the proceedi ngs of
this informal neeting is given below (paras. 4 to 12).

REGULATI ON No. 49 (Em ssions of C. 1., NG and P.1. (LPG engines)

(a) Devel opnent of the emi ssion testing procedure

4, The Chairman of the WHDC group informed GRPE that the m nutes of the
third WHDC neeti ng (Geneva, 13 January 1998, see TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 35, par as.
5-12) had been approved by the WHDC group and coul d be provided to GRPE
experts on request. After that he reported orally on the results of the
fourth meeting (see para. 3 above).

5. He confirmed that after the presentation of a working paper, prepared
jointly by the experts from TNO (Net herl ands) and TUV (Gernany, forner FICGE)
and entitled "Devel opment of a world-w de heavy-duty engine test cycle", the
WHDC group agreed to consider the TNO TUV approach as the reference working

basis. In the discussion, the variables of driving patterns and their
measur enent had been considered. The main areas of concern and the programre
budget were also outlined. It had been agreed that nore research was needed

to make the future test procedure safe against cycle by-passing or beating.

6. During the WHDC neeting two presentati ons had been given by the experts
from Japan, describing the experience in developing a transient test cycle
fromdriving patterns and creation of test cycles for em ssion neasurenents.
To facilitate the incorporation of the theoretical and practical experience
whi ch had been gained in Japan, the Japanese experts agreed to take the

TNO TUV gui del i nes and el aborate on it.

7. The WHDC group Chairman al so reported that contributions in collecting
the statistical driving data had been offered by a number of countries,

i ncludi ng Japan and China in order to define a truly representative test
cycle. He appreciated also the spirit of cooperation indicated by the

del egates of the United States of America, although they had not yet received
any official mandate fromtheir Government. O CA had indicated its comm tnment
to cooperate with TNO and TUV on verification of the range and format of
statistical data to be collected
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8. The WHDC group had al so received the progress report by the Chairman of
the "1SO Activities" subgroup, M. HJ. Stein (OCA). For the three |ISO
Wor ki ng Groups ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 35, para. 6), he had provided sunmaries of
the neetings held so far and confirned the wi de international cooperation. He
al so gave a budget estimate for the experimental programme.

9. The conpl ete WHDC programe shoul d be eval uated by practical tests
expected to be completed by the end of 1999. The estimated total WHDC budget
of 360,000 ECU should, in principle, be shared by Governnments and O CA for
whi ch, however, the O CA General Assenmbly approval was still needed. Round
robin testing and verifications had been planned for the period of 2000-2001

10. The expert fromthe United States of America said that in his country
the devel opment of a world-wi de heavy-duty test cycle was not being given high
priority because it had not been requested by the industry. Whilst he

acknow edged the opportunity to participate in the WHDC group as an observer,
he confirmed an active participation in the 1SO Activities subgroup, on the
task of particul ate em ssion neasurenents.

11. Referring to the report of the |ast session (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 35,

para. 13), the expert from CONCAVE returned to the question of fuel qualities
and reference fuel specifications. The expert fromthe EC confirmed that a
joint proposal by the engine and fuel industry should be considered for future
fuel qualities and that reference fuels were expected to reflect the average
mar ket qualities.

12. CGRPE noted the progress report of the WHDC group and agreed that the
fifth meeting of this group should be held on 13 January 1999, the second day
of the thirty-seventh GRPE session (see para. 47 bel ow).

(b) Approval of vehicles equipped with LPG and NG fuell ed engi nes

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 1998/ 14; informal docunments Nos. 1, 2 and 3
of the annex to this report.

13. To support the proposal for the adoption of non-nmethane HC limts for
NG fuel | ed engi nes (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 1998/ 14), the expert from ENGVA presented
i nformal docunents Nos. 1 and 2.

14. Referring to the above proposal by ENGVA, the expert fromthe EC

i nformed GRPE that for heavy-duty NG engines the possibility to nmeasure the
non- met hane HC was al ready contained in the proposal for EURO 3 (expected to
be introduced in October 2000), although the nmethane em ssion would still be
kept under control and the total em ssions of NG fuelled engi nes conparable
wi th those of conventional engines.

15. In view of the above information, the Meeting of Experts agreed that
Regul ati on No. 49 would need to be anended in line with the EC Directive
(88/ 77/ EEC) anendnent proposal. It was noted that a correspondi ng EURO 3
proposal for amendi ng Regul ati on No. 83 should be available in md 1999 (see
al so para. 32 bel ow).

16. The proposal (informal docunment No. 3) for a correction of an error in
draft Corrigendum 2 to Supplenent 1 to the 02 series of amendments to
Regul ati on No. 49 (TRANS/ WpP. 29/1998/29) was adopted and the Meeting of Experts
requested the secretariat to transmt it to WP.29 for consideration at its
one- hundred-and-fifteenth session

Note by the secretariat: An informal document (No. 10) was distributed during
the WP. 29 session and | ater published as TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 29/ Rev. 1

( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 638, para. 68).
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(c) Ref erence fuels

Docunentation: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ R. 275/ Rev. 1; TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 1998/ 11;
i nformal docunents Nos. 4 and 12 of the annex to this report.

17. The expert fromthe Netherlands introduced informl docunent No. 4,
proposing to nodify the LPG reference fuel A of document

TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ R 275/ Rev. 1, in particular with respect to the content of

ol efines and the octane nunber. He infornmed GRPE that the originally proposed
fuel Awith a higher olefin content was generally not available and could only
be purchased at an extrene cost.

18. It was noted that whilst LPG reference fuels were specified as m xtures
of pure gases, commercially available LPG fuels had relatively w de tol erances
at refinery exits. To provide nore information on the above subject, the
expert fromthe AEGPL agreed to provide for consideration at the next session
a survey of LPG fuels comercially available in Europe

19. The expert from Germany tabled informal docunment No. 12, conmpleting the
proposal given in docunment TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 1998/ 11. The Meeting of Experts
agreed in principle that this German proposal should be considered both for
Regul ati on No. 49 and for the anendnments to Directive 88/ 77/EEC (EURO 3). The
expert fromthe EC was invited to bring the matter to the attention of the EC
and to propose nodifications necessary for maintaining the alignnent of the
Regul ation with the Directive.

AMENDMENTS TO ECE REGULATI ONS W TH RESPECT
TO LPG AND NG FUELLED VEHI CLES/ ENG NES

(a) Requl ation No. 67 (Equipment for |iquefied petrol eum gas)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ R. 808; TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 31; informal docunents
Nos. 5, 8, 9 and 16 of the annex to this report.

20. The expert fromltaly tabled informal docunment No. 5 containing
provisions for the tenperature triggered pressure relief device (fuse),

i ntended to avoid tank explosions in fires (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GCRPE/ 35, paras. 22
and 23).

21. In the discussion which followed, it became clear that nmore time woul d
be needed to consider the above-mentioned Italian proposal. The Meeting of
Experts accepted therefore the proposition of its Chairman to suggest to WP. 29
that during the one-hundred-and-fifteenth session the proposal for the
tenperature triggered pressure relief device (fuse) should be elimnated (text
mar ked by square brackets in document TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 31) and a conm t nent
made for introduction of this device at a later tinme, after a consent was
reached.

22. The expert fromltaly noted the proposal (para. 21 above), although he
entered his reservation to this notion which required consultation with the
authorities in his country. He envisaged an ad hoc neeting to be organized in
Rome, where the need for the proposed device would be denonstrated and
justified and a proposal based on informal docunent No. 5 el aborat ed.

Note by the secretariat: This ad hoc neeting was convened on 21 July 1998 in
Rome and a conproni se proposal was devel oped, expected to be transmitted to
WP. 29 for consideration at its one-hundred-and-si xteenth session (and
eventually to AC.1 for adoption by vote at its tenth session) under docunent
synmbol TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 63.

23. I nformal docunments Nos. 8 and 16 by G eece and Italy containing
corrigenda to docunents TRANS/ WP. 29/ R. 808 and TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 31 were

consi dered and adopted. The Meeting of Experts al so considered and adopt ed,

wi th mnor changes, informal docunment No. 9, tabled by O CA and proposing
certain nodifications to docunment TRANS/ WP. 29/ R. 808. The secretariat was
requested to transmt a consolidation of these three informl docunents to

WP. 29 for consideration at its one-hundred-and-fifteenth session.

Note by the secretariat: An informal docunent (No. 11) was distributed during
the WP. 29 session and | ater published as TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 31/ Add. 1

( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 638, para. 71).
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PROPOSAL FOR A DRAFT REGULATI ON CONCERNI NG RETROFI T SYSTEMS FOR LPG AND CNG

Docunentation: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ R 279; TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 1998/ 12; i nf orma
docunents Nos. 6 and 14 of the annex to this report.

24. I nformal docunents Nos. 6 and 14 were briefly exam ned and the Meeting
of Experts requested the secretariat to distribute themwith an officia
synmbol for consideration at the next session

25. Consi dering docunment TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 1998/ 12, the expert from Ger many
recommended that tol erances given for engine displacenent in order to define
an engine famly should be reconsidered (paragraph 2.4.1.1. f) iv)). The
expert fromthe Netherlands suggested to elimnate the proposals related to
paragraphs 6.1.1.7.1 to 6.1.1.7.1.2. and to paragraphs 6.1.1.10. to
6.1.1.10.4. The expert fromltaly agreed to check the above suggestions for
consi deration during the next session (12-15 January 1999).

26. The Meeting of Experts agreed to resune consideration of the proposa
for this draft Regulation at its next session, together with the above-
menti oned anendnents.

PERSPECTI VES | N TRANSPORT AND THE ENVI RONMENT

(a) Technical requirenents on vehicles after the year 2000

Docunentation: Informal document No. 15 of the annex to this report.

27. The expert fromthe EC distributed the informal docunent, containing an
overview report of the Auto-QO I Il Programre Contact Group on its neeting of
18 May 1998. He explained the scope, structure and tinmetable of the Auto-

Ol Il and briefed the Meeting of Experts on the progress which had already
been reached. He stressed that the final report was planned for April 1999.

(b) Reducti on of carbon dioxide em ssions and fuel consunption

28. The expert fromthe EC recalled the information given during previous
sessi ons ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 35, paras. 42 and 43) and said that currently the
CO, em ssion value of 140 g/ km was under consideration as an European average
to be reached by 2008, representing a 25 per cent CO, em ssion reduction with
respect to the 1995 | evel.

29. The expert from O CA said that the positive attitude of the notor
vehicle industry to reduction of fuel consunption and consequently CO

em ssions was being confirned by agreements nmade on a national |evel between
the Governnents and manufacturers. The expert from CONCAVE noted the

i nportance of reducing the fuel sul phur content, particularly for the new fuel
i njection technol ogies leading to | ower fuel consunption.
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EXCHANGE OF | NFORMATI ON ON NATI ONAL AND | NTERNATI ONAL REQUI REMENTS
ON EM SSI ONS

Docunentation: Informal document No. 13 of the annex to this report.

30. The follow ng information was given:

European Community: Directive 97/68/EC, extending ECE Regul ati on No. 96
to non-road nobile machi nery had been published (O ficial Journal of the EC,
No. L59, 27 February 1998). The net power categories conformto Regul ation
No. 96, however, with the first one (A) having the top limt added
(130 kW< P < 560 kW. For Stage | type approvals, the inplenentation date of
30 June 1998 has the limts identical with Regulation No. 96. Stage |
reduced emssion limts inplementati on dates are staggered from
31 Decenber 1999 (when a new | ow power category woul d al so be affected
18 kW< P < 37 kW, to 2002. Registration dates and placing on the market are
based on the engi ne production dates. Further reductions of emssion limts
shoul d be proposed by the European Conmi ssion by the end of 1999.

For passenger car emission limts (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 35, annex 6), the
conciliation procedure should soon be concluded and its outcone will nost
likely influence the Auto-O 1| |l Programe (2005 - EURO 4).

Greece: Draft |aw being considered for mandatory inspections of
2- and 3-wheel ed vehicles, including em ssions.

Japan: Strengthened em ssion regulations (from 2000 for domestic new
nmodel s and 2002 for all donestically produced and inported vehicles) shal
have reduced em ssion limts (including evaporative), increased durability
requi renents and nmandatory on-board di agnostics; the target val ues were set
for fuel efficiency of nmotor vehicles, based on categories (passenger cars for
2000, light petrol-fuelled trucks for 2003 (i nformal document No. 13).
In this informal docunent information was al so given regradi ng the accession
of Japan to the 1958 Agreement (Note by the secretariat: see TRANS/ WpP. 29/638,
paras. 81 and 82).

31. Referring to the emission limts under consideration in the EC, the
expert from ENGVA noted that his organization had proposed al ready nore than
two years ago to introduce a category of environnentally advanced vehi cl es,
achieving limts equal to 50 per cent of EURO 3. He said that the intention
had been to pronote clean vehicles by tax incentives and that NG LPG and
electric vehicles would in principle qualify. However, he noted that there
was al so at | east one petrol-fuelled engine qualifying as well.
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OTHER BUSI NESS

(a) Requl ation No. 83 (Emi ssions of ML and N1 categories of vehicles)

Docunent ation: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 1998/ 14; TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 32; i nforma
docunents Nos. 1 and 2 of the annex to this report.

32. The proposal and justification given by ENGVA was noted for introducing
non-methane limts for NG fuelled vehicles (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 1998/ 14 and

i nformal docunents Nos. 1 and 2 - see also para. 13 above). The expert from
the EC i nfornmed GRPE that a parallel proposal should be considered in the
Comunity within the next full amendi ng procedure for Directive 70/ 220/ EEC,
whi ch was due in md-1999. Wth respect to the necessary alignnent between
Regul ation No. 83 and the Directive, the Meeting of Experts agreed in
principle to amend the Regul ation when the results of consideration of this
proposal in the EC woul d be known.

33. Consi dering the proposal for the draft 04 series of anmendnents to
Regul ati on No. 83 (TRANS/ WpP. 29/ 1998/ 32), sone editorial corrections were given
to the secretariat by the expert fromthe United Kingdomfor transmi ssion to
WP. 29 for its one-hundred-and-fifteenth session.

Note by the secretariat: An informal document (No. 12) was distributed during
the WP. 29 session and | ater published as TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 32/ Add. 1

( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 638, para. 72 and 73).

34. Referring to Supplenent 1 to the 03 series of amendnents (entered into
force 14 May 1998, docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/581 and Corr.1), the expert from O CA
indicated his intention to prepare for consideration at the next session an
anmendnent extending the application to vehicles N1 < 2,800 kg.

(b) Proposal for a draft Requlation concerning the specific equipnent
of motor vehicles fuelled by conpressed natural gas (CNG

Docunment ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 33; informal docunment No. 17 of the annex to
this report.

35. The secretariat informed GRPE that the docunent containing the draft
Regul ati on ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 33) had not yet been published, awaiting the
conpl etion of translations into French and Russi an

36. The editorial corrigenda proposed in informl docunent No. 17 were
noted. 1In addition, the expert from O CA drew the attention of GRPE to
paragraph 6.3.1.4. of the draft Regul ation, stating that other technica
solutions could be alternative to the excess flow valve. He said that this
par agraph should therefore rather specify the function of the device, not its
construction. He also noted that, in his recollection, in paragraph 17.4.3.
it had been agreed that the value of 250 mm should read 200 mm this was
confirmed by the expert from France. Expecting the adoption of the draft
Regul ati on by WP.29 and the respective vote by AC.1 at its tenth session
(Novenber 1998), the Meeting of Experts agreed to resume consideration of the
corrigenda to this draft Regulation at its thirty-seventh session

Note by the secretariat: Upon invitation by WP.29 at its one-hundred-and-
fifteenth session (TRANS/ Wp. 29/638, para. 77), more substantial proposals for
anmendnents and corrigenda to docurment TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 33 were received from
the experts from Finland and Greece and | ater published as docunents
TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 64 and TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1998/ 68, for consideration by WP.29 at its
one- hundr ed- and- si xt eent h sessi on (Novenber 1998).

37. The expert fromthe United Kingdominformed GRPE that, in the European
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Comunity, there was a political need to introduce type approval of NG fuelled
vehicl es, although the preparation of a new Directive, parallel to the
proposed draft Regul ation would nost likely be a | engthy procedure. He said
that currently the approvals of NG vehicles were only possible by individua
countri es.

(c) Repl acenent catalytic converters for vehicles with OBD

38. Consi deration of this itemwas deferred to the thirty-seventh session

(d) Particul ate emni ssions

Docunentation: Informal docunents Nos. 10 and 11 of the annex to this report.

39. The Chairman of the informal neeting on particul ate em ssions (see
para. 2 above) informed GRPE that even though there had been no fornma
presentation or discussion paper(s) originally foreseen for this inform
meeti ng ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE, para. 51), the exchange of views focused on the
items which had been proposed and hel ped to clarify some issues of concern

He said that, both in the technical and nedical fields, research continued to
define the ways in which particles should be neasured and regul ated and that,
at this stage, the information needed to be gathered before maki ng any
deci si ons.

40. To support the devel opment, a Web site had been set up by the

US Environnental Protection Agency, facilitating the exchange of information.
Its address and exanples of the informati on avail able were distributed
(informal document No. 10). The expert fromthe United States of Anerica said
that fifteen |links had already been provided in this Wb site, expanding the
informati on. A nunber of experts taking part in the discussion agreed to
provide for this site the links to sites containing the results of their work
and any additional appropriate information.

41. The expert from CONCAVE drew attention to a recently published CONCAVEE
report on particulates. He recalled that 3 diesel and 3 petrol fuelled
passenger car emni ssions had been measured at four different sites. The data
reducti on had shown that at high speed the positive-ignition conbustion
emtted the total nunber of particul ates conparable with the conpression-
ignition systemand that the overall fuel effect was relatively small. He
agreed to provide the link to the CONCAVE Wb site and, through the
secretariat, at |east sonme copies of the report.

42. The expert from Switzerl and presented i nformal document No. 11

suggesting a mandate to | SO TC22/ SC5/ W57 " Vehi cl e preconditioning for

i nspection and mai nt enance exhaust em ssion test (diesel)"” for developing a
new particul ate nmeasurenent nethod, recording the nunber and size of emtted
particles. To illustrate the proposal, he presented a nunber of slides from
the research done at the Swi ss Federal Laboratories for Materials Testing and
Research (EMPA). Noting the Swi ss proposal, the experts from Sweden and the
United States of America infornmed GRPE that, in their countries, particul ate

measur enent met hods were al so being studied. 1In addition, it was recalled
that the Auto-G | Programe Il and the WHDC programre al so had particul ate
studies included. It was therefore considered premature by the experts

participating at the informal neeting to focus on one possible nethod only.

43. To provide an opportunity for a further exchange of views, the expert
fromltaly offered to organize a seminar in Naples, with the participation of
experts fromindustry, environnent protection and nost likely also from
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medi cal research. This initiative by Italy was supported by a nunmber of
experts and a steering commttee was formed conposed of the experts fromthe
Eur opean Community, CGermany, ltaly, Sweden, United Kingdom United States of
Anerica, Sweden, O CA an CONCAWE to organize a semnar in md-1999.

44, The Meeting of Experts agreed that the informal discussion of
particul ate em ssions should be resuned during the thirty-seventh session
expecting that some information might at that time be available fromthe
sem nar steering comittee.

(e) Requl ation No. 96 (Em ssions of agricultural and forestry tractors)

Docunentation: Informal document No. 7 of the annex to this report.

45, The expert fromthe Czech Republic introduced the proposal and informed
CGRPE that after a prelimnary exchange of views only its second part
(anmendment to Annex 2, item 2) should be considered.

46. The secretariat was requested to distribute the relevant part of the
docunment with an official synmbol for consideration at the next session. The
experts fromthe EC and from EUROMOT agreed to check if the proposal would not
cause any departure fromthe present alignment of Regulation No. 96 with
Directive 97/ 68/ EC.

AGENDA FOR THE NEXT SESSI ON

47. For the thirty-seventh session, planned to be held at Geneva from
Tuesday 12 January (14.30 h) to Friday 15 January (12.30 h) 1999, the Meeting
of Experts agreed to continue with the schene of two separate inform
meetings incorporated in the agenda and provided with the interpretation
servi ces:

(a) Informal neeting on particul ate em ssions
