2. The Ad Hoc Working Group adopted the provisional agenda prepared by the
secretari at.

Docunments: E/ ECE/ 811, E/ ECE/ TRANS/ 564 and Anends. 1-3; TRANS/ SC. 1/ 361

3. The Ad hoc Working Group was informed that Latvia, Uzbekistan and
Finl and had recently acceded to the AETR and that the Contracting Parties
currently nunbered 37.

4, The Ad hoc Working Group was al so inforned that the Working Party on
Road Transport (SC. 1) at its ninety-first session (October 1997) had adopted
a proposal for the revision of the AETR by an informal group on the checking
of the daily record sheets (Article 12). This text had been di scussed at the
sixtieth session of the Inland Transport Conmttee which had passed it on

to SC. 1 for further discussion. At the ninety-second session of SC 1
(Cctober 1998) it was decided that the checking of 2% of the daily record
sheets was not realistic and that the draft revision should set an objective
of 1% in accordance with practice in the European Union. The representative
of France submitted an anended proposal for the revision of the text of
Article 12 (TRANS/ SC. 1/ 361, annex 2).

5. The Ad hoc Working Group was informed that, in addition to the proposa
for revision referred to in paragraph 4, SC.1 at its ninety-first session had
al so consi dered a docunent subnitted by the representative of Gernmany
(TRANS/ SC. 1/ 1998/ 12) containing a proposal to set up within the ECE
secretariat a neutral control authority responsible for supervising conpliance
with procedures for checking the record sheets of drivers. The Wrking G oup
had requested the secretariat to contact the European Conmi ssion on the

subj ect so as to coordinate the transm ssion of reports between ECE and the
Eur opean Conmi ssion and to extend to Contracting Parties to the AETR which
were not EU menbers the same reporting procedure as applied to countries
menbers of the European Union, nanely, the subm ssion of reports every two
years.

6. The Working Group had al so deci ded at the ninety-second session of SC 1
to request the Inland Transport Committee to approve the conveni ng of an

Ad hoc Working Group on the revision of the AETR (8-9 March 1999) to draft
amendments to the AETR in order to introduce the new digital tachograph in
accordance with Council Regulation (EEC) No. 3821/ 85.

DECI SI ONS OF THE | NLAND TRANSPORT COWM TTEE RELATED TO THE AETR

7. The Ad hoc Working G oup was informed that the Inland Transport
Committee at its sixty-first session (8-11 February 1999) had taken note of
the adoption by the European Comrunity on 24 Septenber 1998 of an amendnment to
Regul ati on No. 3821/85 introducing the use of the new digital tachograph in

t he European Uni on. In stressing the inmportance of this decision, the
Committee noted that the secretariat had witten to Contracting Parties to

the AETR which were not memnbers of the European Union on the subject of the
recognition in their countries of the new digital tachograph used by vehicles
registered in the EU but no reservations had been received.
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8. The Inland Transport Committee had further approved the convening of an
Ad hoc Working Group on the revision of the AETR with the foll owi ng mandat e:
(i) to ensure that the text of the revised AETR regarding the checking of
daily record sheets was conpatible with the European Directive; and (ii) to
propose draft anmendnents to the AETR intended to introduce the use of the new
digital tachograph (in accordance with Council Regul ation (EEC) No. 3821/ 85)
and to define the necessary transitional periods for its application.

I NTRODUCTI ON | N THE AETR OF PROVI SI ONS ON CHECKS

9. Before dealing with the question of the introduction in the AETR of

the new digital tachograph, the Ad hoc Wbrking Group considered a new draft
text on checks of daily record sheets (anmendi ng TRANS/ SC. 1/ 363, annex 2),
prepared by the representative of France with the intention of bringing these
provisions and the text of Article 12 into line with Directive 88/599/ EEC

of 23 November 1988.

10. Regardi ng the nonitoring of conpliance with the checks required

(a mnimmof 1% of the days worked by drivers), the Ad hoc Working G oup
recommended, insofar as the AETR only concerned international transport
operations, that the questionnaire (extending to Contracting Parties to the
AETR whi ch were not EU nenbers the same procedure as applied to countries
menbers of EU) to be submitted every two years should request countries to
specify the proportion of transport operations nonitored in internationa
traffic and, if appropriate, in donmestic traffic.

11. The Ad hoc Working Group adopted the revised text of Article 12 prepared
by France (see annex | to this report).

| NTRODUCTI ON I N THE AETR OF THE NEW DI Gl TAL TACHOGRAPH

Docunent: Council Regul ation No. 2135/98 (EC) of 24 Septenber 1998 anendi ng
Regul ati on No. 3821/85 (EEC) (English and French only)

12. In order to be able to introduce the installation and use of the

new di gital tachograph in the AETR as set out in Council Regul ation

No. 2135/98 (EC) of 24 Septenber 1998, the Ad hoc Working Group considered

the proposed anendnent drafted by an informal group constituted during the
session (Belgium France and the European Commi ssion), on the Annex to the
AETR concerning the control device and Articles 10, 13 and 22 of the basic
text. In order to ensure that the Annex to the AETR was consistent with the
Comunity's Regul ation, the informal group proposed an equival ent structure to
that of Annex IB of the Regul ation by introducing two new Appendi ces 1b and 2b
in the Annex to the AETR.

13. The Ad hoc Working Goup adopted the proposed amendments to

Articles 10, 13 and 22 (see annex Il to this report), and accepted the
proposal by the informal group to transfer all the technical/operationa

par agraphs of Article 10 to the Annex. |In addition, the Wrking G oup decided
to refornul ate the remaining provisions of Article 10 (i.e. paragraph 1 (a))
and to specify that “the Agreenent” also included its Annex and its

Appendi ces. As regards the transitional periods required for the application
of the new digital tachograph (Article 13), the Ad hoc Wrking G oup suggested
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five years, but considered that as this was a political matter it devol ved

on SC.1 at its ninety-third session to take a decision on the subject and to
associate with it nore representatives of the Contracting Parties to the AETR
whi ch were not nmenbers of the European Union.

14. The Ad hoc Working Group adopted the text of the new Annex to the AETR
on the control device (see annex |IIl to this report) conprising provisions on
approval, installation and inspection, and provisions for use including
operational aspects relating to use during transitional periods when the two
types of control device would coexist. The Wirking G oup decided that
Appendi x 1b (on conditions for the construction, testing, installation and

i nspection of the digital tachograph) and Appendi x 2b (on the approval nmark
and certificate of the digital tachograph) would be drafted and added to the
Agr eenent .

15. Since the technical specifications of Annex IB to Regul ation 3821/85
defining the digital tachograph had not been conpletely finalized by the

Eur opean Conmi ssion, the Ad hoc Working Group proposed that the Contracting
Parties to the AETR which were not EU nmenbers should await their fina
publication in the Oficial Journal of the European Communities before
formal |y adopting the draft anendnents on the digital tachograph, but also
proposed that SC. 1 should already take a decision on the amendments contai ned
in the attached annexes.

16. In this context and for practical reasons, the Ad hoc Working Group
recommended that the Working Party on Road Transport shoul d consider the
possibility of including a reference to Annex |IB of 3821/85 in the AETR

i nstead of reproducing it inits entirety. |1t also recommended that Counci
Regul ati on No. 2135/98 (EC) of 24 Septenber 1998 should be issued in Russian
and that a consolidated version of the Agreenment in the three working

| anguages shoul d be available for the ninety-third session of SC 1.

17. The Ad hoc Working Group took note of the different fornms of anmending
the AETR dependi ng on the section of the Agreenment in question:

(a) A proposal for an amendment concerning the Agreenment and the Annex
(not including the Appendi x) is considered to have been accepted if no State
enters an objection to the said proposal during a period of six nonths
(Article 21);

(b) For the Appendices, draft amendments may be adopted by a npjority
vote in SC. 1.

18. In view of the fact that a single country could conpronise all the
efforts made to ensure the devel opment of the AETR, the Ad hoc Working G oup
proposed that where draft amendments to the basic text of the Agreenent and
its Annex were concerned (apart fromthe use of the procedure set out in
Article 21, paragraph 8), the nunber of countries required to oppose them
shoul d be three, follow ng the exanple of the Agreement on the Internationa
Carriage of Perishable Foodstuffs. The corresponding draft amendment can be
found in annex IV to this report.
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19. The Ad hoc Working G oup noted that a nunber of new countries had
acceded to the AETR and that new di stinguishing nunbers had been assigned.

It therefore proposed an anmendnent to the Annex - Appendi x 2, chapter 1 (see
annex V to this report).

OTHER BUSI NESS

20. The Ad hoc Working Group did not have tinme to consider the other
guestions relating to this agenda item

ADOPTI ON OF DECI SI ONS
21. The Ad hoc Working Group adopted its decisions on the basis of a

draft prepared by the secretariat. It entrusted the secretariat with the
preparation of the final version of the report.

1. Repl ace paragraph 1 by the follow ng text:

“1. Each Contracting Party shall adopt all appropriate neasures to
ensure observance of the provisions of this Agreenent, in particular by an
adequate | evel of roadsi de checks and checks perforned on the prem ses of
undert aki ngs annually covering a |large and representative proportion of
drivers, undertakings and vehicles of all transport categories comng within
the scope of this Agreenent.

[ The conpetent administrations of the Contracting Parties shall keep one
anot her informed of the general neasures adopted for this purpose.]

(a) The conpetent administrations of the Contracting Parties shal
organi ze the checks so that:

- During each cal endar year a m ni num of 1% of the days worked by
the drivers of vehicles to which this Agreenment applies shall be
checked,;

- At | east 15% of the total number of working days checked shall be
checked on the roadside and at |east 25% on the prenises of
undert aki ngs;

(b) The el ements of roadside checks shall include:

- daily driving periods, interruptions and daily rest periods and,
if there are evident irregularities, the record sheets of the
precedi ng days which shall be on board the vehicle;

- the | ast weekly rest period, if appropriate;

- the correct functioning of the control device.

These checks shall be carried out wi thout discrimnation of vehicles and
drivers, whether resident or not.

(c) The el ements of checks on the preni ses of undertaki ngs shal
i nclude, apart fromthe el ements subject to roadside checks, in addition to
conpliance with Article 10, paragraph 3:

- weekly rest periods and driving periods between these rest
peri ods;
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- two-weekly limts on hours of driving;

- conpensation for daily and weekly rest periods reduced in
accordance with Article 9, paragraphs 1 and 3;

- use of recording sheets and/or the organi zation of drivers
working tinme.”

2. Replace the first subparagraph of paragraph 3 by the follow ng text:

“3. Wthin the framework of (---) nutual assistance, the conpetent
authorities of the Contracting Parties shall regularly send one another al
avail abl e information concerning: (the following is included as a rem nder)

- breaches of this Agreement commtted by non-residents and any
penal ti es i nposed for such breaches;

- penalties inposed by a Contracting Party on its residents for such
breaches committed on the territory of other Contracting Parties.

In case of serious breaches, such information shall include the penalty
i mposed. ”
3. Add the foll owi ng new paragraphs 5 and 6:

“5. Contracting Parties shall work in cooperation with each other in

the organi zati on of concerted roadsi de checks.

6. The UN/ ECE shall issue a report every two years on the application
by Contracting Parties of paragraph 1 of the present article.”

Repl ace this annex with the follow ng text:

“ GENERAL PROVI SI ONS

I - Type Approval

Article 1

For the purposes of this chapter, the term'control device' neans
"control device or its conponents'.

Applications for the approval of a type of control device or of a nodel
record sheet or smart card shall be submitted, acconpani ed by the appropriate
speci fications, by the manufacturer or his agent to a Contracting Party. No
application in respect of any one type of control device or of any one nodel
record sheet or of any one smart card nay be subnmitted to nore than one
Contracting Party.

Article 2

A Contracting Party shall grant its approval to any type of contro
device or to any nodel record sheet or to any smart card which confornms to the
requi renents |aid down in Appendices 1 and 1b, provided that the Contracting
Party is in a position to check that production nodels conformto the approved
pr ot ot ype.

The security of the systemshall conformto the technical requirenents
set out in Appendix 1b. This appendi x shall stipulate that the control device
may only be granted approval if the systemas a whole (the control device
itself, the smart card and el ectrical connections to the gearbox) has
denonstrated its capacity to resist attenpts to tanmper with or alter data
concerning driving times. The necessary tests in this regard shall be carried
out by experts fam liar with the [atest tanpering techniques.

Any nodifications or additions to an approved nodel nust receive
addi ti onal type approval fromthe Contracting Party which granted the origina
type approval .

Article 3

Contracting Parties shall issue to the applicant an approval mark, which
shal |l conform depending on the case, to the nodel shown in appendices 2 and
2b for each type of control device or model record sheet or smart card which
t hey approve pursuant to article 2.
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Article 4

The conpetent authorities of the Contracting Party to which the
application for type approval has been submtted shall, in respect of each
type of control device or nodel record sheet or smart card which they approve
or refuse to approve, either send within one nonth to the authorities of the
other Contracting Parties a copy of the approval certificate acconpani ed by
copies of the relevant specifications, or, if such is the case, notify those
authorities that approval has been refused; in cases of refusal they shal
conmuni cate the reasons for their decision

Article 5

1. If a Contracting Party which has granted the type approval as provided
for in article 2 finds that certain control devices or record sheets or smart
cards bearing the type approval mark which it has issued do not conformto the
prototype which it has approved, it shall take the necessary neasures to
ensure that production nodels conformto the approved prototype. The neasures
taken may, if necessary, extend to withdrawal of the type approval

2. A Contracting Party which has granted the type approval shall w thdraw
such approval if the control device or record sheet or smart card which has
been approved is not in conformty with this Annex or its Appendices or

di splays in use any general defect which nakes it unsuitable for the purpose
for which it is intended.

3. If a Contracting Party which has granted the type approval is notified

by another Contracting Party of one of the cases referred to in paragraphs 1

and 2, it shall also, after consulting the latter Contracting Party, take the
steps laid down in those paragraphs, subject to paragraph 5.

4, A Contracting Party which ascertains that one of the cases referred to
in paragraph 2 has arisen may forbid until further notice the placing on the
mar ket and putting into service of the control devices or record sheets or
smart cards. The sane applies in the cases nmentioned in paragraph 1 with
respect to control devices or record sheets or smart cards which have been
exenpted fromthe initial verification, if the manufacturer, after due
war ni ng, does not bring the device into line with the approved nodel or with
the requirements of this Annex.

In any event, the conmpetent authorities of the Contracting Parties shal
notify one another within one nonth, of any w thdrawal of the type approval or
of any other neasures taken pursuant to paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 and shal
speci fy the reasons for such action

5. If a Contracting Party which has granted the type approval disputes the
exi stence of any of the cases specified in paragraphs 1 or 2 notified to it,
the Contracting Parties concerned shall endeavour to settle the dispute.
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Article 6
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1. An applicant for the type approval of a nodel record sheet shall state

on his application the type or types of control device on which the sheet in
guestion is designed to be used and shall provide suitable equipnent of such
type or types for the purpose of testing the sheet.

2. The conpetent authorities of each Contracting Party shall indicate on
the approval certificate for the nodel record sheet the type or types of
control device on which that nodel sheet may be used.

Article 7

No Contracting Party nay refuse to register any vehicle fitted with a
control device, or prohibit the entry into service or use of such vehicle for
any reason connected with the fact that the vehicle is fitted with such
device, if the device bears the approval mark referred to in article 3 and the
installation plaque referred to in article 9.

Article 8

Al'l decisions pursuant to this Annex refusing or wthdraw ng approval of
a type of control device or nodel record sheet or smart card shall specify in
detail the reasons on which they are based. A decision shall be comuni cated
to the party concerned, who shall at the same tine be infornmed of the renedies
avail able to hi munder the laws of the Contracting Parties and of the
time-limts for the exercise of such renedies.

Il - Installation and inspection

Article 9

1. The control device may be installed or repaired by fitters or workshops
approved by the conpetent authorities of Contracting Parties for that purpose
after the latter, should they so desire, have heard the views of the
manuf act urers concer ned.

2. The duration of the adm nistrative validity of the cards of approved
wor kshops or fitters shall not exceed one year

If the card issued to approved workshops and fitters is renewed, is
damaged, mal functions or is lost or stolen, the authority shall supply a
repl acenent card within five working days of receiving a detailed request to
that effect.

VWhen a new replacenent card is issued it shall carry the same “workshop”
i nformati on nunmber but the index nunmber shall be increased by one. The
authority issuing the card shall keep a register of |ost, stolen or defective
cards.

The Contracting Parties shall take all necessary measures to avoid any
risk of forgery of the cards distributed to approved fitters and workshops.
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3. The approved fitter or workshop shall place a special mark on the seals
which it affixes, and in addition, for control devices conformng to
Appendi x 1b shall introduce electronic safety data permtting, in particular

aut hentication checks. The conpetent authorities of the Contracting Parties
shall maintain a register of the marks and el ectronic safety data used and of
approved workshop and fitter cards issued.

The conpetent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall send each
other their lists of approved fitters or workshops and the cards issued to
them and al so copies of the marks used and necessary i nformation concerning
the el ectronic safety data used.

For the purpose of certifying that installation of the control device
took place in accordance with the requirenments of this Annex an installation
pl aque affixed as provided in Appendices 1 and 1b shall be used.

4, Seal s may be renmpoved by fitters or workshops approved by the conpetent
authorities in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 1 of this article
or in the circunstances described in Appendices 1 and 1b of this Agreenent.

Il - Provisions for use

Article 10

The enpl oyer and drivers shall be responsible for seeing that the
control device on the one hand and the driver card on the other hand, in the
event of the driver being required to drive a vehicle equipped with a contro
device conform ng to Appendi x 1, function and are used correctly.

Article 11

1. The enpl oyer shall issue a sufficient number of record sheets to drivers
of vehicles equipped with a control device confornming to Appendi x 1, bearing
in mnd the fact that these sheets are personal in character, the |l ength of
the period of service and the possible obligation to replace sheets which are
damaged, or have been taken by an authorized inspecting officer. The enployer
shall issue to drivers only sheets of an approved nodel suitable for use in

t he device installed on the vehicle.

If the vehicle is equipped with a control device conformng to
Appendi x 1, the enployer and the driver shall ensure that, bearing in mnd the
l ength of the period of service, the printout on request referred to in
Appendi x 1 can be carried out correctly in the event of an inspection

2. The undertaki ng shall keep in good order the record sheets for at |east
a year after use and shall give a copy to interested drivers who so request.
The sheets shall be produced or handed over at the request of inspecting

of ficers.

3. The driver card referred to in Appendi x 1b shall be issued, at the
driver's request, by the conpetent authority of the Contracting Party in which
he has his normal residence.
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A Contracting Party may require that any driver subject to the
provisions of this Agreement and normally resident on its territory should
hold a driver card.

(a) For the purposes of this Agreenent, 'nornal residence' neans the
pl ace where a person habitually lives, i.e. for at |east one hundred and
eighty-five days in each cal endar year, because of personal or occupationa
ties, or in the case of a person with no occupational ties, because of
personal ties, which show close |inks between the person and the place where
he lives.

However, the normal residence of a person whose occupational ties are in
a place other than his personal ties and who consequently lives in turn in
different places situated in two or nore Contracting Parties, is considered to
be the place where he has personal ties, provided that he returns regularly to
that place. This condition is not required when the person is living in the
territory of a Contracting Party in order to performa fixed-term assi gnnent.

(b) Drivers shall give proof of their place of normal residence, using
any neans, such as their identity card or any other valid docunent.

(c) Where the conpetent authorities of the Contracting Party issuing
the driver card have doubts as to the validity of the declaration of nornal
resi dence nmade in accordance with paragraph (b), or for the purpose of certain
speci fic checks, they may request additional information or evidence.

(d) The conpetent authorities of the Contracting Party issuing the
card shall ensure, as far as possible, that the applicant does not already
hold a valid driver card.

4, (a) The conpetent authority of the Contracting Party shall personalize
the driver card in accordance with the provisions of Appendix 1b

The adm nistrative validity of the driver card shall not exceed five
years.

A driver may only hold one valid card. He shall be authorized to use
only his own personalized card. He shall not use a card which is defective or
whi ch has expired.

VWhen a new card is issued to the driver to replace the old card it shal
have the sane driver card serial number but the index shall be increased by
one. The authority issuing the card shall keep a register of issued, stolen
| ost or defective cards for a period at |east equivalent to their period of
validity.

If the driver card is damaged or malfunctions, is lost or stolen, the
authority shall supply a replacenment card within five working days follow ng
the reception of a detailed request to that effect.
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In the event of a request for the renewal of a card of which the
validity is about to expire, the authority shall supply a new card before the
date of expiry provided that the request was submtted within the deadline
referred to in article 15, paragraph 1, second subparagraph

(b) Driver cards shall only be issued to applicants who are subject to
the provisions of this Agreenent.

(¢) The driver card shall be personal. It may not, during the period
of its admnistrative validity, be withdrawn or suspended for any reason
what ever, unless the conpetent authority of a Contracting Party observes that
the card has been forged, that the driver is using a card of which he is not
the holder or that the card has been obtained on the basis of false statenments
and/or falsified docunents. |f the above-nentioned nmeasures of suspension or
wi t hdrawal are taken by a Contracting Party other than the Contracting Party
whi ch issued the card, the former shall send the card to the authorities of
the Contracting Party which issued it giving the reasons for its return.

(d) Driver cards issued by Contracting Parties shall be mutually
recogni zed.

When the holder of a valid driver card issued by a Contracting Party has
established his normal residence in another Contracting Party, he may request
the exchange of his card for an equivalent driver card; it shall be the
responsi bility of the Contracting Party naking the exchange to verify, if
necessary, whether the card submitted is still valid.

Contracting Parties perfornm ng an exchange shall return the old card to
the authorities of the Contracting Party which issued it, giving reasons for
its return.

(e) VWhen a Contracting Party replaces or exchanges a driver card, the
repl acenent or exchange, and any subsequent replacenent or renewal, shall be
regi stered by that Contracting Party.

() Contracting Parties shall take all necessary neasures to avoid any
risk of forging of driver cards.

5. Contracting Parties shall ensure that the data required to check
conpliance with this Agreenent recorded and stored by control devices in
accordance with Appendi x 1b of this Agreenent shall be stored for not |ess
than three hundred and sixty-five days after the date on which they were
recorded and can be made avail abl e under conditions guaranteeing their safety
and accuracy.

Contracting Parties shall take all necessary neasures to ensure that
operations for the resale or decomr ssioning of control devices cannot detract
fromthe proper inplenmentation of this paragraph.
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Article 12

1. Drivers shall not use dirty or damaged record sheets or driver cards.

The sheets or driver cards shall be adequately protected on this account.

In case of damage to a sheet bearing recordings, or a driver card,
drivers shall attach the damaged sheet or the damaged driver card to the spare
sheet or the tenporary sheet used to replace it.

When drivers wish to renew their driver card, they shall apply to the
conpetent authorities of the Contracting Party in which they have their norma
residence, at latest fifteen working days before the expiry date of the card.

If a sheet bearing recordings or a driver card is damaged, drivers shal
attach the damaged sheet or driver card to the spare sheet or the tenporary
sheet used to replace it.

If the driver card is damaged or mal functions or is lost or stolen,
drivers shall apply within seven cal endar days for its replacenent to the
conpetent authorities of the Contracting Party in which they have their nornmal
resi dence.

2. Drivers shall use the record sheets or the driver card every day on
which they are driving, starting fromthe nonent when they take over the
vehicle. The record sheet or the driver card shall not be w thdrawn before
the end of the daily working period, unless its withdrawal is otherw se
authorized. No record sheet or driver card nmay be used to cover a period

| onger than that for which it is intended.

VWhen, as a result of being away fromthe vehicle, a driver is unable to
use the device fitted to the vehicle, the periods of tine indicated in
par agraph 3, second indent, (b), (c) and (d) of this article shall be entered
on the sheet, either manually, by automatic recording or by other neans,
| egibly and without dirtying the sheet.

Drivers shall anend the record sheets as necessary should there be nore
than one driver on board the vehicle, so that the information referred to in
par agraph 3, second indent, (b), (c) and (d) of this article is recorded on
the record sheet of the driver who is actually driving.

3. Drivers:

- shall ensure that the times marked on the sheet are in accordance
with official time in the country of registration of the vehicle;

- shal |l activate the switch devices to record separately and clearly
the followi ng periods of tine:

(a) under the sign ... : driving tinme;

(b) under the sign ... : all other periods of work;
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(c) under the sign ... : other periods of availability, namely:
- waiting time, i.e. the period during which drivers need

remain at their posts only for the purpose of answering any
calls to start or resune driving or to carry out other work,

- time spent beside the driver while the vehicle is in notion,
- time spent on a bunk while the vehicle is in notion;
(d) under the sign ... : breaks in work and daily rest periods.
4, Each Contracting Party may permt all the periods referred to in
par agraph 3, second indent, (b) and (c) of this article to be recorded under
the sign ... on the record sheets used on vehicles registered inits
territory.
5. The driver shall enter the following particulars on the record sheet:

(a) on beginning to use the sheet his surnane and first nane;

(b) the date and place where use of the sheet begins and the date and
pl ace where such use ends;

(c) the registration nunmber of the vehicle to which he is assigned at
the start of the first journey recorded on the sheet and then, in the event of
a change of vehicle, during use of the sheet;

(d) the odoneter reading:

- at the start of the first journey recorded on the sheet;

- at the end of the last journey recorded on the sheet;

- in the event of a change of vehicle during a working day (reading
on the vehicle to which he was assigned and readi ng on the vehicle
to which he is to be assigned);

(e) if relevant, the time of any change of vehicle.

5 bis. The driver shall enter in the control device in accordance with
Appendi x 1 the synbol of the country where he begins and that of the country
where he ends his daily period of work

The entry of the above data shall be activated by the driver, and may be
entirely manual or automatic when the control device is linked to a satellite

tracki ng system

6. The control devices defined in Appendices 1 and 1b shall be so designed
that it is possible for an authorized inspecting officer, if necessary after
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openi ng the equi pment, to read the recordings relating to the nine hours
preceding the time of the check w thout permanently deform ng, damagi ng or
soiling the sheet.

The control device shall, furthernore, be so designed that it is
possi bl e, wi thout opening the case, to verify that recordi ngs are bei ng made.

7. When a driver drives a vehicle equipped with a control device conform ng
to Appendi x 1, whenever requested by an authorized inspecting officer to do
so, he nmust be able to produce:

- record sheets for the current week, and in any case for the |ast
day of the previous week on which he drove;

- the driver card if he holds one
and

- the printouts fromthe control device defined in Appendix 1
relating to the tinme periods referred to in paragraph 3, second
i ndent, (a), (b), (c) and (d) of this article, if the driver has
driven a vehicle equipped with a control device during the period
referred to in the first indent of this paragraph

VWhen the driver drives a vehicle equipped with a control device
conform ng to Appendix 1, he shall be able, whenever requested by an
aut horized inspecting officer to do so, to produce:

- his driver card
and

- the record sheets for the same period as that referred to in the
first indent of the first paragraph, when during that period he
drove a vehicle equipped with a control device conformng to
Appendi x 1.

An aut hori zed inspecting officer may nonitor conpliance with this
Agreenent by anal ysing the record sheets, the display or printout of the data
recorded by the control device or by the driver card, or, failing this, by
anal ysi ng any ot her supporting document justifying failure to conply with a
provi sion such as those contained in article 12, paragraphs 2 and 3.

8. It shall be forbidden to falsify, delete or destroy data recorded on the
record sheet, data stored in the control device or the driver card or
printouts fromthe control device as defined in Appendix 1b. It shall also be

forbidden to tanper with the control device, the record sheet or the driver
card and/or the printouts, make theminaccessible or destroy them The
vehi cle may not be equi pped with any device enabling the above-nmenti oned
actions to be perforned.
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1. If the control device breaks down or mal functions, the enmpl oyer shal

have it repaired by an approved fitter or workshop as soon as circunstances
permt.

If the return to the headquarters of the undertaking can only take place
after a period of nore than a week as fromthe day of the breakdown or the
observed mal functioning, the repair shall be effected during the journey.

The Contracting Parties may provide for the conpetent authorities to be
enmpowered to prohibit the use of the vehicle when the breakdown or
mal functi oni ng has not been repaired under the conditions set out above.

2. If the control device breaks down or nal functions, the driver shal
enter the particulars concerning the tine periods, which are no | onger being
correctly recorded or printed out by the control device, on the record sheet
or sheets or tenporary sheet to be attached either to the record sheet or to
the driver card, with information enabling himto be identified (name and
nunber of his driving licence or name and nunber of his driver card), and
shal | append his signature.

If his card is lost, stolen or danaged or if it malfunctions, the driver
shall, at the end of his journey, print out the particulars concerning the
periods of tinme recorded by the control device and enter on the printed
docunent information enabling himto be identified (name and nunber of his
driving licence or name and nunber of his driver card) and shall append his
signature.

3. If the card is damaged or mal functions, the driver shall return it to
the conpetent authority of the Contracting Party in which he has his normal
residence. Theft of the driver card shall be the subject of a formal
declaration to the conpetent authorities of the Contracting Party where the
theft occurred.

Loss of the driver card shall be the subject of a formal declaration to
the conpetent authorities of the Contracting Party which issued it and to the
authorities of the Contracting Party of normal residence where they are
different.

The driver may continue to drive his vehicle without a personal card for
a maxi mum period of fifteen cal endar days, or for a longer period if it is
necessary to permt the vehicle to return to the headquarters of the
undert aki ng, provided that he can justify the inpossibility of producing or
using his card during this period.

When the authorities of the Contracting Party in which the driver has
his normal residence are different fromthose which i ssued the card and when
they are requested to renew, replace or exchange the driver card, they shal
informthe authorities which issued the old card of the precise reasons for
the renewal, replacenment or exchange of the card.”
