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REPORT
ATTENDANCE

1. The World Forum for Harnonization of Vehicle Regulations (WP.29) held
its one-hundred-and-twenty-third session from6 March (afternoon only, see
TRANS/ WP. 29/ 743, para. 26) to 9 March 2001 under the chairmanship of

M. B. Gauvin (France). The followi ng countries were represented, follow ng
Rule 1(a) of the Rules of Procedure of WP. 29 (TRANS/ WP.29/690): Australia;
Austria; Belgium Bulgaria; Canada; Croatia;, Czech Republic; Estonia; Finland,
France; Germany; G eece; Hungary; Italy; Japan; Latvia; Luxembourg;

Net her | ands; Norway; People's Republic of China; Pol and; Portugal; Republic of
Korea; Romani a; Russian Federation; Slovakia; Spain; Sweden; Switzerl and;

Tur key; Ukraine; United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland; United
States of Anmerica; Yugoslavia. Representatives of the European Community (EC)
partici pated. Representatives of the Republic of South Africa took part in
the session under Rule 1(b) of the Rules of Procedure of Wp.29

( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 690). The foll owi ng non-governnental organizations were also
represented: International Organization for Standardization (I1SO;
International Touring Alliance/lnternational Autonobile Association (Al T/ FlA);
I nternational Organization of Mtor Vehicle Manufacturers (O CA);

I nternational Mdtorcycle Manufacturers Association (I MVA); European

Associ ation of Autonotive Suppliers (CLEPA); European Tyre and Ri m Technica
Organi zation (ETRTO; Wrking Party "Brussels 1952" (GIB); Consuners
International (Cl); European LPG Association (AEGPL); International Mtor

Vehi cl e Inspection Commttee (CITA); Federation of European Mtorcyclists
Associ ations (FEMA); Union of Technical Assistance for Mtor Vehicle and Road
Safety (UNATAC). At the invitation of the secretariat, experts fromthe Mtor
and Equi pment Manufacturers Association (MEMA) and the Society of Autonotive
Engi neers (SAE) took part in the session.

OPENI NG OF THE SESSI ON

2. The session was opened by M. J. Capel Ferrer, Director of the
Transport Division. He acknow edged that, one year after becoming the Wrld
Forum for Harnoni zati on of Vehicle Regul ations, WP.29 had on its agenda three
multilateral agreenents, all in force, and that during the session the
respective Administrative/ Executive Committees were scheduled to neet and
execute the wi shes of the Contracting Parties. The Director also welcomed al
del egates, with particular attention to the del egation of the Federal Republic
of Yugoslavia, as a new Menber Country of the United Nations and the ECE. The
representative of Yugoslavia appreciated the wel come and confirnmed the
commitment of his country to active work in WP. 29,

3. After a brief review of the expected outcomes of the session

M. Capel Ferrer transmitted to WP.29 the wish of the Inland Transport
Conmittee to organi ze back-to-back to its sixty-fourth session

(19 to 21 February 2002) a Round-Table with the subject "New Vehicle
Propul si on Technol ogi es”. He outlined his prelimnary views of the

Round- Tabl e and proposed that it m ght be acconpani ed by an exhibition and
practical denmonstrations of progress made and future projects on vehicul ar
propul si on systens.

4, Wth regard to the secretariat matters, he said that procedures were

wel | under way for filling the vacant post responsible for GRE, GRPE and CRB

and that a conmpetent incumbent may be selected and start work within the next

six nmonths. Finally, the Director reiterated his personal conmtnent and the
dedi cation of the secretariat to provide the best possible secretariat support
to the endeavours of WP.29.
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5. WP. 29 accepted in principle the invitation for organizing a Round-
Tabl e during the next session of the ITC in cooperation with the secretari at
(see para. 3 above). It was agreed that the preparatory work should start in

the com ng forty-second session of GRPE (29 May to 1 June 2001). The experts
from O CA and CLEPA prom sed their assistance and agreed to search within
their organizations for suitable topics, research results and speakers. The
Chai rman of WP. 29 envi saged that other organizations nmight also be willing to
contribute, in particular the non-governnmental organizations and associ ations
representing fuel manufacturers.

6. When considering the scope of the Round-Table, WP.29 decided to linit
it strictly to propul sion technologies and related matters. However, it
requested the Director of the Division to present to the Bureau of the ITCits
proposal to organize in 2003, during the sixty-fifth session of |TC another
Round- Tabl e, focused on "Intelligent Transport Systenms". During the
consideration of this proposal many conments were put forward justifying
urgent attention to this fast devel oping area.

7. Considering its wider responsibilities and the existing human
resources in the secretariat, W. 29 expressed its concerns that its future
wor k woul d be conpromi sed by further increase of the work pressure on the

exi sting staff of the Unit assigned to vehicle construction. It confirmed
that, for a considerable period of tine, the secretariat had to prioritize its
work at the expense of functions not directly related to servicing of
nmeetings. To ensure that its increased responsibilities would fully be
covered both at adm nistrative and professional levels, W,.29 invited the
Director of the Division to request in the future regul ar budget biennium one
addi ti onal general service post and one additional professional post for the
vehicle construction Unit. The del egations also agreed to comrunicate this
request to their Permanent M ssions at Geneva and New York, together with its
justifications.

A SESSI ON OF WP. 29

1. ADOPTI ON OF THE AGENDA
8. The provisional agenda (TRANS/ WP. 29/ 775) was adopted by WP.29 with the
nodi fi cati ons noted bel ow

9. The secretariat acknow edged that the situation had inproved with the

distribution of printed docunents before the session. Not issued were the
reports of the subsidiary bodies of WP. 29 (agenda itenms 3.1. to 3.4.) and one
wor ki ng docunment (agenda item4.2.3.). However, all these docunents had been
readily available in their original |anguages via the Internet, in the website
of WP. 29 (http://ww. unece. org/trans/ min/wel cwp29. ht m
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10. The docunents distributed without a synmbol during the session are
listed in annex 1 to this report.
2. COORDI NATI ON AND ORGANI ZATI ON OF WORK
2. 1. Report of the Administrative Committee for the Coordination of Whrk
(WP. 29/ AC. 2)
11. The seventy-fifth session of WP. 29/ AC. 2, considering the coordination

and organi zati on of work of WP.29, was held on 6 March 2001 (nmorning only, see
TRANS/ WP, 29/ 743, para. 26), under the chairmanship of M. B. Gauvin (France)
and attended by representatives of the European Community (EC); France;
Germany; Italy; Japan; Luxenmbourg; Netherlands; Russian Federation; United

Ki ngdom United States of America.

12. WP. 29/ AC. 2 reviewed the provisional agenda of the current session

of WP.29. It comrended the new structure of the agenda, separating clearly
the duties with respect to the Agreenments of 1958, 1998 and 1997. Sone

nodi fications of the agenda were recomended (see para. 8 above). Concerning
the deferred items, it was noted that:

(a) For items 4.2.2. and 4.2.16. the publication of the Directive on Buses
and Coaches in the European Conmunity should be awaited, in order to ensure a
conpl ete alignment of provisions proposed for the relevant ECE Regul ati ons.

(b) For item4.2.6., additional time was deened necessary to reconsider
the proposed anendnents in the com ng session(s) of GRE

(c) For items 4.3.1. to 4.3.3. the internal procedures in the European
Comunity were still in progress and the consideration and voting by AC 1
shoul d therefore await their conpletion. The expert fromthe European
Comunity expl ai ned that consent was needed by the European Parlianent and the
Council of Mnisters and that delays were al so caused by translations into the
el even wor ki ng | anguages of the EC

13. Foll owi ng a previ ous agreenment (TRANS/ WP. 29/743, para. 18), WP.29/AC. 2
noted with satisfaction that the Steering Commttee of IHRA (Internationa

Har moni zed Research Activities) had prepared a presentation to Wp. 29,
outlining its activities and proposing cooperation links. Although not

envi saged in the session agenda, it recommended this presentation to take

pl ace on Thursday 8 March, in the norning. It was foreseen that the
cooperation with I HRA should al so enconpass the intelligent transport systens
(ITS - see para. 6 above). WP.29/AC.2 recommended | TS as a new ngj or agenda
itemboth for its own and for WP.29 sessions in June 2001, and suggested to
invite all delegations to collect and transmt for consideration the reviews
of ITS-related activities in their countries.

14. WP. 29/ AC. 2 considered in detail the questions of the programe of work
whi ch had been nodified by the secretariat follow ng the decision taken during
the previous session of WP.29 (TRANS/ WP. 29/ 743, para. 22). It agreed in
principle that any future work priorities referring to the work of WP. 29
and/or its subsidiary bodies mght be addressed in a separate docunent, if
advant ageous, or more feasible. For the projects proposed by Australia and
Germany (see paras. 21 and 22 below), WP.29/AC. 2 reconmended to study the
proposal s and, depending on the confirned interests by the countries,
suggested that WP.29 could endorse their introduction in the programe of work
in its one-hundred-and twenty-fourth session in June 2001
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15. Concerning the expected agenda for the June 2001 session of WP. 29, the
Adm ni strative Committee WP. 29/ AC. 2 noted the draft presented by the
secretariat. On the basis of the request by the representative of Italy, it
agreed to insert conditionally also a proposal for a corrigendumto Regul ation
No. 22 and a Suppl enent to Regul ation No. 110, which only should be considered
by GRSP and GRPE in their sessions of May/June 2001

16. WP. 29/ AC. 2 noted the information by the secretariat that English and
French versions of the draft publication (TRANS/ WP.29/2000/65 - "WP.29 - How
it Works - How to Join it") were about to be rel eased, whilst the Russian
version was expected for the end of April 2001. It invited the secretariat to
present as an addendum the anendnents to the draft, including those received
fromthe United States of America and fromthe European Comrunity.

17. Following the initial consideration of the subject, the representative
of the United Kingdomconfirned its intention to table, in the June 2001
session of WP.29/AC. 2, a working docunent concerning the questions of uniform
application of type approval procedures (TRANS/ WP.29/743, para. 16.).

18. Besi des the above- menti oned questions, WP.29/AC. 2 consi dered a nunber

of other subjects including, e.g. preparation of the Round-Table for the next

session of the ITC, prelimnary results of the work of the Multi-disciplinary

group of experts on safety in tunnels, revision of annex 2 to the Consoli dated
Resol ution on Road Traffic Safety (R E.1), and the order of consideration of

i ndi vi dual agenda itens of the current session

19. WP. 29 noted the report of the WP.29/AC. 2 session and accepted its
recommendati ons. \Wherever applicable, these recomendations are reflected in
the rel ated sections of the report.

2.2. Programme of work and priorities

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/2001/1; informal docunents Nos. 3 and 9 of annex 1
to this report.

20. The progranmme of work, prepared by the secretariat, was noted.
WP. 29 invited the Chairmen of the subsidiary bodies to exanine it and to
indicate to the secretariat any corrections or nodifications deemed necessary.

21. The representative of Australia presented informal document No. 3,
contai ning the cost-benefit analysis of the proposed new draft Regul ati on,
setting a performance standard for a vehicle cabin air quality nonitor

( TRANS/ WP, 29/ 743, paras. 24 and 25).

22. The representative of Germany introduced the projects of two new draft
Regul ati ons concerni ng hydrogen powered vehicles (informl docunent No. 9).

23. WP. 29 had an exchange of views on both projects and comended the

del egations of Australia and Germany for their preparatory work. As a result,
WP. 29 agreed to follow the recomrendati on of WP.29/AC. 2 and exami ne the
interests in establishing these new draft regulations, in order to prepare for
a qualified decision concerning their introduction in the programre of work
during its next session in June 2001

2. 3. Matters arising fromthe sixty-third session of the |Inland Transport
Committee (1 TC)

24, WP. 29 noted the information by the secretariat concerning the
proceedi ngs of the ITC session. It also accepted the invitation to prepare a
Round- Tabl e for the sixty-fourth session of the ITC (see para. 5 above) and
suggested a topic for another future Round-Table (see para. 6 above).
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2.4, Ad hoc multi-disciplinary group of experts on safety in tunnels
Docunentation: Informal document No. 8 of annex 1 to this report.
25. The secretariat informed WP.29 about the results of the second neeting

of the group and preparation of its third nmeeting (20-21 March 2001). The
list of the docunments of the group available via the Internet was distributed
(informal document No. 8).

3. CONSI DERATI ON OF THE REPORTS OF THE WORKI NG PARTI ES
SUBSI DI ARY TO WP. 29

3. 1. Working Party on Brakes and Runni ng Gear (GRRF)
(Forty-fourth session, 3-6 April 2000)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRRF/ 48.

26. The oral presentation of the proceedings given by the GRRF Chairnman
during the previous session was recalled (TRANS/ WP. 29/ 743, paras. 50-58) and
WP. 29 approved the report.

3.2. Working Party on Noi se (GRB)
(Thirty-third session, 14 and 15 Septenber 2000)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRB/ 31.

27. WP. 29 recalled the informati on which had been given by the Chairman of
GRB during the one-hundred-and-twenty-second session ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 743,
paras. 59-64) and approved the report.

3.3. Wrking Party on Lighting and Light-Signalling (GRE)
(Forty-fifth session, 2-6 October 2000)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRE/ 45.

28. WP. 29 recall ed the detail ed presentation of the results of the

sessi on, which had been given by the GRE Chairman during the previous session
( TRANS/ WP, 29/ 743, paras. 65-79) and approved the report.

29. Referring to an additional neeting, which continued the work started
during the forty-fifth session, the Chairman of GRE gave an oral report of the
informal GRE neeting, held in Geneva from 10 to 12 January 2001

( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 743, paras. 67 and 75). He said that the informal nmeeting
concentrated on the el aboration of a draft gl obal technical regulation
concerning the installation of lighting and light-signalling devices, and

qualified the work done during the neeting as very successful. He estimated
that about fifty per cent of the draft had been exam ned, however, |eaving
still some itens opened for further discussion. To keep the nmonmentum the GRE

Chai rman requested WP. 29's endorsenment for another informal GRE neeting, to be
hel d in August or Septenber 2001. He also brought to the attention of WP.29 a
nunber of questions concerning general principles of global technica

regul ations, their structure, format, extent of their incorporation into
national l|egislation, etc. He offered to prepare a working documnent
presenting these basic questions for an initial consideration by WP.29/AC. 2 in
June 2001.
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30. WP. 29 approved the request for the additional informal neeting of GRE
and requested the GRE Chairman to provide during the next session of Wp. 29

i nformati on concerning the venue and actual dates of the neeting. Regarding
the principal questions concerning global technical regulations, WP. 29

acknow edged their potential inportance and accepted the idea of their

consi deration by WP.29/AC. 2 during the seventy-sixth session.

3. 4. Working Party on General Safety Provisions (GRSG
(Seventy-ninth session, 16-19 Cctober 2000)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRS 58.

31. The presentation given by the GRSG Chairman during the previous
session was recall ed (TRANS/ WP, 29/ 743, paras. 80-89) and WP. 29 approved the
report.

32. The Chairman of WP.29 confirmed that, contrary to the information
reported during the previous session (TRANS/ WP. 29/ 743, para. 89), the Chairman
of GRSG agreed to chair also the eighty-first session, schedul ed at Geneva
from8 to 11 October 2001, as the |last one before his retirenent, opening a
position for an election of a new Chairman.

33. In relation to the above, the representative of Bel giuminfornmed WP. 29
that he was expected to take up soon a position in the Conmmi ssion of the

Eur opean Conmunities and that for this reason he was withdrawi ng his

candi dature for the GRSG Chai rnmanship

3.5. H ghlights of the recent sessions
(Oral reports by the Chairnen)

3.5.1. Working Party on Passive Safety (GRSP)
(Twenty-ei ghth session, 27 Novenmber -1 December 2000)

34. The Chairman began his report by inform ng WP.29 about the issue of
the possible danger of hearing damage caused by an airbag deploynment. He
sai d that GRSP had considered that research in this area should continue
before taking a decision concerning any noise linmt for an airbag depl oyment.
The experts from France and Switzerland agreed to prepare a joint proposal and
submit it to GRSP.

35. Concerning the "I SOFI X' anchorages for the child restraints, the

Chai rman sai d that GRSP had begun the consideration, as a first step, of an
amendnent to Regul ation No. 14 and Regul ati on No. 44, incorporating the two
lower rigid "ISOFI X* anchorages. He infornmed WP.29 that the work on this
first step should continue and that for the second step research should
continue to enable GRSP to make a choice between the top tether or a support
leg as a third support for child restraints. He also inforned WP.29 that sone
experts were di sappointed with the two-step approach. The Chairman informed
WP. 29 that GRSP had al so begun the consideration of a global technica

regul ati on on safety-belt anchorages.

36. He al so recall ed agreenents reached on proposals to amend Regul ati ons
Nos. 16 (Safety-belts), 44 (Child restraints), and 94 (Frontal collision
protection), and on a draft Corrigendumto Regulation No. 17 (Strength of
seats). He announced that these proposals would be transnmtted to WP.29 and
AC.1 for consideration at their June 2001 sessions. Concerning Regul ation

No. 22 (Protective helnmets), he said that an additional draft Corrigendumto
the 05 series of anmendnments to Regul ation No. 22 was expected to be adopted by
GRSP at its next session.
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37. Concerning the future work, he said that devel opment of

Regul ati ons Nos. 14 (Safety-belt anchorages), 16 (Safety-belts), 17 (Strength
of seats), 21 (Interior fittings), 29 (Cabs of conmercial vehicles), and 44
(Child restraints) was expected to continue. Concerning other items of the
GRSP programmre of work, the Chairman noted that for Regulation No. 94 (Fronta
collision protection) GRSP had agreed to resolve in its session of May 2001
the issue of the warning | abels for rear-facing child restraints in seats
protected by a frontal airbag. Concerning Regulation No. 95 (Latera
collision protection), the Chairman recalled that for the deformable barrier
desi gn new proposals were expected to be received for consideration during the
forthcom ng sessions.

38. Referring to the evaluation of the injury risk to the cervical spine
in |ow speed rear-end inpact accidents, the Chairman informed WP.29 that,

after the consent given by WP.29 for the elaboration of a new draft Regul ation
( TRANS/ WP, 29/ 735, para. 69), the correspondi ng proposal would be considered in
future sessions. He rem nded WP.29 that to reduce this whip-lash injury
danger, anmendnments woul d al so be necessary to Regul ations Nos. 17 and 25
(Strength of seats and Head restraints).

3.5.2. Woirking Party on Pollution and Energy (GRPE)
(Forty-first session, 16-19 January 2001)

39. The Chairman of GRPE recalled that, follow ng the endorsenment by WP. 29
at its one-hundred-and-twenty-first session, two informal neetings preceded
the forty-first GRPE session. He stated that, in order to accomodate this
extended programme, the neeting had started one and a half days earlier
however, wi thout sinultaneous interpretation (TRANS/ WP.29/735, paras. 72

and 73). The results of the informal neetings had been reported to GRPE and
woul d be fully reflected in the session report.

40. The informal group charged with devel opnent of a worl d-w de notorcycle
em ssion test cycle (WMIC) had held its second informal meeting. The Chairman
of WMIC reported that the group had reviewed the proposed driving cycles and a
test procedure. He stated that the group could conplete the proposal for a

G obal Harnoni zed Test Procedure by May 2001, when the validation progranme
shoul d conmence. During the neeting, the WMIC group al so revi ewed research
activities in the area concerned and had agreed on its further work schedul e.
The Chairman of GRPE confirned that the WMIC group should have its next
informal neeting just after the forty-second GRPE session

41. The wor ki ng group on worl d-wi de heavy-duty certification procedure
(WHDC) had held its tenth informal nmeeting. |Its Chairman had subnmitted to
GRPE for consideration a candidate for a world transient cycle representing
real -1ife heavy-duty engine operation. He had reported that the first step of
the validation tests had comrenced and the report would be presented during
the next GRPE session. During the WHDC wor ki ng group neeting, |SO had
reported on its activities in the area concerned. The GRPE Chairman asked

WP. 29 for guidelines with regard to the further work of the WHDC wor ki ng group
and the process of establishing a global technical regulation under the

1998 d obal Agreenent.

42. The GRPE Chairnman reported that, during its session, GRPE had heard a
presentation by Dr. Krzyzanowski fromthe World Health Organization (WHO
regarding particulate enmi ssions. After an extensive discussion, GRPE had
agreed to formthe Particulate Enmi ssion working group, for which the terns of
reference had been adopted. Subject to the endorsenent by WP.29, the group
shoul d have its first informal nmeeting just after the forty-second GRPE

sessi on.
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43. Reporting on the work of the GRPE itself, the Chairman informed WP. 29
t hat anendnents had been adopted to Regul ati ons Nos. 83 (Eni ssions of ML and
N1 categories of vehicles), 100 (Battery electric vehicles), and 67 (Equi pnent
for LPG and that GRPE had agreed to transmit themto WP.29 and AC. 1 for

consi deration at their June 2001 sessions.

44, Concerning the future work, the GRPE Chairman provided concise

i nformati on on a new area of activity, hybrid vehicles, where GRPE started to
eval uate rel evance of all ECE Regul ations on the basis of a proposal by
France. He also nentioned that work should continue on a nunmber of proposals
related to a nunber of ECE Regul ati ons under the GRPE s responsibility, but
did no go into any details.

45, Foll owi ng a remi nder by an expert from O CA, the GRPE Chairman
reported that, after an exchange of information on national and internationa
requi renents on enissions, a proposal had been made for devel opnent of a

gl obal technical regulation regarding on-board diagnostic systens (OBD) for
heavy-duty vehicles. GRPE had supported this initiative in principle,
agreei ng however that it would be up to the Contracting Parties to the 1998
G obal Agreenment to include this itemon the |ist of priorities for

devel opnent of gl obal technical regul ations.

3.5.3. Whrking Party on Brakes and Running Gear (GRRF)
(Forty-ninth session, 29 January - 2 February 2001)

46. The Chairman of GRRF informed WP.29 on the adoption of anendnents to
Regul ati ons Nos. 13 and 13-H, relating to the avoi dance of false indication of
sensor failures of anti-lock systens, updating prescriptions for vehicles

equi pped with inertia braking systems, alignment to Appendi x B2 of the

Eur opean Agreement concerning the International Carriage of Dangerous Goods by
Road (ADR), and electric vehicles. He said that these anmendnents,
consolidated also with the anendnents adopted at the forty-eighth session of
GRRF, would be transnmitted to WP.29 and AC. 1 for consideration at their
sessions of June 2001.

47. Referring to another proposal concerning the conditions under which
el ectric parking braking systens coul d use common conponents fromthe service
braki ng system the Chairman i nforned WP. 29 that agreenment had been reached,
subject to a study reservation fromthe experts from Japan.

48. He al so recalled that the proposal for Mdul ar Type Approval for
Trailers had reached general agreenment and that a formal adoption could be
expected at the next GRRF session in September 2001. He said that single
approval of trailers had also been considered, and that a concrete proposal on
this issue was expected to be transnmitted to GRRF for consideration. He

i nformed WP. 29 that work woul d continue on Periodical Technical |nspections
and on illum nation of stop lanps. Referring to other braking questions, he
informed WP. 29 that a final report by the United Kingdom on conpatibility of
heavy vehicle conbi nati ons had been presented, and that CGRRF had agreed to
consider it in an informal neeting to be hosted by the United Kingdom

49, Referring to the amendnments to Regul ation No. 89 (Speed limtation
devices), the Chairman i nforned WP.29 that work had been conpleted on a
proposal concerning ML and N1 category vehicles and that WP. 29 woul d be
invited to consider it in its next session, in June 2001. He recalled that
the subject was not only technical and the expert from Germany had made a
decl aration opposing the incorporation of provisions for Adjustable Speed
Limting Devices into the Regul ation.
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50. The Chairman of GRRF informed WP.29 on the progress in preparing a

gl obal technical regulation on tyres reached by the informal group during its
| ast neeting in London. He nentioned that, after the events in the United
States of America (TRANS/ WP. 29/ 743, para. 55), the urgency of amending the

US Federal Mdtor Vehicle Safety Standard on tyres needed to be taken into
account in further work. He also reported that devel opment continued of a new
tyre adhesion test, and announced that a new neeting of the informal group was
schedul ed to be held in June 2001

51. Concerning the tyre Regul ations annexed to the 1958 Agreenment, the
Chai rman reported that proposals for draft amendments to Regul ati on Nos. 30
(Pneumatic tyres), 54 (Pneumatic tyres for comrercial vehicles) and 109
(Retreaded pneunmatic tyres for commercial vehicles) should be transmtted to
WP. 29 and AC.1 for their June 2001 sessions, whilst the work was expected to
continue on devel opment of Regul ations Nos. 106 (Agriculture tyres)

and 108 (Retreaded pneumatic tyres).

52. On the inmportant issue of whether the Adaptive Cruise Control system
(ACC) should be subject to regulatory control, GRRF considered that ACC
systens were covered by the current text of Regulation No. 13, if they
interacted with braking systems. He also confirmed the opinion of GRRF that,
inits current state of devel opment, this new technol ogy could be inhibited by
unjustified regulatory requirenents.

53. Concerni ng other areas of work, the Chairman said that devel opnent
conti nued of Regul ations Nos. 78 (Modtorcycle braking), 79 (Steering

equi prent), 90 (Replacenment brake linings), 111 (Handling and stability), as
well as the work on the draft new Regul ati on on Weels, draft global technica
regul ati on on replacenent brake |inings, and the harnoni zation of motorcycle
braki ng requirenents, an area where the industry was denonstrating its
commitment by devoting substantial effort in a test programe to inform

di scussi on.

54, Referring to the study reservation made during the session of GRRF
(see para. 47 above), the representative of Japan infornmed WP. 29 that
consideration in his country had now enabl ed the reservation to be lifted.

3.5.4. Working Party on Noise (GRB)
(Thirty-fourth session, 20 — 23 February 2001)

55. The GRB Chairman reported that consideration continued of the proposa
for a new draft ECE Regul ati on concerning the tyre rolling sound eni ssion.
This new Regul ation is expected to parallel the future European Conmmunity
Directive concerning the sanme subject, and anending the existing EC Directive
on tyres. The proposal had been fully devel oped and only m nor refinenents
and a final approval of the proposed |limts and transitional provisions were

still under consideration. The Chairman said that, in the European Comrunity,
there was an ongoing conciliation procedure between the European Parlianent
and the Council, searching for the reduction of limt values and acceptable

transitional conditions.

56. Consi dering the second major subject of the session, the Chairnman
reported that GRB had continued its discussion concerning devel opnent of
Regul ati on No. 51 regarding noise em ssion fromM and N categories of
vehicles. He explained that an increasing nunber of public conplaints
regardi ng urban traffic noise and the availability of new technol ogy had
created a climate for re-exanination of the test nethod and approval limts in
Regul ation No. 51, with the aimof reducing further the actual urban traffic
noi se. He informed GRB about investigations carried out by different

del egations and the statistical work done, evaluating actual vehicle operation
conditions. On the bases of these results, GRB had agreed in principle to
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develop a new nore realistic noise test method. Three del egations had conme to
di fferent conclusions concerning the test procedure and had tabled different
proposals. To find a way forward, GRB had conpiled a |ist of questions, which
shoul d be resol ved by devel oping a new test method Regul ation No. 51. The
Chai rman said that GRB had agreed to study these questions carefully for a

t hor ough di scussion at the next session, where a concise plan for further work
shoul d be established.

57. Wth respect to Regulation No. 59, the Chairman said that GRB had
consi dered three anendnents proposed by the Russian Federation, including the
request to extend the Regulation to all Mand N vehicles. Although this
guestion had al ready been discussed in the past, the experts agreed to exani ne
again the presence of a market for replacement exhaust systems for |arge
vehicles and, in a positive case, re-consider the feasibility of defining a
test method for such systenms. The second proposed anmendnent related to an
appropriate test reference, to the version of Regulation No. 51 in force
during the original approval, also for the approval of the replacenent
silencer. The third anmendnent was originally intended for the Russian

| anguage version only, but was in principle parallel to anendnents, which had
been incorporated in Regulation No. 92 for notorcycle replacenent exhaust
systens. GRB invited the experts fromthe Russian Federation to conplete
their proposal in this respect, for consideration at the next session

5. 1998 AGREEMENT ( GLOBAL)

5.1. Legal and administrative procedures and the status of the Agreenent
Docunent ati on: I nformal document No. 7 of annex 1 to this report.

77. WP. 29 was addressed by Ms. Margo Oge, Director of the Ofice of Mobile

Sources, Office of Air and Radiation, of the U S. Environmental Protection
Agency. She recalled her previous presentations to WP.29, in 1996, when the
G obal Agreenent had been proposed and in 1998, when it had been opened for
signature and signed by the United States of Anmerica. She stressed the
principles of the Agreement and invited its Contracting Parties and WP.29 to
implement it to the benefits of society. She suggested the following criteria
in establishing regulatory priorities:

- | mportance in protecting public health, safety and the environnent,
that will also maxinm ze resources

- Har moni zati on, but not at the expense of public health, environnental
protection, or vehicle safety;

- Show success early on in the process; and
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- Addr ess new i ssues where countries have not devel oped regul atory
positions or approaches.

78. In the discussion which followed Ms. Oge's speech, WP.29 and the
Contracting Parties to the G obal Agreenent faced the questions concerning the
conduct of work of the Executive Comrittee of the Agreement. Nunerous
experts, particularly from non-governnmental organizations, presented their
strong pleas to allow the presence of observers in the sessions of the
Committee. WP.29 concluded that all provisions concerning the work of the
Executive Committee and functions of the Agreenment were fully spelled out in
the text of the Agreenent, including the transparency of the process of
establishing global technical regulations. W, 29 also agreed that a decision
concerning the presence of observers in the sessions was fully in the purview
of the Contracting Parties to the Agreenent, forming its Executive Comittee.

79. The representative of the Republic of South Africa nmade a statenent,
which is reproduced in annex 4 to the report.

80. The secretariat presented informal docunent No. 7 and confirned that
no additional information had been received since the date of its preparation
Therefore, it correctly reflected the status information (11 Contracting
Parties and 2 Signatories).

81. The representative of the Russian Federation drew the attention of
WP. 29 to the question of harnonization of autonotive regulatory requirenents
anongst countries operating various type approval systens and countries
operating the self-certification system WP.29 agreed in practice that the
provi sions of the 1998 Agreenent guaranteed such functions and that, whenever
appropriate, a global technical regulation could be inported in the

1958 Agreenent, where it would acquire the reciprocal recognition of type
approval s.

5. 2. Future gl obal technical regqulations (gtr)

82. WP. 29 noted the working docunments containing various considerations
concerni ng proposals for future candi date gl obal technical regulations and
their priorities. The expert from CLEPA presented the views of his

organi zation (informal docunment No. 2). Noted were also informal docunents
tabl ed by Canada and the United States of Anerica (informal docunents Nos. 4
and 5). Consideration of the subject was left to the Executive Comrittee.

6. 1997 AGREEMENT (/| NSPECTI ONS)

6.1. Status of the Agreenent

Docunent ati on: I nformal document No. 7 of annex 1 to this report.

83. The secretariat presented i nformal docunent No. 7 and confirned that

no additional information had been received since the date of its preparation
Therefore, it correctly reflected the status information (5 Contracting
Parties, 19 Signatories).

84. The secretariat encouraged the representatives of the nineteen
signatory countries to expedite their ratification procedures in order to
allow the full functioning of the Agreenent.
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85. The representative of Finland said that the national ratification
procedure in his country was under way and envi saged that his country woul d
soon join the five current Contracting Parties.

86. The Chairman recalled that the draft Rule No. 1 had in principle been
adopted by WP.29 and after that was endorsed by the ECE Regi onal Conference on
Transport and the Environment (Vienna, 12-14 Novenber 1997). He invited WP. 29
to exam ne the proposals, which were |ater presented to amend this Rule.

87. The representative of the Russian Federation said that, fromthe
proposal presented by his country (TRANS/ WP. 1/1998/5), the suggestion to
speci fy conditions under which the noise of an inspected vehicle should be
nmeasured deserved attention. However, he agreed that this m ght be considered
at sone future occasion. Consequently, he w thdrew document TRANS/ WP. 1/1998/5
from consi derati on.

88. WP. 29 noted that document TRANS/ WP.29/1999/18 referred to the Russian
text only of the draft Rule No. 1 (ECE/ RCTE/ CONF./5/FINAL) and agreed in
principle that the appropriate corrections should be carried out when Rule
No. 1 was finalized in the Russian |anguage.

89. Docunment TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1999/ 19 was introduced by the expert from Cl TA,
who recalled the justification of the proposals to anend draft Rule No. 1.
WP. 29 consi dered the docunent and adopted only the proposals reproduced bel ow.

Paragraph 3.1.1., Vehicles with positive-ignition engines, for "Exhaust
em ssions controll ed by an advanced control™ introduce into "PRI NCI PAL REASONS
FOR REJECTI ON' a new item reading:

- at high idling speed | ambda outside of the range 1 + 0.03, or
outside of the manufacturer's specifications"

Paragraph 3.1.2., Vehicles with conpression-ignition engines, for "Snoke
absorption coefficient (acc. To ECE Regul ation No. 24) 1/" introduce a
reference to a new footnote 2/ and a new footnote 2/, to read:

"2/ Equi val ent neasuring nethods are allowed."

Paragraph 4., NO SE EM SSI ONS, " PRI NCI PAL _REASONS FOR REJECTION', anend to
read:

90. Concl udi ng the consideration of the draft Rule No. 1

(ECE/ RCTE/ CONF. / 5/ FI NAL), WP. 29 reconmended its adoption by the Adm nistrative
Committee of the 1997 Agreenent, with the anendnents reproduced in

par agraph 89 above, and with the appropriate corrections of the text in the
Russi an | anguage, based on document TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1999/ 18.
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6.2.2. Draft Rule No. 2 (Inspections with regard to safety)

Docunent ati on: ( TRANS/ WP, 29/ 1999/ 44) ; TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 19; i nf or mal
docurment No. 6 of annex 1 to this report.

91. WP. 29 noted that the proposal for draft Rule No. 2 contained the
safety provisions which had been in principle agreed by WP.29 during its one-
hundr ed- and-tent h session in Novenmber 1996, however, updated by the nost
recent proposal received from Cl TA.

92. The secretariat confirmed that docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/2001/ 19 superseded
the original proposal (TRANS/ WP.29/1999/44). It also explained that sone
sections of docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 19 had been copied from
TRANS/ WP. 29/ 1999/ 44 and that these needed additional consideration, not only
with respect to their relevance, but also in order to propose the nethods of

i nspecti on.

93. The representative of the Russian Federation introduced informal
docurment No. 6, proposing sone additional anendnents. He acknow edged that
the nethods of inspection were already contained in TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 19 and
agreed to withdraw the proposal concerning the environmental inspection, which
were not rel evant.

94. WP. 29 considered document TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 19 and considered to
request a conpetent advice from Cl TA concerning the sections of the proposa
whi ch had been transferred fromthe former document (TRANS/ WP.29/1999/44). It
was agreed that the comments by CITA might conveniently be exam ned during the
one- hundr ed- and-twenty-si xth session of WP.29, in March 2002. A decision in
principle was nmade that, after March 2002, an opportunity to exam ne the text
woul d al so be given to the responsible Working Parties, i.e. GRRF, GRE

and GRSG

95. The expert from Cl TA accepted the invitation to revi ew docunment
TRANS/ WP, 29/ 2001/ 19. He agreed that the exam nation should focus on
elimnating any contradictions with the European Conmunity Counci

Directive 96/ 96/ EC and agreed to take also into account all relevant proposals
of informal document No. 6.

97. The expert from CI TA confirnmed that, whilst the provisions of the
proposed update of annex 2 to R E. 1 were nore detailed, both technical content
and the nunmbering of itens were aligned with the European Comrunity Directive
96/ 96/ EC where possi bl e and appropriate. Concerning the proposal for
addi ti onal amendnents, which had been submtted by Ukraine

( TRANS/ WP, 29/ 2001/ 18), he said that sone should be taken into account and

i ncorporated into TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 20.
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98. WP. 29 consi dered and adopted docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 20, with the
anmendnents reproduced in annex 3 to this report, including also rel evant

nmodi fications proposed by Ukraine in document TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 18. WP. 29
invited the secretariat to transmt the adopted text of annex 2 to RE 1 to
the Working Party on Road Traffic Safety, in line with the decisions taken
during the one-hundred-and-twenty-first session (TRANS/ WP.29/735, paras. 105
and 106).

Transport Systens) and described the participation, |eading countries and
organi zations, and the close relations to the Technical Conferences on
Enhanced Safety of Vehicles (ESV).

103. The information received was highly appreciated. It was noted that
the mpjority of IHRA working groups relate to matters within the scope of
activities of GRSP with, however, the exception of Intelligent Transport
Systens (I TS), which could relate to several subsidiary bodi es of WP. 29.
