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REPORT
ATTENDANCE
1. The World Forum for Harnoni zati on of Vehicle Regul ations (WP.29) held its

one- hundred-and-twenty-fourth session from26 to 29 June 2001, under the

chai rmanship of M. B. Gauvin (France). The followi ng countries were
represented, following Rule 1(a) of the Rules of Procedure of WP.29
(TRANS/ WP, 29/ 690): Australia; Austria; Belgium Bulgaria; Canada; Croatia;
Czech Republic; Estonia; Finland; France; Georgia; Germany; G eece; Hungary;
Italy; Japan; Kazakhstan; Latvia; Luxenbourg; Netherlands; Norway; People's
Republ i ¢ Chi na; Pol and; Portugal; Republic of Korea; Romania; Russian
Federation; Slovakia; Slovenia; South Africa; Spain; Sweden; Switzerland; The
former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia; Turkey; United Kingdomof Geat Britain
and Northern Ireland; United States of Anmerica. Representatives of the
European Community (EC) participated. Representatives of Thailand took part in
the session under Rule 1(b) of the Rules of Procedure of WP.29
(TRANS/ WP, 29/ 690). The foll owi ng non-governnmental organizations were al so
represented: |International Organization for Standardi zation (ISO);

3. The secretariat acknow edged that, with an exception of only two

docunent s ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 25; TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 30), the docunents listed in
the agenda were issued in the foreseen working | anguages, although some of them
only fairly recently. At the same tine, it was noted that the origina

versi ons of the working docunents had been tinmely available via the Internet,

in the website of WP.29 ( http://ww. unece. org/trans/ mai n/ wel cwp29. htm ).
The website featured al so those i nfornal documents which were received by the
secretariat before the session.

4, The docunents distributed without a synbol during the session are |isted
in annex 1 to this report.

2. COORDI NATI ON AND ORGANI ZATI ON OF WORK

5. During the first day of the session, WP.29 was addressed by

M. J. Capel Ferrer, Director of the Transport Division. He informed WP. 29
that his chairing of the International Conference on Intelligent Transport
Systens - The Road to Future Standards (see para. 23 below) prevented himfrom
joining WP.29 for the opening of the session. He infornmed WP.29 briefly about
the Conference and explained its ains.

6. Recal | i ng the devel opnents after the March session of WP. 29,

M. Capel Ferrer briefed WP.29 about the Hi gh | evel neeting on Transport,

Envi ronment and Heal th, organi zed by the ECE and the European Regional office
of the World Health Organization (WHO on 4 May 2001. He described that the
meeting in principle nmerged the processes started by the 1997 ECE Conference on
Transport and Environment in Vienna and the 1999 London Conference on Health,
Transport and Environment. He also recalled that the High | evel neeting had
decided that further ministerial meetings should consider the possible

| aunchi ng of negotiations of a Franmework convention on transport, environnent
and health. A final decision should be taken at a second Hi gh | evel neeting,
to be convened before the next environmental summt (ten years after the Ri o de
Janeiro sunmit), taking place in Johannesburg in Autum 2002.

7. M. Capel Ferrer also reported on the fifty-sixth session of the ECE

whi ch agai n addressed the questions of transport and the environnment. Finally,
he gave a short information about the situation in the secretariat, where a

sel ection process was in progress of a candidate for the vacant post of a
Secretary servicing three subsidiary bodies of WP.29. He reiterated his
personal conmtnent and that of the secretariat and wi shed WP.29 success inits
wor k.
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8. Fol | owi ng the above-nentioned address, statenents were nade by the
representatives of South Africa and the Republic of Korea, regarding their
countries’ accession to the 1998 and 1958 Agreenents (see paras. 79 and 80
bel ow) .

9. The representative of Japan inforned WP. 29 about a Mnisterial Conference
on Transport and Environnent to be held in Tokyo, in January 2002. For the
details see para. 127 bel ow

2. 1. Report of the Adnministrative Commttee for the Coordination of Wrk
(WP, 29/ AC. 2)

10. The seventy-si xth session of W. 29/ AC. 2, considering the coordination and
organi zati on of work of WP.29, was held on 25 June 2001, under the chairnmanship
of M. B. Gauvin (France) and attended by representatives of the European
Community (EC); France; Germany; ltaly; Japan; Luxenbourg; Netherlands; Russian
Federation; United Kingdom United States of Anerica.

11. WP, 29/ AC. 2 revi ewed the provisional agenda of the current session
of WP. 29 (TRANS/ WP. 29/790) and recomended sone nodifications (see para. 2
above). Concerning the deferred itens, it was noted that:

(a) For item 4.2.14. no consent had yet been reached in the EC,

(b) For itens 4.3.1. to 4.3.3. the internal procedures in the EC were stil
in progress and the consideration and voting by AC 1 should therefore await
their conpletion;

(c) For item4.4.1. the vote should be in conjunction with the related new
draft Regulation (item4.3.1.);

(d) For item4.4.3. no consent had yet been reached in the EC

12. Revi ewi ng the programme of work, WP.29/AC. 2 reiterated that, besides the
availability of working docunents (A, B; C) nentioned in docunents
TRANS/ WP, 29/ 2001/1 and Amend. 1, the work priorities would need to be recorded,
once correspondi ng deci sions were nmade ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 743, para. 23).

The secretariat explained that concerning the document availability

A = docunent available; B = docunent being prepared on the basis of an

avail abl e draft; C = docunent not available. 1In addition, in sone cases

(A) = docunent expected soon. The secretariat agreed to put these explanations
as footnotes in the next issues of the progranme of work or its anmendnents.

13. Concerning the provisional cal endar of nmeetings, W. 29/ AC. 2 accepted the
suggestion of the expert fromthe European Conmunity to study possibilities for
i mproving the efficiency of work in order to becone even nore receptive to the
chal l enges of new technologies and invited the expert fromthe European
Comunity to prepare a proposal for consideration during the next session of

WP, 29/ AC. 2. It was agreed to focus on the md- and | ong-term planning, as no
difficulties were experienced in the short term scale.

In respect of the latter, WP.29/AC.2 recommended to endorse the requests of the
Chai rnmen of GRSG and GRSP for an additional half day each for the sessions in
Cct ober and Decenber 2001 (see para. 34 below). It was recalled that for this
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purpose one half-day with interpretation was saved during the previous session
of WP.29 (the norning of 6 March 2001) and reconmmended that the next session of
WP. 29 be closed on Friday 9 Novenber 2001 at 12.30, in order to save the
afternoon half-day with interpretation as well

14. The representative of the United States of Anerica infornmed WP. 29/ AC. 2
about the nmeeting in the World Trade Organi zati on, schedul ed for Friday,

29 June 2001, where a new set of amendnents to the Agreenment on Technica
Barriers to Trade (TBT) should be considered. WP.29/AC.2 recognized the

rel evance of the subject and noted that regulatory control executed by WP. 29
shoul d clearly be distinguished and accepted as a contribution to the renoval
of trade barriers. In this respect the |ack of understanding of sone trade
experts was noted. WP.29/AC.2 recalled in this respect the positive response
of the Working Party on Standardi zation Policies to the presentation given by
M. V. Kutenev in its neeting on 7 Novenber 2000 ( TRANS/ WP. 29/743, para. 19).

15. WP, 29/ AC. 2 noted al so the recomendati ons for vehicles currently
considered by the nmulti-disciplinary group of experts on safety in tunnels and
recommended that they should be dutifully considered, once they were adopted by
the group.

16. WP, 29/ AC. 2 noted also the infornmation by the Chairnman of GRPE concerning
the programe of the Round-Table on Future Propul sion Technol ogi es and endor sed
its structure in principle (see para. 31 bel ow).

17. Concerning the proposal by Australia for a new draft Regul ation on Cabin
Air Quality (TRANS/ WP.29/776, paras. 21 and 23), WP.29/AC. 2 noted the work
bei ng done in the Russian Federation and the information about the ongoing

eval uation of the problemin the United States of Anerica and in Japan. Noting
that the result of the public inquiry in the United States of America should be
avail abl e for consideration during the Novenber session of WP.29, it was
recommended to postpone the decision whether the Regul ati on should be devel oped
until that tine.

18. Concerning the projects of draft Regulations for the storage of
gaseous/liquid hydrogen on board of vehicles, WP.29/AC. 2 noted that GRPE had
agreed to set an informal group chaired by Germany for that purpose and
recommended WP. 29 to endorse this approach

19. Concerning the 1998 d obal Agreenent, WP.29/AC. 2 noted the information by
the expert fromthe European Community that, w thout having yet an official
mandat e, he would already be in a position to state informatively the
preferences of the EC for future candi date gl obal technical regulations. It

was agreed that this subject should be discussed by the Executive Committee of
the 1998 Agreenent (AC. 3) in its second session on Thursday (28 June 2001),
together with other items of its agenda. The representative of the United
States of America said that, for the third session of AC. 3, she would table a
proposal concerning the format of future gl obal technical regulations.

20. Regardi ng the 1997 Agreenent (Inspections), WP.29/AC. 2 noted the
i nformati on provided by the secretariat (see para. 118 below) and agreed with
the opinion that the second session of the Adnministrative Conmittee of the 1997
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Agreement (AC. 4) should only be convened after the conpletion of the proposa
for draft Rule No. 2 (TRANS/ WP.29/776, paras. 94 and 95).

21. For the draft publication "WP.29 - How it works, howto joinit"
WP. 29/ AC. 2 noted that all sections of its text were now avail abl e and
recommended that WP.29 proceed with the final adoption during the current
session, authorizing the secretariat to proceed with its finalization and
submi ssion for printing.

22. The di scussion was al so resuned of the subject of uniformapplication of
type approval procedures. The representative of the United Kingdomsaid that a
correspondi ng proposal had al ready been discussed in the EC, but needed to be
nodi fied to reflect the ECE approval system He envisaged that, whilst the
opportunity to table it in the current session had been m ssed, he would now
target its presentation in the Novenber session of WP.29/AC. 2.

23. Concerning the Intelligent Transport Systens, WP.29/AC. 2 noted that an

I nternational Conference was organized by ISO |EC and I TU, under the patronage
of ECE in the Palais des Nations on this subject on 26 June 2001. It agreed
that for WP.29, to start the work on this subject, an overview with technica
suggesti ons was necessary, and recomended WP.29 to invite for the Novenber
sessions of both WP.29 and WP.29/AC.2 M. Y. lan Noy of Transport Canada, the
Chai rman of the ITS Wrking G oup of IHRA, asking himto assist WP.29 with his
experi ence.

24, Under other business, WP.29/AC. 2 received the presentation by Japan
concerning the research and preparation of a national regulation concerning the
Driver's field of vision. The Chairman of GRSG indicated that this was one of
the main subjects under consideration and invited the contribution by Japan

25. WP, 29/ AC. 2 al so exam ned the proposal received from CEA (European
I nsurance Conmm ttee) concerning a proposal for a rem nder system for the use of
safety-belts. It agreed that, at this point, it would be premature to transnit

the proposal for consideration to GRSP. Justification was given that, besides
possi bl e technical problenms, the systemwas one of many which could be applied
to enforce the law, and as such it was necessary to consider its future
possi bl e | egal inplications.

26. WP. 29 noted the report of the WP.29/AC. 2 session and accepted its
recommendati ons. \herever applicable, these recomendations are reflected in
the related sections of the report.

2. 2. Programme of work and docunent ati on

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 1/ Amend. 1; i nformal docurment No. 4 of annex 1
to this report.

27. The programe of work, prepared by the secretariat, was noted
WP. 29 invited the Chairmen of the subsidiary bodies to exanine it and to
indicate to the secretariat any corrections or nodifications deemed necessary.

28. Concerning the invitation by the Inland Transport Committee (i nfornal
docunment No. 4), to contribute effectively to the Programme of Joint Action on

Transport and the Environment (PQJA) and to encourage the application of |ega
i nstruments by the countries, WP. 29 pointed out the 1997 Agreenment on

Peri odi cal Technical Inspections and its draft Rule No. 1 on environnental

i nspections (see paras. 117 and 118 bel ow).

2.2.1. Projects of new draft ECE Reqgul ati ons proposed by Australia and Gernany

29. WP. 29 endorsed the recomendati on of WP.29/AC.2 to postpone its
deci si on concerning the acceptance of the proposal by Australia to develop a
new draft regulation on cabin air quality to the next session in Novenber
(see para. 17 above).

30. It also agreed with the proposal to establish an informal group under
GRPE and chaired by Germany, in order to devel op new draft regul ations
concerning the storage of hydrogen in liquid or gaseous state on board of
vehicl es (see para. 18 above). It was stressed that, at this noment, the
concrete regul atory application could not be prejudged.

2.2.2. Preparation of the round-tables "New Vehicle Propul sion Technol ogi es"
(February 2002)., and "Intelligent Transport Systems" (February 2003)

31. WP. 29 noted the draft programme of the round-table on "New Vehicle
Propul si on Technol ogi es", as proposed by the Chairnman, during the forty-second
session of GRPE. The secretariat confirmed that formal letters were being sent
to the secretariats of O CA and CONCAVE, in order to propose the topics and
speakers, in coordination with CLEPA and other interested parties. The

Chai rman i nformed WP. 29 that a coordination neeting, to be held in Paris at the
end of October 2001, should agree the detail ed progranme of the round-table, to
be presented to WP.29 during its next session. He also said that the fina
revi ew was expected by GRPE during its session of January 2002.

32. The preparation of the round-table foreseen for February 2003 was not
di scussed, anticipating that WP.29 could only start to consider sone work in
the area of Intelligent Transport systens after the Novenber 2001 session
(see para. 23 above).

2.2.3. Calendar of sessions of WP.29 and its subsidiary bodies for 2002 and
nodi fication of the cal endar for 2001

33. The adopted provisional cal endar of sessions for 2002 is in annex 2 to
this report. WP.29 noted that in the Novenber 2001 session of WP.29/AC. 2 sone
long or mid-termchanges of the established schedul e woul d be discussed with
the aimof inproving the efficiency of work and accommodati ng the chal | enges of
new t echnol ogi es.

34. Concerning the additional half-day with interpretation for the
forthcom ng sessions of GRSG and GRSP (see para. 13 above), WP.29 agreed that
they would be held as follows (adding a half-day at the end):

GRSG, eighty-first session - from@8 October (14.30 h) to 11 Cctober (17.30 h)
GRSP, thirtieth session - from 3 Decenber (14.30 h) to 6 Decenber (17.30 h)
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2.3. Matters arising fromthe fifty-sixth session of the ECE
35. The secretariat informed WP.29 briefly about the results of the

Commi ssi on session, which had been held from 7-11 May 2001, and indicated that
the report (E/ 2001/37-E ECE/ 1387) mi ght be consulted and/or downl oaded fromthe
UNECE website ( http://ww.unece.org ).

2. 4. Ad hoc multi-disciplinary group of experts on safety in tunnels

36. The secretariat informed WP. 29 about the results of the third neeting
of the group (report TRANS/ AC. 7/6 and Add. 1) and nentioned the safety neasures
proposed for road vehicles. It was noted that details were available in the
website of the Transport Division: http://ww.unece.org/trans/ Wl cone. ht n

3. CONSI DERATI ON OF THE REPORTS OF THE WORKI NG PARTI ES,
SUBSI DI ARY TO WP. 29

3. 1. Working Party on Passive Safety (GRSP)
(Twenty-ei ghth session, 27 Novenber - 1 Decenber 2000)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSP/ 28.

37. WP. 29 recalled the oral presentation which had been given by the GRSP
Chai rman during the previous session (TRANS/ WP. 29/ 776, paras. 34-38), and
approved the report.

3.2. Working Party on Pollution and Energy (GRPE)
(Forty-first session, 16-19 January 2001)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRPE/ 41.

38. The oral presentation which had been given by the Chairman of GRPE
during the one-hundred-and-twenty-third session was recall ed (TRANS/ WP. 29/ 776,
paras. 39-45). WP.29 approved the report with a statenment by the expert from
CONCAVEE, nodi fyi ng paragraph 57 of the report:

"57. The expert from CONCAVE thanked O CA for again tabling their Fue
Charter. However, versus current fuel specifications, CONCAWE s assesnent was
t hat sul phur content was the only fuel property which was significant to enable
new vehicl e technol ogies to achieve Euro | V-V em ssion standards. 1In this
regard, CONCAVE were awaiting the outcome of the European Commi ssion's study on
the need for sul phur |evels below 50 ppm CONCAVWE were willing to work with
other industry partners in joint programmes to better quantify the fuel quality
needs of future engine technol ogies."

3.3. Working Party on Brakes and Running Gear (GRRF)
(Forty-ninth session, 29 January - 2 February 2001)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRRF/ 49.

39. WP. 29 recall ed the account of the session results, which had been given
by the GRRF Chairnman during the previous session (TRANS/ WP. 29/ 776,
paras. 46-54) and approved the report.
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3. 4. Working Party on Noise (GRB)
(Thirty-fourth session, 20-23 February 2001)
Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRB/ 32.
40. The presentation given by the GRB Chairnman during the previous session

was recalled (TRANS/ WP. 29/ 776, paras. 55-57) and WP. 29 approved the report.

3.5. Hi ghlights of the recent sessions
(Oral reports by the Chairnen)

3.5.1. Wirking Party on Lighting and Light-Signalling (GRE)
(Forty-sixth session, 27-30 March 2001)

41. G ving his account of the session proceedings, the Chairnman reported
that for Regulation No. 48 (Installation of lighting and light-signalling

devi ces) GRE focused on the questions of automatic switching of certain
lighting and |ight-signalling devices and the provisions for allow ng the bend
lighting, as the first feature of the advanced front-lighting systens (AFS).
He said that considerations had not yet been concluded, but progress had been
made, which should facilitate early resolution of both questions. He recalled
that whilst work should al so continue on the subject of the definition of a
single | anp, and sonme other proposals intended to update the Regul ati on, GRE
had concl uded a proposal concerning the installation of additional retro-
reflectors, and agreed to transmt it to WP.29 for consideration

42. Concerning the international harnonization of installation requirenents
for lighting and light-signalling devices, GRE had advanced its work on a
Canadi an proposal for a candi date gl obal technical regulation. The Chairman
said that it had been decided that an additional informal neeting already
approved by WP. 29 during its previous session will be held in OGtawa, Canada,
from4 to 7 September 2001. He acknow edged the commitnent of GRE and thanked
the Canadi an Government for its offer to organize the neeting.

43. Referring to Regulations Nos. 6 and 7 (Direction indicators and
Position, stop and end-outline marker |anps), the Chairman reported that GRE
had finalized its consideration of the |last amendnents, which made it possible
to release for transm ssion to WP. 29 proposals for consolidated draft
anendnents also to Regulations Nos. 3, 4, 23, 37, 38, 50, 65, 77, 87 and 91

He said that all related proposals should appear on the agenda of the WP. 29
session in Novenber 2001, and that they consist of itens which had been adopted
during the last four sessions of GRE

44, For Regul ation No. 37 Filanment |anps), the Chairman reported that
consideration had continued of a definition of "white light" and the method of
measur enent of the colour of lanps, but still without a conclusion. Also for

Regul ation No. 65 (Special warning | anps) nore safety-oriented research had
been found necessary for introducing a new category of warning | anps and
reconsidering the allowed |um nous intensity values. For Regulation No. 98
(Headl anps with gas-di scharge |ight sources) only a corrigendumto the French
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text had been agreed, after GRE had rejected a proposal to use production |ight
sources for testing of these headl anps and had not concluded its consideration
of the provisions concerning bend |ighting.

45, For the new draft Regul ati ons concerni ng headl anps enitting an
asynmetrical passing beam (No. 112) and a symmetrical passing beam (No. 113),
CGRE had adopted a consolidated set of anendnents and sone corrigenda to the
French text, which would allow to conplete their text, of which only the basic
parts had been adopted by WP.29 and AC. 1 during their sessions of

Novemnber 2000.

46. The Chairman regretted that, due to |lack of tinme, CGRE had not been able
to consider fully all items of its agenda. He prom sed that the postponed
items would receive full attention during the next session. 1In particular, he

referred to the consideration of changes required for the introduction of the
42-Volt electric system and possi bl e anmendnents to annex 5 of the 1968 Vi enna
Convention on Road Traffic.

3.5.2. Wrking Party on General Safety Provisions (GRSG
(Eightieth session, 2-6 April 2001)

Docunentation: Informal docunent No. 9 of annex 1 to this report.

47. The Chairman reported on the second neeting of the informal group on
“Conmon Tasks”, which had net prior to the GRSG proper, under the Chairmanship
of the expert from Japan. The expert from Japan presented the details of the

meeting (informal document No. 9). He explained that the informal group had
reached an agreenent concerning the guidelines and procedures for establishing
the common definitions, i.e. eight specifications of mass (load) and seven

specifications of a dinension. He said that the informal group woul d consider
several options to define the category of vehicles. Closing the infornmation,
the Chairman of GRSG expressed the hope that good progress could be nmade at the
next neeting, which would be held again prior to the next GRSG session

on 8 COctober (afternoon) and 9 Cctober (norning) 2001

48. Referring to the GRSG session itself, the Chairman reported that it had
post poned the consideration of the proposals concerning accessibility of buses
and coaches by passengers with reduced nobility, expecting that a fina
position of the European Community Directive on this issue could be adopted.
Nevert hel ess, he explained that GRSG had consented that all vehicles of Cass |
shoul d be accessi ble for passengers with reduced nobility, including those on
wheel chairs.

49, Continuing with his report of the devel opnent of Regul ati ons Nos. 36
(Large passenger vehicles), 52 (Snmall capacity passenger vehicles) and 107
(Doubl e-deck | arge passenger vehicles), the Chairman recalled that anmendnents
had been adopted and would be transmitted to WP. 29 and AC.1 for consideration
at their Novenmber 2001 session. He also informed WP.29 that the prescriptions
for trolleybuses should be finalized by GRSG at its next session.

50. Concerning Regulation No. 66 (Strength of superstructure), the Chairnmn
reported on the progress of the work by the informal group Chaired by Hungary.
Concerni ng anot her subject of safety concern, the Chairman envi saged that an
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updat ed proposal for a draft Regulation on fire safety was expected to be
tabl ed at the next session jointly by Norway and O CA

51. Referring to Regulation No. 43 (Safety glazing) the Chairnman expl ai ned
that a draft Corrigendum had been adopted and woul d be transmitted to WP.29 and
AC.1 for consideration at their Novenmber 2001 sessions. He reported that work
continued on both devel opment of the Regulation and on the draft gl oba
technical regulation, and said that the consideration of the question of a
limt for the regular light transmittance through the vehicle w ndows behind
the B pillar would continue at the next session. Finally, he informed WP. 29
that GRSG had agreed to separate the issue of the vision to the rear fromthe
installation prescriptions and consider it at a |later stage.

52. Referring to other itens under consideration by GRSG the Chairnman
reported that anendnents to Regul ation No. 39 (Speedoneter equi prment), the new
draft Regul ati on concerning the protection of ML and N1 category of vehicles
agai nst unaut hori zed use, and Regul ation No. 97 (Vehicle alarm systen) had been
adopted. Neverthel ess, he envisaged that the work on these Regul ati ons woul d
continue, as well as on on Regulation No. 34 (Prevention of fire risks), and
the new draft Regul ations on identification of controls, tell-tales and

i ndicators, driver’s field of vision, and the draft global technical regulation
on wi ndshi el d wi pi ng/ washi ng and defrosti ng/ defoggi ng.

53. Recalling an item which had originally been presented to WP.29 in
Novenber 1998, the Chairman reported that O CA had withdrawn its proposal for a
definition of a | ow volune manufacturer which had been intended for the
Consol i dated Resolution R E. 3.

3.5.3. Wirking Party on Passive Safety (GRSP)
(Twenty-ninth session, 7-11 May 2001)

54. The Chairman informed WP. 29 that, after a detailed di scussion and
several presentations, GRSP had concluded that research of the issue of hearing
damage due to the depl oynent of airbags should continue, before GRSP coul d take
any position. He said that consideration of this subject by GRSP was only

envi saged for Decenber 2002, expecting that the research would be finalized by
that tinme.

55. Concerning the | SOFI X anchorages for the child restraints, the Chairnmn
reported that GRSP had begun the consideration of proposals for anmendi ng

Regul ations Nos. 14 (Safety-belts anchorages), 16 (Safety-belts) and 44 (Child
restraints), incorporating the two |ower rigid anchorages. He also said that
new proposals for incorporating a third anchorage point (top tether or support
| eg) would be considered by GRSP at its next session, in Decenber 2001

56. Referring to other substantive subjects of the programe of work, the
Chai rman reported that work would continue not only on devel opi ng the above-
menti oned Regul ations, but also on Regulation No. 17 (Strength of seats) and
Regul ation No. 29 (Cabs of conmercial vehicles).

57. Referring to the subjects on the agenda of the current session of WP. 29
the Chairman said that GRSP had consi dered the proposal s concerning Regul ati ons
Nos. 14 and 22 (docunents TRANS/ WP. 29/2001/26; TRANS/ WP. 29/2001/ 27 and
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TRANS/ WP, 29/ 2001/ 28). He recalled that, for Regulation No. 22, the proposals
had been confirned, with only mnor editorial nodification (see paras. 91 and
92 below). However, concerning Regul ation No. 14 (docunent
TRANS/ WP, 29/ 2001/ 26) the Chairman reported that the experts fromthe United
Ki ngdom and Consuners |nternational had di sagreed with GRSP and had expressed
their reservations to the reduction of the m nimum di stance between the | ower
safety-belt anchorage points of the rear centre seating position in ML and

N1 categories of vehicles.

58. Concerning Regulation No. 21 (Interior fittings), the Chairnan announced
that good progress had been nmade on the basis of the work results of the
i nformal group working on this subject. He envisaged that a substanti al

anmendnent to Regul ation No. 21 could be ready for adoption by GRSP at its next
sessi on.

59. Referring to the issue of an introduction into Regulation No. 94
(Frontal collision protection) of an airbag hazard warning | abel for the rear-
facing child restraints placed on front passenger seats, the Chairman inforned
WP. 29 that an agreement night be reached at the next GRSP session, in

December 2001.

60. Referring to Regulation No. 95 (Lateral collision protection), the

Chai rman reported that a proposal for an inproved specification of the nobile
def ornabl e barrier face was expected to be submitted to GRSP soon, possibly for
the next session. He also recalled that work was in progress on the rear

i mpact protection (sled test with a dunmy) and that GRSP had reconmended EEVC
to coordinate the work in order to avoid duplication of efforts.

61. Concl uding his oral summary, the Chairman i nfornmed WP. 29 of the GRSP

del i berati ons concerning the future candi date gl obal technical regulations.

He requested WP.29's advice on considering a global technical regulation on
safety-belt anchorages with nore than one strength |evel, mainly concerning the
nunber of anchorage points for safety-belts, the higher level with all the
seats having three-point safety-belt anchorages, but accepting a second | eve
with two-point safety-belt anchorages in the centre rear seating position.

He al so requested the consent of WP.29 on the beginning of the consideration of
a draft gl obal technical regulation on door |atches and door retention
conmponents, based on a proposal which had al ready been received from O CA

62. For the work on the candi date gl obal technical regulation on door

| at ches and door retention systens, WP.29 agreed that GRSP nay continue to work
on this project, under the condition of an expected deci sion concerning
priorities for the devel opnment of gl obal technical regul ations.

63. Foll owi ng the presentation, and pronpted by a question posed by the
expert from Consuners International, WP. 29 recalled the provisions of the
1998 d obal Agreenent. It confirnmed that the global technical regulations

should aimfor the highest levels of safety, environnmental protection, energy
efficiency and anti-theft performance, but allow alternative | evels of
stringency, if requested by certain Contracting Parties, in particular
devel opi ng countri es.
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3.5.4. Working Party on Pollution and Enerqy (GRPE)
(Forty-second session, 29 May - 1 June 2001)
64. The Chairman of GRPE i nforned WP. 29 that the session dates had been

advanced to 28-31 May 2001, shortly before the session, in order to allow nore
efficient organization of the three informl neetings which had been held back-
to-back with the GRPE proper session. He acknow edged that the practice of

i nformal neetings held already for some tine jointly with GRPE was payi ng off,
and the work progressed well on the em ssion test for the Wrld-wi de heavy-duty
certification procedure (WHDC) and the Worl d-w de motorcycl e eni ssion test
cycle (WMIC), Chaired by the expert fromthe Netherlands, on Monday,

28 May 2001. He also reported that the nost recent GRPE particul ate em ssion
sub-group Chaired by the expert fromthe United Kingdom had nade a proni sing
start to its two-year anbitious progranme on 31 May 2001. He said that al
three groups had already schedul ed additional technical neetings necessary for
keeping their tight tinmetables.

65. G ving details of the WHDC devel opnent work, the Chairnman said that GRPE
had received the final report of the enission cycle devel opnent and the
progress report of Step 1 of the validation programme which should be concl uded
in Septenber 2001, nmaking the start of Step 2 possible. He acknow edged the
wor k done in Europe, appreciated the cooperation of Japan and conplinented the
offer of the United States of America to chair the work on addressing the off-
cycle em ssions. The Chairman of GRPE envi saged that a proposal for the world-
wi de heavy-duty em ssion cycle should be ready in about two years and m ght be
applied globally five years after that.

66. Concerning the WATC progranme, the Chairman said that the work had al so
advanced into the first validation stage of the test cycle and the tinmetable

pl anned the conclusion of the work and the presentation to GRPE of the

har nmoni zed emi ssion test procedure in January 2003.

67. Referring to the regular programme of GRPE, the Chairnman reported that
CGRPE had adopted the proposal for draft Corrigendum 2 to Regul ation No. 110
(Specific conmponents for CNG, which is on the agenda of the current session of
WP. 29, nmmki ng possible the transm ssion of document TRANS/ WP. 29/2001/32 to AC. 1
for voting. He said that only mnor inmproverment of the text of the draft had
been agreed by GRPE and made available to WP.29 by the secretariat as infornal
docunent No. 7.

68. Remai ni ng with Regul ations concerning the gas-fuelling of vehicle

engi nes, the Chairman said that work had been started, but should continue on

i ntroduci ng the Euro-connectors into the filling units pursuant Regul ation

No. 67 and that the experts from ENGVA and the Russi an Federation were expected
to prepare a joint proposal for Regulation No. 110, which should address the
mar ki ng of the conponents and m ght include the application of dual-fue

engi nes (gas-diesel).

69. Concerni ng Regul ation No. 101 (Enissions of CO, and fuel consunption of
ML and N1 categories of vehicles), the Chairman recalled that France and
Germany had agreed to develop further the proposal intended to introduce in the
Regul ation provisions for anti-pollution regenerative devices.
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70. The work woul d al so continue on devel opi ng of provisions for Regulation
No. 103 (Repl acenment catalytic converters), in particular with respect to the
on- board di agnostic (OBD) systens.

71. The Chairman al so recalled the progress in the European Comrunity
concerning the provisions for OBD systens for heavy-duty vehicles and the plans
for gl obal harnonization of those OBD provisions. He announced that GRPE
shoul d receive an EC proposal for consideration at its next session,

in January 2002.

72. Concerning the tractor and off-road engines, the Chairnman said that sone
progress had been made, but the work was expected to continue on Regul ation

No. 96 (Off-road engi nes), where a proposal for a Corrigendum shoul d be
verified for the next session and on the new draft Regul ati on concerning the
power of engines for non-road machinery, which continued to be refined.

73. For hybrid vehicles, GRPE had considered it desirable to convene an

i nformal group, for which a nandate had been proposed by the expert from
France. A nunber of delegations signalled their intentions to take part in the
wor k, under the condition that the proposal would be endorsed by Wp.29. |If
accepted, the informal group planned to give the final report of its work to
GRPE in January 2004.

74. A solution simlar to the above had been proposed by CGRPE al so for the
hydr ogen- powered vehicles. The Chairman recalled that the two proposals for
draft Regul ati ons concerning the safety of the on-board storage of hydrogen in
gaseous and liquid state had drawn the interest of all the GRPE experts, but
they needed particul ar experience and their consideration by the specialists in
an informal group had been considered necessary. He said that Gernany had
agreed to Chair the informal group and that at |east six governnental

del egati ons and three non-governnental organizations had indicated their
intentions to participate.

75. The Chairman did not go into the details concerning the preparation of a
round-tabl e on "New Propul si on Technol ogi es" (see para. 31 above).

76. Recalling that there were a nunber of other itenms on the agenda of GRPE
the Chairman recoll ected the update received fromthe expert fromthe United
States of Anmerica on the national regulatory activities. Besides, he nentioned
that the report of the session should present the statenment of CONCAVE
correcting paragraph 57 of the GRPE report on its forty-first session (see
para. 38 above). He said that the expert from CONCAVE had stated clearly that
reducti on of the fuel sul phur content below 50 ppmwas in the view of his
organi zati on not needed to neet the em ssion standards for 2005 and that early
i ntroduction of sul phur-free fuels was counter-productive and woul d mean an

i ncrease of carbon-di oxi de em ssions by fuel refineries.

77. Cl osing his account of the session proceedi ngs, the Chairman inforned
WP. 29 that GRPE had confirmed his continuation in his function for the

year 2002, followi ng the provisions of the WP.29 Rul es of Procedure for the
el ection of officers (TRANS/ WP. 29/690).
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78. WP, 29 acknow edged the briefing received fromthe Chairman of GRPE and
agreed with the proposals to establish two new informal groups, which would
assist GRPE in its consideration of the matters related to hybrid vehicles and
to hydrogen-powered vehicles. WP. 29 agreed in principle that such groups
mght, if feasible, take some tine fromthat allocated to GRPE, however, under
the condition that the normal work of GRPE woul d not be inhibited.

4, 1958 AGREEMENT

4. 1. Status of the Agreenent and of annexed Requl ations, including the |atest

situation report

79. The amendnment to the status document, reflecting the situation as at
20 June 2001, was presented by the secretariat.

80. Foll owi ng the statenent of the representative of South Africa
(see para. 8 above), WP.29 acknow edged the achi evenents and intentions stated
in informal document No. 1, with respect to both 1958 and the 1998 Agreenents.

81. WP, 29 acknow edged al so the statenent by the representative of the
Republic of Korea, indicating that, after the accession to the 1998 d oba
Agreenment, the procedures for accession to the 1958 Agreenment were under way
and that it was now anticipated that the instrunent of accession could be
deposited in the third quarter of 2001

4.2. CONSI DERATI ON COF DRAFT AMENDMENTS TO EXI STI NG REGULATI ONS

4.2.1. Requlation No. 13 (Braking)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 33.

82. Referring to the above-listed proposal and the nessages received prior
to the session, the GRRF Chairnman drew WP.29's attention to the revised

annex 5, which dealt with the specific requirenments for braking systens for
vehi cl es transporting dangerous goods (ADR). He explained that GRRF had gi ven
careful consideration to the issue of providing shared endurance braking from
the trailer of a tractor-trailer conbination - a feature which was explicitly
al l oned under the ADR Agreenment. However, GRRF had concl uded that there would
be considerable difficulty in devel oping Regulation No. 13 to allow this
sharing of endurance braking wi thout conprom sing a basic tenet that there
shoul d be full conpatibility of tractors and trailers approved to the

Regul ation. Thus the proposed revised annex 5 required that the full endurance
braki ng performance should be provided fromthe notor vehicle alone. This does
not prevent additional endurance braking being provided fromthe trailer

83. Because Regul ation No. 13 is nore onerous than the ADR provisions in
this respect, there is no possibility that this revised annex 5 conproni sed the
safety objectives of the Working Party on the Transport of Dangerous Goods
(WP.15). On the other hand, because Regulation No. 13 only deals with

requi renents for the approval of new vehicles, there should be no risk that the
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existing tractor-trailer conmbinations already in service, that conply with the
ADR provisions, would be rendered illegal by this |atest anendnent to the
Regul ation. The Chairman of GRRF wished to reassure WP. 15 that there was no
intention of conpronising the safety standards for which WP. 15 was responsi bl e
and hoped that WP. 15 would be content with the explanation he had given.

84. WP. 29 noted the explanations provided by the Chairmn of GRRF and
recommended the adoption of docunment TRANS/ WP. 29/2001/33 by AC. 1, with the
corrections noted below. It was also noted that the new annex 18 contained in
the proposal addressed safety requirenents to be applied to conplex electronic
systens and that the text of this annex could be used as a nodel for other

ECE Regul ations which may be affected by such systens.

86. WP. 29 consi dered the proposal and recomended its adoption by AC 1
with the bel ow mentioned correction to document TRANS/ WP. 29/2001/35. It was
noted that the set of amendments to Regulation No. 13-H was parallel with those
to Regulation No. 13 (see para. 84 above), however, linmted to vehicles within
its scope (category M).

87. WP. 29 consi dered the proposal and recomended its adoption by AC 1
It was noted that it would extend the use of the distance derogation (240 mm
i nstead of 350 nm for the | ower safety-belt anchorages in the rear seat
central positions to all vehicles of category ML and N1, whilst it previously
had applied to bench seats only.

88. The expert from Consunmers International stated that his organization
considered that the further extension of narrow safety-belt anchorages within
the vehicle fleet was not in the consunmers' best interests. Safety-belts
mount ed on such narrow anchorages were harder for adults to use, and increased
i nconpatibility problems for child restraints held in place by an adult safety-
belt. Consuners International opposed the adoption of this anendnent

t hr oughout .

110. WP. 29 reiterated its appreciation of the achievenments and intentions

of South Africa (informal docunent No. 1, see para. 80 above).

111. The secretariat distributed i nformal docunent No. 5 with the details
concerning the twelve Contracting Parties to the Agreenent.

112. The representative of Finland i nformed WP. 29 that his country's

i nstrument of accession to the Agreenent was deposited with the UN Secretary-
General on 8 June 2001. The secretariat was able to confirmthe information
using the information on the Status of Miltilateral Treaties accessible via the
Internet ( http://untreaty.un.org ), however, the correspondi ng Depositary
Notification was not yet avail abl e.

113. The representative of Hungary infornmed WP.29 that the Parlianent of
his country decided on 9 March 2001 that Hungary should accede to the

114. The Chairman of the Executive Committee of the 1998 Agreenent (AC. 3)
informed WP. 29 that the Comrittee would at its second session on Thursday,

28 June 2001 consider the legal and administrative procedures of the
application of the Agreenent in a private session.

(v) Worl d-wi de notorcycle certification procedure (VWMIC)
corresponded well with the work being carried by GRPE

116. The representative of the Russian Federation introduced informal

docurment No. 11. He explained that his country’'s proposal to give priority to
consi deration of candidate gl obal technical regulations based on ECE

Regul ations Nos. 14, 43 and 48 was based on the analysis of all proposals and
opinions listed in the worki ng documents and on the application of these

Regul ations in the Russian Federation (see the docunentation above). WpP.29
commended the concise tabulary presentation of the proposals collected from
March 1999 until March 2001

117. The Chairman of the Executive Committee of the 1998 Agreenent (AC. 3)
informed WP. 29 that the Comrittee would at its second session on Thursday,

28 June 2001 consider the priorities for devel oping gl obal candi date technica
regul ations in a public session. He stated that no final decision was
expect ed, because the representative of the EC would only be able to provide
sonme informal preferences (see para. 19 above).

121. WP, 29 stressed the inportance of the publication and expressed its
wish to have it available for distribution as soon as possible. It was agreed
that during the next session WP.29 should consider the ways for its pronotion
and transmission to all concerned institutions and organi zations, including the
Worl d Trade Organization

7.2. | SO Busi ness Pl ans

122. The expert from | SO presented i nfornmal docunment No. 2, inform ng WP.29

that the action plans of |SO Technical Conmittees were nmade avail able for
public coments.

He acknow edged the work being done by the GRSG i nformal group on
"Conmon Tasks" chaired by Japan, and said that resolution of the problens
addressed by the group was of general inportance. He said that in the first
phase of work inportance should be given to consideration of harnonization of
requi renents for tyres, lighting, brakes, frontal and side inmpact, pedestrian
protection and em ssion requirenments for diesel engines. For the second phase,
he nmentioned vehicle conpatibility and the Intelligent Transport Systens.
Closing his informal presentation, he noted that other issues should not be
omtted, as e.g. replacenent brake |inings and suggested that when assigni ng
the priorities it mght also be desirable to evaluate the feasibility of the
project, in order to achieve the establishnment of the first global technica
regul ation within an acceptabl e period of tine.

159. Following the invitation by the Chairman of AC. 3, the representative
of Japan presented his Government’s preferences (see TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2000/ 33) and
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supported the view that establishing of the first global technical regulation
woul d be an inmportant |andnarKk.

160. The representative of Canada enunerated the preferences of his
Government in the area of safety (see TRANS/ WP. 29/2001/21/Add.1). His
col | eague conpl eted the information by expression of support to the work being
done by GRPE with the aimof international harnonization in the field of the
protection of the environment (WHDC, WMIC, diesel engine em ssions, testing and
measur enent procedures, driving cycles).

161. The representative of the Russian Federation recalled the presentation
of the preferences of his Government during the one-hundred-and-twenty-first
session of WP.29 (TRANS/ WP. 29/2001/21) and recalled that in informal docunent
No. 11 all avail able proposals were anal ysed and, as a result, the priority
proposed to projects of global technical regul ati ons based on ECE Regul ati ons
Nos. 14, 43 and 48 (see para. 116 above).

162. The representatives of the United States of Anmerica recalled the
presentation of the proposed environnent-rel ated candi dates for gl oba

har noni zati on, as mentioned in informal docunent No. 8 (see para. 115 above)
and the safety-rel ated candi dates (see TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2001/ 21/ Add. 1). The

Chai rman of GRPE had specific questions to informal document No. 8, in order to
make sure that his body had been on target when setting plans for addressing
"of f-cycle em ssions".

163. Summari zi ng the di scussion, the Chairman of AC 3 proposed to postpone
deci sions concerning any priority setting to the next session, for which he
hoped to have available an official proposal fromthe European Conmunity.

He stressed that the harnonizati on process was the npst inmportant one in the
1998 Agreenent and underlined that listing of technical regulations of the
Contracting Parties in the Conpendi um of Candi dates was a necessary condition
for this process.

164. During the discussion which foll owed, several observers present in the
meeting joined the opinion of sone Contracting Parties that the harnoni zation
work may al ready progress at least for the top priority subjects, before the

| egal functions of the Conpendi um were established.

2. 3. Organi zation of work of the subsidiary bodies of WP.29 with respect to
preparati on of global technical regqul ations

165. The AC.3 agreed in principle that the gl obal harnonization work which
had al ready started in the safety-related subsidiary groups of WP. 29 night
continue for the tinme being. This was considered particularly relevant for new
proj ects, not based on existing technical regulations of the Contracting
Parties. However, it was nmade clear that, after the priority itens would be
sel ected, some existing projects could be set aside in order to ensure
sufficient attention to the nost inportant subjects. Concerning the work in
GRPE, the AC.3 agreed that the on-going work was consistent with the proposed
priorities of the Contracting Parties.
