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A PROPOSAL

Paragraph 1., anend to read (footnotes 1/ and 2/ unchanged):

"1 This Regul ation applies to the strength of the seats and their anchorages
in vehicles of categories Mand N 1/, whether or not fitted with head
restraints. 2/

It also applies to the design ..."

Paragraphs 2.6.1 to 2.6.3, anend to read:

"2.6.1. longitudinal translation (or transposition);
2.6.2. vertical translation (or transposition);
2.6.3. angul ar novenent (rotation or inclination or pivoting);"

Par agraphs 5.3.1. and 5.3.2., anend to read:

"5.3.1. A head restraint shall be nounted on every outboard front seat in every
vehicle of category ML. Seats with head restraints intended for fitting
in other seating positions may al so be approved to this Regul ation under
conditions relevant for the said category of vehicles.

5.3.2. A head restraint shall be nmounted on every outboard front seat in every
vehicle of category M with a maxi mum nmass not exceedi ng 3500 kg and of
category NL. Head restraints nmounted in such vehicles shall comply with
the requirenents of Regulati on No.25 as anmended by the series 03 of
amendnents. Seats with head restraints intended for fitting in other
seating positions nay al so be approved to this Regul ati on under conditions
rel evant for the said categories of vehicles.”

[Remark: in this wording of paragraph 5.3.2. its conpliance with the
hi gher requirenents of paragraph 5.3.1. is also acceptable but not
f or bi dden. ]

Insert a new paragraph 5.3.3., to read:

"5.3.3. Seats with head restraints, intended for fitting in categories of vehicles
not covered by paragraphs 5.3.1. and 5.3.2. nmay al so be approved to this
Regul ation if head restraints nounted in such vehicles conmply with the
requi rements of Regul ation No. 25 as anended by the 03 series of
amendnents. "

B. JUSTI FI CATI ON
Re. para. 1:

Not all but only those categories of vehicles are nentioned in paragraphs of
di scussed Regul ati on.

Re. paras. 2.6.1. to 2.6.3.:

To abolish the use of one expression for two different activities and to save the
term "di spl acenent” only for paragraph 2.7.

Re. para. 5.3.3.:
If head restraints were fitted they should conply with certain requirenents.
Re. paras. 13.4. to 13.6.:

Docunent E/ ECE/ TRANS/ 505/ Rev. 1/ Add. 16/ Rev. 3/ Arend. 3 of 4.11.1998 i ncorporated two
different sets of dates of entry into force for the 06 and 07 series of

amendnents. But that unified docunent unfortunately does not give any information
as to how its other paragraphs should be sorted in respect of the said series,

i.e. at first when to introduce the test of protection against displacenent of
luggage. It is difficult to find the right answer w thout the assistance of the
separat ed basi c ECE worki ng docunents on the said draft anendnents. But that
woul d not seemto be legislatively possible .

Duri ng the one-hundred- and- seventeenth neeting of WP.29, the adoption of
Corrigendum11l to the 06 series of Arendnents was reconmended. Unfortunately, it
elimnates only the overlap in terns between the 05 and 06 series of anmendments
and not yet the above-nentioned inportant discrepancy of the 06 and 07 series.

Re. annex 5, :

The figure shall be anended to bring it in conpliance with the rel evant
prescription in the text as follows:

(a) the radius of the sphere 165/2=82.5 mm shall be diagramed greater than the
di stance 65 nm

(b) the di splaced position of head restraint under |oading force F shall be
given by its rotation around the point R

(c) the neasured deformation "x" shall be given by the distance of two parallel
lines: the displaced reference line r; and the tangent Y in contact "sphere-
restraint”.
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From the four draw ngs presenting the same problem of "Details of I|ines drawn and
nmeasurenments taken during tests" which were officially published in Annex 5 to ECE
17R 04 (with mistakes a,b), in annex 5 to ECE 25R 03 (with mistake b), in Fig.2 of
App. 3 of Annex Il to 96/37/EC (with m stakes a,b, c!) and in annex IV to

78/ 932/ EEC (no mistake) the only last one nentioned here is perfectly correct, see
encl osures 1,2. The use of the last Figure like the nost sinple and illum nating
one also for all other cases nentioned could enphasize the desirable EC to ECE

har moni zat i on.

C. HARMONI ZATI ON ECE/ EEC

The last valid 07 series of anendnents of Regul ati on No.17 shoul d be adapted
to technical progress in such a way to allow an ECE conponent type-approval of a
seat. Such a very desirable possibility is already incorporated in the Comm ssion
Directive 96/37/EC which is the |ast amendnment of European Community
Directive 74/ 408/ EEC.
