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A. PROPOSAL

Paragraph 6.10., amend to read:

"6.10 . The source of power for the VAS may be the vehicle battery.

Where If an additional power supply is provided, an additienal rechargeable
accumulator or battery with equivalent performance data may be used shall-be
rechargeable-and. It shall by no means supply energy to the other parts of the vehicle
electrical system."

Paragraph 18.10., amend to read:

"18.10. The source of power for the VAS may be the vehicle battery.

Where If an additional power supply is provided, an additienal rechargeable
accumulator or battery with equivalent performance data may be used shall-be
rechargeable-and. It shall by no means supply energy to the other parts of the vehicle
electrical system."

B. JUSTIFICATION

New developments of rechargeable batteries expand the range of usage. In former times the costs
were higher than of accumulators. Due to the adequate costs there is the possibility to provide
exclusively the VAS with such energy supply. The VAS is able to perform up to 500 alarm signals in
combination with piezo-speakers without volume degradation.
