Paragraph 6.4.7.2., amend to read: 
 
"6.4.7.2. Moreover, ……. are switched on. 
 
 The devices fitted on the side of the vehicle may be switched on for slow manoeuvres 

in forward motion of the vehicle up to a maximum speed of 10 km/h, provided that 
the following conditions are fulfilled: 
(a)  the devices shall be activated and deactivated manually by a separate switch; 
(b) if so activated, they may remain illuminated after reverse gear is disengaged; 
(c)  they shall be automatically switched off if the forward speed of the vehicle 

exceeds 10 km/h, regardless of the position of the separate switch; in this case 
they shall remain switched off until deliberately being switched on again." 
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
