Contracting Party applying this Regulation shall refuse to grant ECE approval under
this Regulation as amended by the 04 series of amendments.

As from 30 months for vehicles of categories M; and N; and 48 months for vehicles
of other categories after the official date of entry into force of the 04 series of
amendments, Contracting Parties applying this Regulation shall grant ECE approvals
only if the vehicle type to be approved meets the requirements of this Regulation as
amended by the 04 series of amendments.

Contracting Parties applying this Regulation shall not refuse to grant extensions of
approvals to the preceding series of amendment to this Regulation.

Until 30 months for vehicles of categories M; and N; and 48 months for vehicles of
other categories after the official date of entry into force of the 04 series of
amendments, Contracting Parties applying this Regulation shall continue to grant
approvals to those types of vehicles which comply with the requirements of this
Regulation as amended by the preceding series of amendments.

ECE approvals granted under this Regulation before 30 months for vehicles of
categories M; and N; and 48 months for vehicles of other categories after the official
date of entry into force of the 04 series of amendments and all extensions of such
approvals, including those to a preceding series of amendments to this Regulation
granted subsequently, shall remain valid indefinitely. When the vehicle type
approved to the preceding series of amendments meets the requirements of this
Regulation as amended by the 04 series of amendments, the Contracting Party which
granted the approval shall notify the other Contracting Parties applying this
Regulation thereof.
