The text reproduced below was adopted by the Working Party on Lighting and
Light-Signalling (GRE) at its  fifty-seventh  session. It is based on
ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRE/2007/11, as amended by GRE-57-14. It is submitted to WP.29 and AC.1
for consideration (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRE/57).
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Paragraph 7.4., amend to read:

"7.4.

In the case of a lamp containing more than one light source the lamp shall comply with
the minimum intensity required when any one light source has failed and when all light
sources are illuminated the maximum intensity shall not be exceeded.

A group of light sources, wired so that the failure of any one of them causes all of them
to stop emitting light, shall be considered to be one light source."”
