With the exception of seating intended Iyolor use when the vehicle is
stationary, the seats of vehicles of categorigs\W4 (of Class Il or B_¥), M3 (of
Class Ill or B_¥) and N shall be equipped with safety-belts otre@st systems
which satisfy the requirements of this Regulation.

Contracting Parties applying this Regulation, ntgmand the installation of
safety belts on Mand M vehicles belonging to Class IIAny Contracting
Party doing so shall notify the Secretary-General fothe United Nations of its
intention. Such notification or modification thereto shall have effect in
accordance with the time scales laid down in Artid 1, paragraphs 6. and 7.
of the 1958 Agreement (E/ECE/324 — E/ECE/TRANS/50B£vV.2).

When fitted, the safety belts and/or restrainteays in Class |, Il or A vehicles

belonging to category Mor M3 have to be in compliance with the requirements
of this Regulation.

Contracting Parties may, under national law, altbe installation of safety belts
or restraint systems other than those covered isyRlegulation provided that
they are intended for disabled people.

Restraint systems complying with the provision®efjulation No. 107, 01 series
of amendments, Annex 8, are exempted from the giang of this Regulation.
