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Insert a new paragraph 1.5., to read: 
 
"1.5. "Colour of the light emitted from the device"  The definitions of the colour of the 

light emitted, given in Regulation No. 48 and its series of amendments in force at the 
time of application for type approval shall apply to this Regulation." 

 
Paragraph 1.5. (former), renumber as paragraph 1.6. 
 
Paragraph 7., amend to read (all colour coordinates and pertaining sentence should be deleted): 
 
"7. COLOUR 
 

Approval may be obtained for a type of front fog lamp emitting either white or 
selective yellow light.  The colouring, if any, of the beam may be obtained either 
through the filament lamp bulb or through the lens of the front fog lamp or by any 
other suitable means. " 
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
