In this ee$pt is important to clarify that only the
regular light transmittance factor is affected bgragraph 6.4.1.5. as the absorption in the
visible spectre is influenced by the angle of ianitk of the light with respect to the glazing.

The term ‘luminous transmittances therefore inappropriate in this context.
