– Lane warning mandatory 
– Lane keeping optional 
 
 

• Speed range 
– Between 60-130 km/h mandatory 
– Outside this range optional 
 

• Detection capabilities: reaction when 
– Maximum 0.3 m outside of the lane marking 
 
 
 

• Failure warning 
– Failure warning & non-failure loss of functionality  

indicators mandatory 
 

• Switch-off 
– Driver shall be able to switch off manually 
– Automatic default to ‘ON’ at start-up
