In #eeof vehicles first registered more
than 84 months after the date of entry into foremtioned in paragraph 11.1. above
Contracting Parties applying this Regulation mdyse the vehicle type with regard to
the number and mode of installation of the light&ng light-signalling devices which do
not meet the requirements of the Supplement 18e@1 series of amendments to this
Regulation.”
