B. JUSTIFICATION

This proposal aims at insuring consistency betwieeg. n°7 and Reg. n°48 as regards end-
outline marker lamps geometric visibility.

In the current text of Reg. n°7, the end-outlinekealamp has to comply with the requirements
of position lamps (cf. paragraph 5.3). The georoetisibility requirements for position lamps in
Reg. 7 are the following:

Inside the vehicle: 45°
Outside the vehicle: 80°

For installation on a vehicle according to Reg.&°the requirements for end-outline marker
lamps installed on a vehicle are:

Inside the vehicle: 0°
Outside the vehicle: 80°

The proposal introduce new categories of lampsag.R°7 (AM for front end-outline marker
lamps, RM1 and RM2 for rear end-outline marker laimmith a geometric visibility consistent
with Reg. n°48. However, the paragraph 5.3 will atlow the use lamps of categories A, R, R1
or R2 as end-outline marker lamps.

A combined proposal modifies Reg. n°48 accordingly.
