B. JUSTIFICATION

At present, R48 requires conspicuity marking oraf8 04 vehicles which do not yet
have a body (incomplete vehicles).

For motor vehicles (N2 and N3), R48 specifies tim@bmplete vehicles (vehicles
without a body) do not require conspicuity marking.

This proposal aligns the requirements for 03 anddhicles with these of N2 and N3
vehicles.

There is no need to add a definition of ‘incomple¢hicle’ to R48 as the wording
‘incomplete vehicle’ is already now in R48.
