B. JUSTIFICATION

In order to apply the forthcoming amendments touRaE@®n No. 90 introducing type approval
requirements for replacement discs and drumsneeessary to identify the original replacement
discs and drums.

Since the only formal communication between theetgpproval authority and the vehicle
manufacturer is the brake system type approval deatation, the most logical place to identify
the discs and drums covered by an approval of takirg system is the communication sheet
(Annex 2 to Regulation No. 13). Annex 2 alreadyludes item 8 on brake linings. It is
therefore logical to add to the communication shieetdiscs and drums together with the brake
lining. Appendix 1 to Annex 2 ("List of vehicle @afor the purpose of Regulation No. 90
approvals") has to be amended accordingly.

The introduction of an identification code for eadisc and drum means for the vehicle
manufacturers a complete redefinition of theirriné part numbering system. This means that a
new numbering system has to be defined and to tbeduced in all subsidiaries and for each
franchise company of the vehicle manufacturer intla¢ countries of the world applying
Regulation No. 13. Consequently, a lead time of M@nths should be allowed for the
introduction of this identification code in the #&p approval communication of
Regulation No. 13. However, the introduction oé tildentification code should already be
possible when the amendments to Regulation NooB@eplacement discs and drums will enter
into force in order not to delay this introduction.
