5.3.1. The design characteristics of the vehicle rsupermit entry to and exit from it in
perfect safety. Doors, entries and exits must baich that they can be used easily
and without danger.

5.3.2. Vehicles of category Nwith a maximum mass exceeding 7,5 tonnes and; Mre
deemed to satisfy the requirements as mentioned paragraph 5.3.1. above if they
comply with the prescriptions of Annex 7.

5.3.3. The wheel hub, rims and other parts of the meel shall not be deemed to be running
boards or steps for the purpose of this Regulatiorexcept where reasons relating to
construction or use preclude the fitting of runningboards or steps elsewhere on the
vehicle.

5.3.4. In vehicles of categories M N; and N, with a maximum mass not exceeding 7,5
tonnes if the floor entrance to the passenger compaent of such vehicles is more
than 600 mm above the ground, the vehicle must havae or more running boards
or steps.

5.3.4.1. However, for off-road vehicles, in confority with the definitions given in the
Consolidated Resolution on the Construction of Vebkles (R.E.3)
(TRANS/WP.29/78/Rev.1/Amend.2, Annex 7/Rev.2), such distance from the
ground may be increased up to 700 mm.

5.3.5. The running boards or steps must be constrted in such a way as to preclude the
risk of slipping.”

Access steps to the driver's compartment (segftire 7-1)

The distance (A) from the ground to the uppesurface of the lowest step, measured
with the vehicle in running order on a horizontal and flat surface, shall not be more
than 600 mm.

However, for off-road vehicles, in conformit with the definitions given in the
Consolidated Resolution on the Construction of Vebkles (R.E.3)
(TRANS/WP.29/78/Rev.1/Amend.2, Annex 7/Rev.2), thatistance (A) may be
increased up to 700 mm.

The distance (B) between the upper surfaces diie steps shall be not more
than 400 mm. The vertical distance between two sabquent steps shall not vary by
more than 50 mm. The last requirement shall not gply to the distance between the
uppermost step and the cab floor.

However, for off-road vehicles, in conformit with the definitions as mentioned
above (see 1.1.1.), this latter figure may be incased up to 100 mm.

In addition, the following minimum geometri@l specifications shall be fulfilled:

(a) step depth (D): 80 mm

(b) step clearance (E) (include step depth): 150 mm

(c) step width (F): 300 mm

(d) width of the lowest step (G): 200 mm

(e) step height (S): 120 mm

(f) tranversal offset between steps (H): 0 mm

(g) longitudinal overlap (J) between two subsequensteps in the same flight, or
between the uppermost step and the cab floor: 200m

However, for off-road vehicles (see 1.1.1he value (F) may be reduced to 200 mm.

The lowest step may be designed as a rungthiis is necessary for reasons relating to
construction or use, and in the case of off-road ¥cles, in conformity with the
definitions as mentioned above. In such case tharrg depth (R) shall be at least 20
mm.

Rungs of round cross section are not perrted.

While getting down from the driver's comparment the position of the uppermost
step shall be easily found out.

The upper surface of the steps shall be nafip. In addition, steps exposed to the
weather and the dirt during driving shall have adegiate run-off (draining surface).

Access to handholds to the driver's compartmerisee figure 7-1)

One or more suitable handrails and handholder other equivalent holding devices
shall be provided for the access to the driver's eopartment.

The handrail(s) or handholds or equivalenholding devices must be positioned in
such a way that they can be easily grasped and dotrobstruct access.

A maximum discontinuity of 100 mm in the hloling area of the handrails or
handholds or equivalent holding devices may be alleed (for instance intermediate
fixation).

In the case of access with more than twdegs the handrails, handholds or
equivalent holding devices shall be located so thatperson may support himself at
the same time at three points (with two hands andne foot or with two feet and one
hand).

Except in the case of a stairway, the desigand positioning of the handrails,
handholds and equivalent holding devices must be el that operators are
encouraged to descend facing the cab.

2.2.  The height (N) of the lower edge of at leashe handrail or handhold or equivalent
holding device, measured from the ground with the @hicle in running order on a
horizontal and flat surface, shall not be more tharl 850 mm.

2.2.1. However, for off-road vehicles (see 1.1,Buch distance (N) may be increased up to
1 950 mm.

2.2.2. If the floor of the driver's compartment kas a height from the ground greater than
"N", this height shall be assumed as "N".

2.2.3. In addition, the minimum distance (P) of te upper edge of the handrail(s) or
handholds or equivalent holding devices from the flor of the driver's compartment
shall be:

(a) handrail(s) or handholds or equivalent holdingdevices (U) 650 mm,
(b) handrail(s) or handholds or equivalent holdingdevices (V) 550 mm.

2.3.  The following geometrical specifications shide fulfilled:
(a) gripping dimension (K): 16 mm minimum 38 mm maxmum,
(b) length (M): 150 mm minimum,
(c) clearance to vehicle components (L): 40 mm mimum with open door.
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3. In the case of a sloped floor of the driver'sompartment the required measurements
shall be made from a horizontal plane passing throgh a point which is given by the
intersection of the front edge of the floor with avertical plane through the centre of
the step immediately below and which is perpendicat to the longitudinal medium
plane of the vehicl€.

B JUSTIFICATION

This proposal incorporates provisions for vehigtesategories N2 and N3 in order to ensure
that they comply with general requirements on #fety of doors, without, however, submitting
them to the test procedures foreseen for vehioleategories M1 and N1.

The proposal also introduces requirements for steffgose cases where the height from the
ground to the passenger compartment is relativigly. A high step-up can have adverse health
implications due to loading of limbs and jointsisit therefore, important that such high step
comply with specific ergonomic criteria in orderdnsure the overall safety of vehicle occupants
and to minimise the risk of fall upon entry or esgeThe legislation on access to passenger
compartments of vehicles has been in force in thegean Union for more than 10 years.
Drivers and other vehicle users will benefit frame application of the new requirements.
