1. Regulations under the Agreement concerning theptton of uniform technical
prescriptions for wheeled vehicles, equipment aatispivhich can be fitted and/or be
used on wheeled vehicles and the conditions faprecal recognition of approvals
granted on the basis of these prescriptions (E/BZZEE/ECE/TRANS/505/Rev.2),
called thereafter “1958 Agreement”, do not covdrRegulations necessary for a
whole vehicle type approval.

2.  Countries/regions that plan to introduce a Jehiype approval and/or mutual
recognition of approvals do not have a universatesy to lean upon, and therefore,
have to come up with their own unique system.

3. To tackle these issues, it is necessary to dpvidle IWVTA system by upgrading the
current mutual recognition of approval, which onbwers vehicle equipments and parts, to one
that covers the entire vehicle.

4. In order to do so, a first step would be to lsgh the common bases regarding basic
elements necessary for establishing the IWVTA sgste

5. If the IWVTA system (including all technical ngigements on a whole vehicle) is
established in the framework of the 1958 AgreeméPwntracting Parties’ activities for
harmonization of regulations related to vehiclestarctions and equipments will be accelerated,
while maintaining road safety and environmentakgetion. In addition, the system will serve as
a model system that would help the aligned vehigpe approval system to be established
around the world.
