The present proposal aimdesdting Annex 5, inserting its content in
paragraph 9 and renumbering the remaining anneX@mex 5 reported the need to check
colorimetric characteristics with a light sourcaresponding to illuminant A, the requirement
that was deleted from other regulations. The psedavording of paragraph 9 is in conformity
with the previous adopted changes, e.g. in Reguldtio.
