A. PROPOSAL

B. JUSTIFICATION

WP.29 has decided to send ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2010428 bbo GRE. Japan requested WP.29 to
remove the requirements other than the AHS requnesn WP.29 suggested that it should be
discussed at GRE session.

A big discussion on AHS will be expected and it nieeydelay again. The documents should be
divided into the AHS requirements and the otheuiregnents. And at least the other requirements
should be sent to the next WP.29 in June.




Japan thinks that the AHS requirements should leen proposed as a series of amendments,
according to the guidelines, TRANS/WP.29/1044.df the AHS requirements would not have
affected the other requirements.

The followings are described in the guidelines.

1.1. Series of amendments

1.1.1. A series of amendments shall be used whengihg the technical requirements
that the vehicle systems or components must faffifrom a certain datén order
to obtain UNECE approval and, depending on theonatior regional legislation,
to be able to be registered nationally or regignaben if the amendments are a
minor technical change and do not affect vehiciefoonent design drastically

1.2. Supplement
1.2.1. A Supplement addresses an amendment to ald®eg which does not entall

modification in the approval marking and is normaised for:
1.2.1.1. clarification of test procedures, not irsipg new requirements, or
1.2.1.2. permitting previously unexpected new gokses.
There were some similar problems and corrigend& IKCE/TRANS/WP.29/GRE/2010/17
(Corrigendum to transitional provisions of opergtiroltage requirements ) were issued to correct

them.
Japan hopes that GRE members will observe the lgueddrom the next GRE session.
