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Justification
1. It is desirable to incorporate a “Clean-Easybofl covering arrangement to

reduce/eliminate dirt traps, e.g. by wrapping ttengyvay floor covering up onto seat
bases/seat boxes/plinths; this creates a smalugadi the transition from horizontal
gangway floor covering to vertical seat base/bamtbs, thereby eliminating the dirt trap
created at a square transition.
