B. JUSTIFICATION

Vehicles of Class Il are designed and constructettipally for the carriage of seated
passengers, with standing passengers in the gargvday an area equivalent to 2 bench seats
and are intended for inter urban transport.

Typical passenger numbers according to surfaceSalend Sare:

12m vehicle: 49 seated passengers and 35 stapaasgngers;
15m vehicle: 63 seated passengers and 42 stapaasgngers.

The proposal is to reinforce the definition of “dg®ed and constructed principally for the
carriage of seated passengers” by limiting the rermbstanding passengers to 50 percent of
seated passengers in vehicles where the loadirdjtmos, according to paragraph 3.2.3. of
Annex 11, permit a higher number of standing pagsen

In most cases the proposed amendment will nottafiducles approved today as the number of
standing passengers is already limited by the a8eanaximum national mass when the vehicle
is loaded according to Annex 11. However, it withit the number of standing passengers in 3
axle vehicles and 2 axle vehicles with a high desmgss.
