However, for lamps designeaiidy two light sources, 50
per cent of the minimum intensity in the axis derence of the lamp shall be
considered sufficient, provided that a note in ¢benmunication form states
that the lamp is only for use on a vehicle fittelhwan operating tell-tale
which indicates when any one of these two lightrsesi has failed.”
