For each Agreement, the final decisions on new Eulations and rules and
amendments to existing ones are taken, accordittgetinternal provisions of
the corresponding Agreement, by the Administratioe the Executive

Committees, which are exclusively composed of tbatfacting Parties to the
Agreements represented by their Governments. Befogedecision, all the
preparatory work is done openly and transparently WP.29 with the

participation of all representatives of countribejng Contracting Parties or
not, and experts from GOs and NGOs.

Thanks to its long experience, its expertise ane itlvolvement of all
interested stakeholders, WP.29 has shown its wlditproduce high quality
UN Regulationsand UN GTRsn a timely manner.
