l. Summary

The SARTRE project stands for Safe Road TrainshferEnvironmentPart-funded by the European Commission under
the Framework 7 programme, SARTRE is led by Ricdd#foLtd and comprises collaboration between théofeing
additional participating companies: Idiada and Rikeo-Tecnalia of Spain, Institut fir Kraftfahrwesé@achen (IKA)
of Germany, and SP Technical Research Institugefden, Volvo Car Corporation and Volvo Technolofgweden.

SARTRE aims to encourage a step change in pers@maport usage through the development of safe@maental
road trains (platoons). Systems are being develapptbtotype form that will facilitate the safeaution of road trains
on un-modified public highways with full interactiavith non-platoon vehicles.

The project is addressing the three cornerstomespiatation issues of environment, safety and cstigye while at the
same time encouraging driver acceptance throughptbspect of increased "driver comfort”. The ohjext of
SARTRE may be summarised as:

1. To define a set of acceptable platooning strasetipat will allow road trains to operate on palilighways without
changes to the road and roadside infrastructure.

2. To enhance, develop and integrate technologies prototype platooning system such that thenddfistrategies can
be assessed under real world scenarios.

3. To demonstrate how the use of platoons cantteadvironmental, safety and congestion improvement

4. To illustrate how a new business model can lee ts encourage the use of platoons with benefit®th lead
vehicle operators and to platoon subscribers.

If successful, the benefits from SARTRE are exptdebe significant. The estimated fuel consumpsamning for high
speed highway operation of road trains is in tlggome of 20 percent depending on vehicle spacinggemietry. Safety
benefits will arise from the reduction of accidea#ised by driver action and driver fatigue. Thkzation of existing

road capacity will also be increased with a potntionsequential reduction in journey times. Foersisof the

technology, the practical attractions of a smoqgthware predicable and lower cost journey whichrsfie opportunity
of additional free time will be considerable.
