Justification

Making a simple reference to the Regulation N°\ifih no mention of any series of
amendments, permits to avoid any conflict with $eeies of amendment applied by the
relevant Contracting Party.

The level of severity of Regulation N°10 to whidtetvehicle must comply should at
best be regulated by this Regulation N° 10, rathan by the regulation in stake, e.g. a
braking regulation. It would indeed be not logidhlat the “braking regulation”
influences the series of amendments of RegulatitifONo which the vehicle type must
comply.

The reference to UNECE Regulation N° 10 in RegafatiN°® 64 already follows this
principle.

Should this approach be adopted by GRRF, it ismecended to extend it to other
regulations under the responsibility of other GRs.
