 Testing of the immunity of a VAS/AS in a vehicle may be performed 
according to the prescriptions in Regulation No. 10, 02 03 Series of 
amendments and test methods described in Annex 6 for the vehicles and 
Annex 9 for a separate technical unit. 

 ... 

Radiated emission 

 Tests shall be performed according to Regulation No. 10, 02 03 series of 
amendments prescriptions and according to the test methods described in 
Annexes 4 and 5 for vehicles or Annexes 7 and 8, for a separate technical 
unit." 

Annex 9, paragraph 2., amend  to read: 

"2.  Method IEC 

 ...  

Radiated emission 

 The VAS/AS shall be subjected to testing for the suppression of radio 
frequency interference according to tests prescribed in Regulation No. 10 02 
03 Series of amendments and according to test methods described in 
Annexes 4 and 5 for vehicles and Annexes 7 and 8 for a separate technical 
unit." 

II. Justification 

The 03 series of amendments to Regulation No. 10 already entered into force. Accordingly, 
the requirements need to be updated.
