2. These texts generally well address the protecifahe subject vehicle in the event
of rear collision with vehicles of category;Mnd N, however they do not cover the
cases of the gaps necessary for fitting equipmémshe towing hook and the exhaust

pipes.
3. The proposal above is an attempt to cover tee oisuch gaps thanks to a wording

inspired from paragraph 2.4. of Regulation N° 2&dmal projections). The proposal is
written with the assumption that the original preplocGRSG/2011/20 is adopted.
