UN-Energy, to  organize  and coordinate activities to be undertaken during the Year.

a revolution that makes energy available and affordable for all”, adding that this is essential for 

minimising climate risks, reducing poverty and improving global health, empowering women and 

meeting the Millennium Development Goals, for global economic growth, peace and security, and 

the health of the planet (UN SG High Level Initiative on Sustainable Energy for All).
