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 I. Proposal 

 A. Regulation No. 13 

Paragraph 5.1.1.4., amend to read: 

"5.1.1.4. The effectiveness of the braking systems, including the electric control line, 

shall not be adversely affected by magnetic or electrical fields. This shall be 

demonstrated by compliance with the technical prescriptions and 

transitional provisions of Regulation No. 10, 04 series of amendments." 

Annex 13, paragraph 4.4., amend to read: 

"4.4. The operation of the anti-lock system shall not be adversely affected by 

magnetic or electrical fields. This shall be demonstrated by compliance with 

the technical prescriptions and transitional provisions of Regulation No. 

10, 04 series of amendments." 

Annex 19, Appendix 7, paragraph 3.7.1., amend to read: 

"3.7.1. Documentation demonstrating compliance with the technical prescriptions 

and transitional provisions of Regulation No. 10, 04 series of 

amendments." 

 B. Regulation No. 13-H 

Paragraph 5.1.1.4., amend to read: 

"5.1.1.4.  The effectiveness of the braking equipment shall not be adversely affected by 

magnetic or electrical fields. (This shall be demonstrated by compliance with 

the technical prescriptions and transitional provisions of Regulation No. 

10, 04 series of amendments.)" 

Annex 6, paragraph 4.3., amend to read: 

"4.3.  The operation of the anti-lock system must not be adversely affected by 

magnetic or electrical fields.

 (This shall be demonstrated by compliance 

with the technical prescriptions and transitional provisions of Regulation 

No. 10, 04 series of amendments)." 

 II. Justification 

1. At its 156th session, WP.29 endorsed the approach to use static or dynamic 

references to other UN Regulations on a case-by-case basis. 

2. The static reference is appropriate because the Contracting Parties applying UN 

Regulation No. 13 or 13-H but not applying UN Regulation No. 10 can refer to the content 

of a specific version of UN Regulation No. 10 when considering the assessment of the 

electromagnetic compatibility of brake systems.
