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Proposal for Supplement 3 to the 02 series of amendments to Regulation No. 117 (Tyres: Rolling resistance, rolling noise and wet grip)

Temperature correction


If measurements at temperatures other than 25 (C are unavoidable (only temperatures not less than 20 (C or more than 30 (C are acceptable), then a correction for temperature shall be made using the following equation, with:
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is the rolling resistance at 25 (C, in Newton:

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	is the ambient temperature, in degree Celsius,

0.008
for Class C1 tyres
0.010
for Class C2 and C3 tyres with a load index equal or lower than 121
0.006
for Class C3 tyres with a load index greater than 121"
