6.3.3.1. Throughout the fields defined in the diagrams in Annex 1, the intensity of the
light emitted must be not less than 0.7 cd for devices of category 1b, not less
than 0.3 cd for devices of categories 1, 1a, 2a and for those of category 2b by
day; it shall not be less than 0.07 cd for devices of category 2b by night;"

In all cases, the minimum vertical angles of light distribution in space of
direction indicator lamps are 15° above and 15° below the horizontal except:

(@)  Direction indicator lamps intended to be installed with the H plane of
the lamp at a mounting height of less than 750 mm above the ground,
for which they are 15° above and 5° below the horizontal,

(b)  Optional direction indicator lamps intended to be installed with the H
plane of the lamp at a mounting height of more than 2100 mm above
the ground, for which they are 5° above and 15° below the horizontal;
