If part of the enhanced child
restraint system could be used as an infant carrier module and installed as
defined in Annex 22, approvals according to this Regulation can only be
granted if the infant carrier module complies with the requirements of this
annex."

Definition

"Infant carrier module” means a module that is part of an Integral Enhanced
Child Restraint System restraining a child up to 15 months old and up to 13
kg and which can be used as a stand alone Child Restraint System. It is

designed to be removed from the vehicle with the child inside and without
opening any harness and to carry it outside of the vehicle.

Provisions applied to the infant carrier module

Belt routing shall comply with paragraphs 4.3. and 6.1.9. of
Regulation No. 44.

Frontal impact test shall comply with paragraph 7.1.4. of Regulation No. 44.
Rear impact test shall comply with paragraph 7.1.4. of Regulation No. 44.
Overturning test shall comply with paragraph 7.1.3. of Regulation No. 44."
