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I.  Proposal 

Annex 6, 

Paragraph 1.3.5., should be deleted: 

"1.3.5. The widest tyre shall be chosen. If there are more than three tyre sizes, the 

widest minus one shall be chosen." 

II. Justification 

 The selection of tyres for the test cycle is defined in Regulation No. 83 and it shall 

be the same for both pollutant and CO2 emissions/fuel consumption tests. The reference to 

Regulation No. 83 becomes automatic by virtue of paragraph 1.1. of Annex 6.
