It is based on a document without symbol (GRSP-57-07-Rev.1) distributed at the fifty-
seventh session of the Working Party on Passive Safety (GRSP). The modifications to the
current text of UN Regulation No. 16 are marked in bold for new or strikethrough for
deleted characters.
