Unofficial translation

In accordance with the decision reflected in the report of the 14th session of the Group of Experts
on issues related to the implementation of the European Agreement on the Work of Crews of
Vehicles engaged in International Road Transport (AETR) (ECE-TRANS-SC.1-GE21-35r)
(hereafter called the AETR Expert Group), on the provision of written comments to Regulation
2016/799 of 18 March 2016, drawn up in pursuance of European Council Regulation No. 165/2014
of 2 February 2014, the Russian Federation reports the following.

Since it was the draft of Regulation 2016/799 from March 18, 2016 that was presented for
consideration, a confirmation is needed that this draft matches the existing document.

Given that the Russian translation of Regulation 2016/799 of 18 March 2016, was transmitted in
mid-May 2017 shortly before the 15th session of the AETR Expert Group, there is not enough time
for a full review of Regulation 2016/799 of 18 March 2016. The Russian Federation will be ready to
submit a full analysis and comments to Regulation 2016/799 of 18 March 2016 at a later date.

At the moment, the Russian side forwarded the translation of Regulation 2016/799 from March 18,
2016 in Russian to all interested bodies and organizations for analysis and elaboration of a full
unified position of the Russian Federation.
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At the same time, the Ministry of Transport of the Russian Federation previously provided the
following comments to Regulation 2016/799 of March 18, 2016, which were not taken into account
to date, and no results of consideration for which were brought to the attention of the Russian side,
but the position on which of the Russian side remained the same.

The Russian side insists on the position voiced earlier at previous sessions about the prematureness
of including the provision on "smart" tachographs in the AETR Agreement.

The Russian side invites the EU countries to develop and submit for discussion to all the countries
participating in the AETR the draft text of Appendix 1C to the AETR Annex, taking into account
the comments and suggestions made earlier.

Only after approval of the draft text of Appendix 1C to the Annex of the AETR by non-EU
countries and corresponding adjustments to continue the discussion on the possibility of including
Appendix 1C in the AETR Annex.

The Russian side believes that the inclusion of references to EU Regulations No. 165/2014 and No.
2016/799 in the relevant parts of the AETR Agreement is unacceptable, since the requirements of
the above regulations are impossible for countries that are not EU members and often contradict the
legal norms and technical regulations of these countries.

The Russian side considers it necessary to draw attention to the compulsory requirement of EU
Regulation No. 165/2014 and No. 2016/799 to use the Galileo European Global Navigation Satellite
System (Paragraph 5, page L139/2) as well as the European Geostationary Service Navigation
coverage "EGNOS" (Paragraph 1, to become 3 pages L 139/3) and the DSRC technology
(Paragraph 3 page L 139/1) in order to operate "smart" tachographs. The European geostationary
navigation coverage service "EGNOS" covers only a small territory of the European part of the
Russian Federation, and therefore has no technical support for use on the territory of the Russian
Federation. When carrying out transportation on the territory of the Russian Federation, the
GLONASS system is used. To increase the accuracy of determining the coordinates, it is necessary
to indicate the necessity of using differential correction signals used in the GLONASS system. The
use of DSRC technology (car Wi-Fi) implies the use of an RF data channel, which goes beyond the
competence of the competent authority of the Russian Federation implementing the requirements of
the AETR and is subject to agreement with authorities authorized to use radio frequency spectra.

As before, the Russian side insists on the need to transfer the issues of implementation and
application of "smart™ tachographs to the competence of the UNECE and to engage experts of the
European Global Navigation Satellite System Galileo and the GLONASS navigation satellite
system to discuss the possible compatibility of these systems, and also suggests of conducting
additional consultations with experts on the use of radio frequency channels to clarify the issues of
matching the channels in the territories of the countries participating in the AETR.

The draft text of Appendix 1C to the AETR Annex should also take into account the following
observations by the Russian side.

Technical Regulation 2016/799 from 18 March 2016 on "smart" tachographs and the Regulation
(Ordinance) of the European Parliament No. 165/2014 from 2 February 2014 contain direct
references to the European Union normative documents and to European and International
standards of technical regulation. For example, the Dedicated Short Range Communications
Standards of the European Standardization Committee (CEN) EN 12253, EN 12795, EN 12834, EN
13372 and I1SO 14906; TR-03110-3 BSI / ANSSI Technical Guideline TR-03110-3, Advanced
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Security Mechanisms for Machine Readable Travel Documents and eIDAS Token - Part 3 Common
Specifications, version 2.20, 3. February 2015; and other ISO standards. The legality of the
application of the European Union normative documents, European and international standards of
technical regulation in the territory of the Russian Federation and other countries that are not
members of the EU is not defined.

The Russian side proposes to analyze the possibility of applying the above standards, excluding the
possibility of using standards that are not acceptable for use in the AETR countries.

The requirement of paragraph 4 of Regulation 2016/799 implies the use on the tachograph cards of
European Union member states official languages (language) only, whereas the AETR uses the
notion of the language (s) of the Contracting parties. The list of distinguishing marks of the Member
States that issued the card is limited only by the countries of the European Union, and paragraphs
229 and 230 of the Regulations introduce the requirement of applying the EU symbol - a blue flag
and a circle of 12 yellow stars around the state's distinctive sign.

The Russian side proposes to envisage the possibility of using the digital and alphabetic codes of
non-EU countries and to make this clarification in the text of Appendix 1C to the AETR Annex.

In accordance with the requirements of paragraph 241 of page L 139/53 of Technical Regulation
2016/799 from 18 March 2016, the tachograph cards intended for use in "smart" tachographs should
function normally in all climatic conditions commonly encountered on the territory European
Union, in the temperature range from -25 ° C to + 70 ° C with rare peaks of up to + 85 ° C. This
requirement does not establish the temperature requirements for cards used in the territory of other
countries of the AETR, including the Russian Federation. And, as a result, excludes testing of maps
of other countries, except for EU countries, on climatic effects. Without such testing, it is
impossible to approve a card type.

The Russian side proposes to refine the requirements for cards for "smart” tachographs produced
and used by non-EU countries.

According to the requirement of paragraph 7 page L 139/2 of Technical Regulation 2016/799 from
18 March 2016, to all vehicles operating in the EU country but not registered in the EU country,
should be equipped with "smart" tachographs after 15 years from the date of this Regulation.

Thus, the Regulation imposes mandatory requirements for non-EU countries on the mandatory re-
equipment of all vehicles carrying goods through the territory of EU countries with "smart"
tachographs, 15 years after the date of signing the Regulation, that is, on March 18 2031.

The Russian side does not support the proposal of the Slovak side
(ECE/TRANS/SC.1/GE.21/2017/2) to amend Article 10 of the AETR with shifting of the provision
of equipping with"smart" tachographs of all vehicles registered for the first time to 15 June 2019
and considers it necessary to conduct additional discussions on the timing of the introduction of
mandatory requirements for equipping vehicles of all AETR member countries with "smart"
tachographs.
